2.1
Allotment of Land by State Government for Setting up of Rural Self Employment Training Institutes (RSETIs)                  

In the 128th SLBC meeting, it was informed that the process of allotment of land for 4 districts viz. Ahmedabad, Mehsana, Dangs and Dahod  for construction of RSETI premises  is on at Rural Development Department, Govt. of Gujarat.  The progress in the matter of allotment of land after the last SLBC meeting is given as under :  

Bank of Baroda vide its letter No.GZ/R&AB:06/62 dtd.29.04.2011 has informed that the land is allotted to RSETI, Dahod, whereas the same is yet to be allotted for RSETI, Dangs.

The Director, RSETI, Mehsana vide its letter dtd. 11.03.2011 has informed that they have received a copy of letter No.VP/Jamin/Vashi/232/11 dtd. 09.02.2011 addressed to the Dy. Secretary, Revenue Department, Govt. of Gujarat by Dist. Collector, Mehsana in which it is mentioned that two hectare land is identified for RSETI, Mehsana at village Palodar, Tal : Mehsana at Survey No.868.  However, as Dist. Collector is not empowered to allot land beyond 1 hectare, he has requested the Revenue Department, Govt. of Gujarat for approval of land allotment of 2 hectare of land to RSETI, Mehsana.

SLBC vide its letter dtd. 29.04.2011 requested the Revenue Department, Govt. of Gujarat for prompt action in the matter.  The response to the said letter is awaited.

National Housing Bank (NHB) vide its letter dtd. 31st January, 2011 has informed that a number of meetings have been held by Ministry of Housing and Urban Poverty Alleviation (MoH&UPA), Government of India, together with NHB and HUDCO with various State Governments.  NHB, as a Central Nodal Agency, has been sharing the outcome of the meetings of the Steering Committee and measures being taken by the few State Governments towards implementation of ISHUP.  They have shared the following initiatives taken by the State Government of Tamilnadu, which has provided fresh impetus to the Scheme:

a.
State Government of Tamilnadu have issued the order in the State regarding granting concessions like exemption from payment of development charges, stamp duty on mortgaging of house site, pattas, etc. 

b.
Target of benefiting 1 lakh families has been fixed in the State.  Subsequent to this, districtwise targets have also been fixed and the officials concerned have also been sensitized about the implementation of the Scheme.

As no representative remained present in 128th SLBC meeting from Urban Housing and Urban Development Department, Govt. of Gujarat, it was decided to incorporate the agenda once again in SLBC meeting.  

However, SLBC vide its letter dtd. 19th April, 2011 requested the Gujarat Urban Development Mission (GUDM), the implementing agency, to inform the developments / planning for incorporating the same in the Agenda Booklet.  The response from them is still awaited.

The representative from Gujarat Urban Development Mission is requested to apprise the House in the matter.

In 128th SLBC meeting, the captioned issue was discussed and it was decided that a formal request letter be sent to District Development Officer, Narmada District. Commissioner & Principal Secretary, Rural Development Department, Govt. of Gujarat has informed that they have vide their letter No.CRD/MM/GLPC/SHGs/869/2010-11 dtd. 9th May, 2011 has taken up the matter with the Principal Secretary, Revenue Department, Govt. of Gujarat and recommended to consider present modification / order which is expiring on 19th December, 2011 and a fresh notification for extension of exemption from payment of stamp duty be issued.

The representative from Revenue Department, Govt. of Gujarat is requested to apprise the House in the matter.

During the SLBC meeting held on 18.03.2011, the Study Report was annexed to the Agenda papers and Member Banks were requested to take necessary action.

RBI vide their letter dtd. 31st March, 2011 advised to submit the confirmation about the follow up / corrective action initiated by the Banks and the concerned sponsoring agencies of the Central Govt.  Sponsored schemes (SGSY, SJSRY, PMEGP, SRMS).  

Accordingly, SLBC vide its letter dtd. 6th May, 2011 requested all the Member Banks as well as Sponsoring Agencies to submit their confirmation in the matter.

2.7
3rd meeting of Sub-Committee of SLBC on Credit Growth and Financial Inclusion held on 24th March, 2011                             

As informed, the above Sub-Committee was formed under the Chairmanship of Executive Director, Dena Bank, on the advice of the Chairman of SLBC subsequent to the meeting of Hon'ble Union Finance Minister with Hon'ble Chief Ministers of West & Central Zone States and Union Territories and CEOs of PSU Banks was held on 28th June, 2010 at Mumbai to review the progress of the Banking Sector.  The Sub-Committee was advised to review the following major issues :

1.
Low Credit Deposit Ratio in Gujarat

2.
Lack of adequate support to Priority Sector and Agriculture

3.
Financial Inclusion with credit linkage

4.
Issues relating to MSME Sector
Since the formation of the Sub-Committee, so far three meetings have been convened by SLBC, the last being on 24th March, 2011.  In the said meeting, the progress under Credit growth and Financial Inclusion was reviewed.  The minutes of the said meeting was circulated to Members vide SLBC letter dtd. 13th April, 2011.  The copy of the minutes is enclosed as per Annexure - B.
It may be added that the advances to Priority Sector witnessed a growth of 17.08% y-o-y basis i.e. from Rs.61,471 crores as of March, 2010 to Rs.71,975 crores as of March, 2011.  The Priority Sector advances of the State at 46.26% as of March, 2011 is well above the stipulated benchmark of 40%.  Analysis of advances under various segments of Priority Sector shows that advances to Agriculture Sector increased from 18.93% as of March, 2010 to 20.18% as of March, 2011.  However, the CD Ratio of the State slipped marginally from 69.05 as of March, 2010 to 69.03 as of March, 2011, showing a decline by - 0.02% during the year 2010-11.

As regards the implementation of Financial Inclusion Plan in the State, the target set for the year ended 2010-11 is crossed as a whole.  However, 6 Banks (viz. Allahabad Bank, Central Bank of India, Indian Overseas Bank, UCO Bank, Saurashtra Gramin Bank, Baroda Gujarat Gramin Bank) cold not meet the target given by them and these Banks have been requested to achieve the same.  The progress under FIP is regularly collected from the Member Banks and forwarded to Govt. of India and to Reserve Bank of India on monthly basis.

Financial Inclusion - Awareness Campaign at the Ground Level - Meeting with Banks
                                                                             

Indian Banks’ Association vide its letter No.FI/AC/SLBC/2993 dtd. 23rd April, 2011 has informed that IBA on behalf of its Member Banks launched the national level awareness campaign on February 10, 2011 at New Delhi.  The national awareness campaign was limited to only generating awareness at the national level.  As the mission is to provide banking services in the un-banked regions of the country, it is necessary to create awareness among the target audience.

As such to discuss the ground level sensitisation programme, IBA convened a meeting of all SLBC Convenors on April 5, 2011 at IBA Office.  During the deliberations, it was decided that SLBC Convenors of the respective States forward suggestions to IBA for taking a lead of the ground level campaign on Financial Inclusion.

Accordingly, SLBC convened a meeting of major Bankers and three RRBs along with representative from RBI and NABARD on 07.04.2011 to discuss the matters pertaining to Awareness Campaign at ground level about Swabhimaan Programme on Financial Inclusion.  The suggestions emerged from the said meeting are as under :  

The detailed outline of the awareness campaign at ground level were briefed and material provided by IBA which contained details of logo, hoardings, posters, danglers etc. were discussed and three CDs / DVDs provided by IBA to SLBC were also displayed for the information to the participants.


After detailed discussion, the majority of participants have come to conclusion on the following issues as elaborated below.


1.
The coverage through Television, Radio and Print Media should be centralised for all the States and should be taken care of at Apex level and this responsibility may not be entrusted at the State level.

2.
As regards State level campaign for Swabhimaan Programme, the members felt that there are two levels which needs to be addressed.


a. Common publicity of the programme covering entire geographical area of the State through Vans, local T.V. Channels, S.T. Bus hoardings etc.


b. Village level publicity in respective village where FIP / Swabhimaan Programme is being implemented, to be carried out by the respective Bank to whom the village is allocated.

Members felt that the expenses pertaining to (a) should be shared by all the banks in equal proportion, and for (b) village level publicity through wall paintings, danglers, posters etc. should be done by respective banks to whom the concerned villages are allotted and expenses to be borne by the respective banks.  

However, all the banks would follow a uniform pattern in the villages as per IBA guidelines.

The members also felt that NABARD may support towards reimbursement of expenses incurred towards publicity within the frame work of their guidelines and as regards RRBs,  support from NABARD would be needed so that their profitability is not adversely affected.


3.
The members also felt that all banks should receive the guidelines from their respective HOs so that they can respond to the call given by the SLBC after receipt of IBA guidelines and each bank should also authorise respective Regional / Zonal Heads along with suitable budget provision for avoiding delay in implementation of the awareness programme.

4.
The members consented on the above views and agreed to submit to IBA through Convenor - SLBC.


The above suggestions have been forwarded to IBA vide SLBC E-mail dtd. 8th April, 2011.

To take the initiative forward, IBA advised SLBC to convene a meeting of Members of SLBC to draw up a comprehensive plan for the ground level activities.  As a hand holding exercise, IBA and Inter Publicity Private Limited shall assist in these meetings to share their experiences and views during the deliberations.

The representatives from IBA and Inter Publicity Private Limited are requested to share their experiences and views.

Delay faced by the Banks in obtaining order in Application filed before the District Magistrate under Section-14 of SARFAESI Act, 2002 for physical possession of secured assets                                                                                              
In the 124th SLBC meeting, the matter regarding delay faced by the Banks in obtaining orders for police protection for seizing charged properties under the SARFAESI Act, 2002 sponsored by State Bank of India, LHO, Ahmedabad was discussed and it was advised by the Chief Secretary, Govt. of Gujarat to set up a Sub-Committee of SLBC under the Chairmanship of Principal Secretary, Revenue Department, Govt. of Gujarat comprising representatives from 3 Lead Banks and Legal Department of State Government to look into the matter.

Accordingly, SLBC vide its letter No. GMO/124/SLBC/662/10 dtd. 5th May, 2010 followed by letter dtd. 24th May, 2010 requested the Principal Secretary, Revenue Department to convene the meeting of Sub-Committee.  The matter was again followed up by SLBC vide its letter dtd. 9th June, 2010 and requested to expedite convening the meeting of Sub-Committee.

As there was no representation in 125th SLBC meeting from the Revenue Department, the Chairman of SLBC had requested the Secretary (EA), Finance Department to pursue the matter with the Revenue Department from their end.  Accordingly, the Finance Department arranged a meeting with the Principal Secretary, Revenue Department on 07.08.2010 at Gandhinagar.

The Principal Secretary, Revenue Department suggested to send a proposal by SLBC to draw attention of the Collectors regarding provisions of the SARFAESI Act, 2002.  In this context, the Provisions contained in SARFAESI Act, 2002 regarding the assistance to be provided to the Secured Creditor (Banks and Financial Institutions) in taking possession of secured assets are as under:

As per the provisions  of Section-14 of the SARFAESI Act, District Magistrate is to assist the Secured Creditor in taking possession of secured assets.

Section-14 of the SARFAESI Act reads as under:

”Where the possession of any secured assets is required to be taken by the secured creditor or if any of the secured asset is required to be sold or transferred by the secured creditor under the provisions of this Act, the secured creditor may for the purpose of taking possession or control of any such secured asset, request in writing, to the Chief Metropolitan or District Magistrate within whose jurisdiction any such secured asset or other documents relating thereto may be situated or found, to take possession thereof, and the Chief Metropolitan Magistrate or as the case may be, the District Magistrate shall, on such request being made to him-

(a)
take possession of such asset and documents relating thereto;

and

(b) 
forward such assets and documents to the secured creditor

The problem faced by banks while approaching the Office of District Magistrate with Application under Section-14 is the inordinate delay in passing order and handing over the possession of secured assets to the secured creditor.

The usual practice of the office of District Magistrate is to issue notice to the borrower and  lengthy hearing. Hon`ble Supreme Court has held in Indian Overseas Bank v/s M/s. Sree Arvinda Steel Ltd, that Magistrate is not required to give notice to borrower or to third party.  The practice of issuance  of notice and hearing is causing inordinate delay in getting possession of the secured assets, which is against the objectives of the enactment of SARFAESI ACT by the parliament and also against the spirit of Supreme Court decision in Indian Overseas Bank v/s M/s. Sree Arvinda Steel Ltd.

As there was no competent authority present from Revenue Department in 127th SLBC meeting, the Additional Secretary & Director (IF), Finance Department, Government of Gujarat in the said meeting had informed that they have already taken up the matter with Revenue Department and would continue to pursue the same.

SLBC vide its letter dtd. 4th February, 2011 requested the Principal Secretary, Revenue Department, Govt. of Gujarat and the Addl. Secretary & Director (IF), Finance Department, Government of Gujarat to inform about the action initiated on the captioned issue.

Finance Department, Government of Gujarat vide its letter dtd. 18th February, 2011 has requested the Principal Secretary, Revenue Department, Government of Gujarat to send Action Taken Report to SLBC, however, the same is not received from Revenue Department, nor the Revenue Department has responded to SLBC letter.

The aforsaid agenda item is remain unresolved since 124th SLBC meeting due to one or another reasons including  absence of  representative from the Revenue department during subsequent meetings of SLBC.

The representative from Revenue Department, Government of Gujarat is requested to apprise the House about the action initiated by them in the above matter.

2.10
Double Stamp Duty for the property taken in possession by Banks under SARFAESI Act, 2002                                                
Some of the Member Banks informed that while the purchaser of property under SARFAESI Act, 2002 approaches the Collectorate for registration of Sale Certificate, the double stamp duty has been demanded to be paid by the purchaser as under :

i.
Stamp duty for changing the ownership to Bank from the borrower at the time of taking possession.

ii.
Stamp duty for transferring the ownership to the purchaser for registering the Sale Certificate.

In this context, we may mention that the properties are being mortgaged by the mortgagees to the Bank to secure the credit facilities granted by the Bank to the borrower.  In case of default in repayment, the Bank takes the possession of the mortgaged properties under SARFAESI Act, 2002.  As per the provisions of the said Act, the Bank sells the mortgaged properties through the public auction.  

" In terms of SARFAESI Act, 2002, the sale of the properties by the Bank shall be deemed as a transfer made by the owner himself and purchaser shall acquire all the rights and title of the owner of the securities."

As advised by the Chairman of SLBC in 126th SLBC meeting, SLBC sought a meeting with Shri Saurabhbhai Patel, Hon'ble Minister of State for Finance, Govt. of Gujarat for his intervention in the matter following the decision given by the Revenue Department on the captioned vide its letter dtd. 7th September, 2010.  Accordingly, the meeting with the Hon'ble Minister was arranged on 13.12.2010, however, the Addl. Secretary & Director (IF), informed about postponement of the meting and informed that it would be held shortly.

In 127th SLBC meeting, the Addl. Secretary & Director (IF), Finance Department, Govt. of Gujarat had informed that the meeting would take place after Vibrant Gujarat Global Investors' Summit - 2011 is over.  Accordingly, SLBC vide its letter dtd. 4th February, 2011 and 1st March, 2011 requested to inform about the action initiated in the matter.  

The aforsaid agenda item is remain unresolved since 124th SLBC meeting due to one or another reasons including  absence of  representative from the Revenue department during subsequent meetings of SLBC.

The representative from Revenue Department, Government of Gujarat is requested to apprise the House about the action initiated by them in the above matter.

Indira Gandhi Matritva Sahyog Yojana (IGMSY)
Department of Financial Services, Ministry of Finance, Govt. of India vide letter F.No.3(1) 2011-CP dtd. 31st March, 2011 addressed to all the Chairman / CMDs/ MDs/ All SLBC Convenor Banks has forwarded the Scheme of Indira Gandhi Matritva Yojana (IGMSY) introduced by the Ministry of Women & Child Development, Govt. of India.

Under the Scheme, a cash incentive of Rs.4,000/= is to be provided in 3 instalments to every Pregnant and Lactating Women, 19 years and above, subject to certain conditions.  The amount shall be disbursed through a Bank or Post Office account only.  Therefore, “No Frill Accounts” with zero balance are to be opened for IGMSY beneficiaries.  

The IGMSY is initially to be implemented on pilot basis in 52 selected districts across the Country.  In the State of Gujarat, two districts viz. Bharuch and Patan are selected, to whom SLBC vide letter No.GMO/SLBC3&129/567/2011 dtd. April 20, 2011 forwarded the detailed guidelines of the scheme and requested them to take up the matter as agenda item in ensuing DCC / DLRC meeting.  LDMs were also requested to ensure that concerned Member Banks / Govt. department in their district for initiating action for implementation of the captioned scheme.  SLBC advised concerned LDMs to remain in touch with District Health Officer to get details of the women to be benefitted from time to time and to ensure smooth operation of the scheme.

The detailed guidelines of the Scheme is as per Annexure - C.
Lead District Manager of Bharuch and Patan are requested to apprise the House about the action initiated by them in the matter.  Controlling Offices of the Banks operating in Bharuch and Patan districts are requested to advise their branches about smooth implementation of the Scheme.

1% Interest Subvention on Housing loans sanctioned to Public upto Rs.10.00 lakhs under Public Housing loan Scheme                                                                                           
Baroda Gujarat Gramin Bank (BGGB), Head Office, vide its letter No.BGGB/HO/ADV/07/225 dtd. 6th April, 2011 has requested SLBC to confirm that RRB is also eligible for submitting 1% Interest Subvention Claim to Reserve Bank of India as per the Scheme of Govt. of India.  BGGB has requested to include RRBs in the list of implementing Banks.  

BGGB has shown concern of losing the business under the captioned segment and requested SLBC to include RRBs as implementing agency for the captioned Scheme.

However, as per Reserve Bank of India Circular RBI/2010-11/157- RPCD.SME & NFS.BC.No.16/06.11.01/2010-11 dtd. 9th August, 2011, implementing agencies for the captioned Scheme are only Scheduled Commercial Banks and Housing Financing Companies registered with National Housing Bank.

NABARD is requested to look into the matter.

The CD Ratio of banks as of March, 2011 in general decreased by 0.02% over March, 2010 and stood at 69.03%.  The CD Ratio of SBI group is increased by 2.68 from 71.23 as of March, 2010 to 73.91 as of March, 2011, whereas the CD Ratio of Private Sector Banks decreased by 9.69 from 100.70 as of March, 2010 to 91.01 as of March, 2011.

During the year under review, out of 5 Bank group, only State Bank Group and Nationalised Banks have shown increase in CD Ratio over the previous year.  The CD Ratio of remaining Bank Groups viz. RRBs, DCCBs and Private Sector Banks registered decline of 1.82, 2.49 and 9.69 respectively over the previous year.  Further from the above, it can be seen that the CD Ratio of Private Sector Banks has shown declining trend from the year 2008-09 (122.55) to 91.01 during the year ended March, 2011 and this could be one of the major reasons for stagnation of CD Ratio.  The CD Ratio of RRBs and DCCBs is below the stipulated benchmark of 60% which has overall effect over the CD Ratio of the State as a whole.

As of March, 2011, the CD Ratio in the following eight districts is below 40% where the Banks are required to put in special efforts to increase the same.  During the quarter ended March, 2011, two districts viz. Dahod and Tapi slipped below the 40% CD Ratio.

SERVICE AREA CREDIT PLAN (SACP) FOR THE YEAR 2011-12
As per the SACP submitted to SLBC by all the Lead District Managers of the State, the total SACP for the State comes to Rs.35,598.22 crores, whereas as per State Focus Paper of NABARD, it is Rs.36,988.44 crores.  As per the SACPs, the target for financing to Agriculture Sector comes to Rs.22,547.90 crores as against Rs.24,901.69 crores as per NABARD State Focus Paper.  The Sub-Group of Steering Committee of SLBC in its meeting held on 28th April, 2011 proposed the target of Rs.25,000 crores for Agriculture Sector, keeping in view the budget announcement for increasing Rs.1,00,000 crores under Agriculture Sector and 1% more incentive to farmers for credit limit upto Rs.3 lakhs.

In view of the above, the revised target for Agriculture Finance would be intimated to Lead District Managers after concurrence received from NABARD.

The achievement of the target stood at 101.82% for the year ended March, 2011 against the 157.35% achievement for the corresponding period of the previous year.  

Out of the total sanction of 35,637 applications (Rs. 247.43 crores), 5,026 applications (Rs.24.62 crores) sanctioned to S.T. beneficiaries, 5,848 applications (Rs.34.72 crores) to S.C. beneficiaries. Lead District Managers of remaining districts are requested to take-up the matter in DLCC / BLBC meetings with the Banks' branches to improve upon their performance in the financial year 2011-12.

Banks are requested to ensure that 4,704 pending applications are disposed off by their branches on merits at the earliest.  

GUJARAT WOMEN  ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION (GWEDC) :

The achievement was 79.20% of the target as against 49.04% for the corresponding period of the previous year.  The districts like Ahmedabad (153%), Banaskantha (135.71%), Sabarkantha (142.86%), Patan (150%), Navsari (126.67%), Panchmahals (129.57%), Dahod (106.25%) and Kutch (130%) surpassed the target with considerable margin.

The performance in the districts like Narmada (6.67%), Valsad (16%), Dangs (11.25%), Porbandar (7.50%), Surat (36%), Rajkot (36.67%), Jamnagar (27.50%), Surendranagar (40%) and Tapi (16%) was very poor. 

The Lead District Managers are requested to critically review the performance under the said Scheme at BLBC and DLCC meetings so that in coming quarters the same can be improved and targets allotted may be achieved by the end of the year.

Banks are requested to ensure that 2,410 pending applications are disposed off by their branches on merits at the earliest.

JYOTI GRAM VIKAS YOJANA (MARGIN MONEY SCHEME) - JGVY:

As per the report submitted by the Cottage & Rural Industries Department, Gujarat State, sponsoring under the Scheme was only 56 applications (as against the target of 250 applications), of which 15 applications were sanctioned to the tune of Rs.153.44 lakhs. The achievement stood at 6% only as against 6.60% for the corresponding period.

It is observed that since the introduction of the captioned scheme, there is no adequate number of sponsoring by the implementing agency and as a result, the performance is found to be unsatisfactory.  Looking to the small number of target during the year 2010-11, the sponsoring agency is requested to sponsor sufficient number of applications among all the districts and simultaneously Banks are also requested to advise their branches to improve their performance and achieve the target during the year 2011-12.
