MINUTES OF DISTRICT LEVEL CONSULTATIVE COMMITTEE / DISTRICT LEVEL REVIEW COMMITTEE MEETING HELD ON 19TH JULY 2019
The District Level Consultative Committee Meeting of Ahmedabad district was held on 19th July 2019 at 1700 Hrs. at Conference Hall, Collector’s Office, Ahmedabad to review the performance in various Banking activities and also the progress in implementation of various Government Sponsored Schemes for the quarter ended March 2019.

The meeting was chaired by Shri Harshad Vora, Additional Residence Collector.  It was attended by Shri Sagar Dy. Collector, Ms.Sheela Devi,AGM/LDO,RBI, Ahmedabad and Ms.Sarbari Mukharjee,AGM/DDM,NABARD, and other senior Bankers / district coordinators and Government officials from various departments. The list of participants and absentees is appended as Annexure. 

Shri Hitesh Shah, LDM, welcomed the Chairman of DLCC, other participants and with the permission of the chair, the meeting proceeded as per the agenda items.  

AGENDA NO.1  : CONFIRMATION OF PROCEEDINGS OF PREVIOUS MEETING

LDM has informed that proceedings of the DLCC meeting held on 8th March 2019 were circulated to all the members vide letter no. AZO/LBC/128/2019-20 dated 27th February2019.  As no comments / suggestions were received, the house was requested to confirm the proceedings of the previous meeting and the same was confirmed.  

AGENDA NO.2 : ACTION TAKEN REPORT

The status of action taken on the points raised during the previous DLCC meeting was highlighted and further measures as advised by DLCC were noted for improvement.  It was informed by LDM to the House that due to continuous follow up with Banks/Branches Number of pending SHG/GSS applications will be brought down and the process of either sanction or Rejection will be completed within 15 working Days.
AGENDA NO.3 : REVIEW OF KEY BANKING PARAMETERS

LDM while explaining the key banking parameters of the district, has highlighted Deposits, Advances, CD Ratio, Priority Sector Advances, NPA position, etc.  The deposits stood at Rs.18702279 Lakhs, Advances at Rs.20322002 Lakhs, CD Ratio at 108.66%, PSA at Rs.6323289Lakhs as on 31st March 2019.

AGENDA NO.4 : FINANCIAL INCLUSION PLAN – ROADMAP

2 CSPs are appointed at Bagodara( Bavala Block) and Bantai where SBI Branch is also working .  All the villages are covered within a radius of 5 Kms. from the Banking outlets as per the latest definition of RBI. 
AGENDA NO.5 : PROGRESS UNDER PMJDY

The LDM has indicated that as on 31st March 2019, 1102265 accounts were opened under PMJDY, out of which 843923 were Aadhar seeded (76.56%) and 947886 were issued Rupay Cards.  

AGENDA NO.6 : GAP IN APPOINTMENT OF BCS

No gap, All the villages were covered with BC/CSP 

AGENDA NO.7 : PROGRESS UNDER SOCIAL SECURITY SCHEMES

LDM has appraised the house about the progress under PMSBY (452190), PMJJBY (913640) and APY (83844) were enrolled as on 31st March 2019.  The Chairman of the Committee had enquired about coverage of beneficiaries in Ahmedabad DCC and advised all the controlling heads of the banks to follow the guidelines of the government in this regard and cover more number of beneficiaries.  This will serve the purpose of Financial Inclusion for all.
AGENDA NO.8 : PROGRESS UNDER PRIME MINISTER MUDRA YOJANA

The progress under PMMY was presented and it was informed to the House by LDM that as on May-2019,108824 total accounts amounting to Rs.107458 lakhs were disbursed . 
AGENDA NO.8(A) : PRIME MINISTER AWAS YOJANA (URBAN & GRAMIN)

LDM while highlighting the features of PMAY (U and G), requested the government officials and bankers to coordinate and extend necessary support to achieve the goal of providing “Housing for all by 2022” as enunciated by Government of India.  The issue of long pending subsidy not received by various beneficiaries was also discussed and Banks were instructed to submit the pending subsidy claims to the appropriate nodal agency urgently.
AGENDA NO.9.1 : PMEGP
The progress under the PMEGP was highlighted by LDM ,sanctioned Applications541 with project cost of 7133 Lakhs and  pendency at bank’s level is of 720 projects/Applications. 

AGENDA NO.9.2 : NULM

The representative of NULM has requested the bankers to finance SHGs under NULM also.  It was suggested by the House that AMC should sponsor more applications and recommend to various Banks including SBI. Shri Saradva,Chief Manager from SBI SMECC has promised to clear backlog in a camp mode. 

AGENDA NO.9.3 :  STATE GOVERNMENT SPONSORED SCHEMES

VAJPAI BANKABLE YOJANA : 

The representative from DIC has informed the House that against a target of 4300cases, of which 4497 were sanctioned, 6565 rejected ,achieved104.6% by the banks. The LDM informed that a very high pendency  is to be cleared with in 15-20 working days, as suggested and advised by Hon. LDO, RBI and Hon.DDM NABARD.  

As per the RBI guidelines, all banks have to maintain a register of receipt and disposal of applications under GSS.  In view of the same, the RAC has advised LDM  to verify such register at various branches and take action against defaulting banks.

DCWD and GWEDC : 

The performance in the NRLM,GSCDC, GDCWB,GWEDC DTASY is below par. Hon. RAC Shri Harshad Vora has requested all bankers to achieve at least 50% of the Targets given.
AGENDA NO.10 : REVIEW OF ACP

It was informed to the House that the overall achievement under ACP for the year ended March 2019 was 142.41% and sector-wise achievement as on 31st March 2019 was - Total agriculture (102.89%), MSME (142.99%), Education (77.17%), Housing (233.8%) and others (592.35%) respectively.  
DDM has highlighted the Area Development Schemes prepared by NABARD. and requested the banks to increase ATL financing in the district.  

Unveiling of Annual Credit Plan for 2019-20

As a part of planning exercise, NABARD has prepared Potential Linked Credit Plan for 2019-20.  LDM has informed the House that based on 
the potential available in the district, disbursement trend, outstanding amount and the instructions of GOI/GOG/ RBI/NABARD/SLBC, Annual Credit Plan was prepared.  It was informed that an amount of Rs.532760 Lakhs, (comprising of KCC -278450 Lakhs, ATL – 106110 Lakhs , Agri. Infra – 85700 Lakhs , Agri. Ancillary – 62500 Lakhs  Total Agri. – Rs.532760 Lakhs, Rs.1817799.53 Lakhs under MSME inclusive of Rs.377500 Lakhs under others) is planned for 2019-20.  The Chairman of the Committee has unveiled ACP 2019-20 in the presence of senior bankers and other government officials. All the Bankers and dignitaries have been provided the hard copies of the ACP. 
Discussion on implementation of PMFBY

Hon. Res. Addl. Collector Sir has enquired about receipt of insurance claims from the insurance company and the strategies to be followed to cover 100% loanee farmers under Kharif 2019 season.  He advised all the banks to scrupulously follow the guidelines of PMFBY, to avoid any penalty, in future. 

AGENDA NO.11 : PROGRESS IN SUBMISSION OF LBRS

All the District coordinators from each Bank and the controllers are informed and requested for timely submission of LBRs, which is to be strengthened in the District.
AGENDA NO.12 : REVIEW OF NPAS

The overall NPAs reported sector-wise are – Crop loan-0.71%, ATL-2.68%, MSME-9.93%, Other PSA-2.67%, NPS-4.23%, Housing-0.91% and Education -2.58%.  Under Government Sponsored Schemes, the position was –VBY- 21.45%, GSCDC-34.88% and DCWD-25%,GWEDC-27.27%.The concerned Departments of the State Government were requested to sponsor quality applications and also to help the banks in recovery management.

AGENDA NO.12.1 : PENDING SUBSIDY CLAIMS IN GSS

No bank has provided data pertaining to pendency of subsidy claims in respect of government sponsored schemes.  

AGENDA NO.13 : REVIEW OF RECOVERY POSITION IN RC FILED

The review of recovery of RCs filed with DC/DDO was presented to the House.  

AGENDA NO.14 : RSETI

The Director, RSETI has appraised the House regarding number of persons trained and settlement ratio and requested the bankers to give preference to applicants trained at RSETI. Hon. RAC Sir has advised Director RSETI to follow up with City Planner, Ahmedabad and AMC for TP Opinion to expedite the process of constructing the RSETI at the allotted piece of land admeasuring 2650 sq.mtrs. by Hon.District Collector. House has also approved de paneling of empanelled structure engineer shri Satyam Gandhi due to inadequate support and their incompetency to approve plan from AMC. House has approved new empanelment of Structure engineer as per rules and regulations of amalgated entity Bank of Baroda. Hence , Chairman sir has advise RSETI to start construction work after completion of such formality and complete as per guidelines and extension provided by Ministry of Rural Development , Government of India.
AGENDA NO.15 : DETAILS OF VILLAGES NOT HAVING CONNECTIVITY

The LDM has informed to the House that there are no connectivity problems reported by the bankers in the BLBC meetings. 
 AGENDA NO.16:Bank wise ACP in hard copies distributed amongst all Bank Dist. Coordinators All the Bank Dist. Coordinators are requested to finalise this ACP Block/Branch wise to support the comparison of Achievements during all BLBc meetings.
AGENDA NO.17 : SHG RELATED ISSUES –NRLM 
Shri C S Mathur, consultant, Micro finance representing on behalf of GLPC has explained the level of pendency in SHG and requested all the banks to dispose off the cases immediately. He also emphasized for proper coding to be done invariably by Banks. It was informed to the House that even after repeated visits to the branches by him and TLM, negligible progress is made in credit linkage of SHGs.  LDM has informed the House that as SHG portfolio of the banks is having negligible NPA, banks should consider financing more under SHGs.  Reacting to this, DDM, NABARD has indicated that during the performance review meetings of the banks, there was no discussion on financing of SHGs, in view of which, the branch managers were not keeping track of the applications as well as not showing much inclination towards financing.  She requested the controlling heads to include SHG financing as an agenda item in the P-Review meetings so that focus can be created among branch managers.  The issue of term loans vis-à-vis cash credit was also discussed and operational problems were detailed in the discussions.

AGENDA NO.18 : DETAILS OF OUTDOOR FINANCIAL LITERACY CAMPS

Total 866 FL camps have been conducted in the District during the Year ending March 2019. DDM NABARD Sarbari Madam informed  that all rural branches have to conduct at least one Financial Literacy Camp once in a month. All the banks were requested to conduct the camps and report the same to LDM’s Office.  

AGENDA NO.19 : NEGOTIABLE WAREHOUSE RECEIPTS

No bank has submitted any information and as such no discussion took place.

AGENDA NO.20 : JOINT LIABILITY GROUPS

The status of financing of JLGs was presented to the House.  It was informed by DDM, NABARD that except ADC Bank,RBL, Syndicate,YES and Dena Bank, no commercial bank branch has financed JLG in the district and requested them to explore the possibility of financing JLGs.

2)  ADS/Doubling of Farmers’ Income by 2022

DDM Nabard Ms.Sharvari Mukharji apprised the house about ADS and its execution/implementation.
The strategy for achieving doubling of farmers income by 2022, as enumerated in the RBI Circular dated 26 September 2016 was highlighted and possible interventions that could be taken up were highlighted. 
 The seven points are 

1) Focus on irrigation with large budgets, with the aim of “per drop, more crop”

2) Provision of quality seeds and nutrients based on soil health cards

3) Investments in storage infrastructure to avoid post-harvest losses

4) Promotion of value addition through food processing

5) Creation of a national market, removing distortions and develop infrastructure such as e-platform across 585 stations

6) Strengthening of crop insurance scheme to mitigate risks at affordable cost, and 

7) Promotion of ancillary activities like poultry, bee-keeping and fisheries.

The meeting ended with a vote of thanks proposed by LDM with the next date of the meeting proposed in 3rd week of September 2019 with the kind permission be taken by Hon. District Collector SIR.
