Agenda  No:2 Review of Key Banking Parameters in District for quarter ended Sept  2018.

LDM briefed the house about the Key Banking Parameters as of Sept 2018 compared to the previous quarter, viz. June-18 and informed that  3   Bank branch was added to the banking network in the district i:e 2 Branches of Suryoday Small Finance Bank and 1 Rural Branch of DCCB ( Itadi) . There are closer of 4 Satellite Branches of Dena Bank with provision of alternative Banking facility.
· Deposit Increased by 305 crore over previous Year  and stood at Rs.3383 crore There is  increased by 9.91% on Y-to-Y basis. Advances  increased by Rs. 112 crore and stood  at Rs. 2637 Crore  There is  increased by 4.44% on Y-to-Y basis at the end of Sept - 2018.

· The CD ratio at the end of quarter was at 77.96 %.

· The CD Ratio of  Punjab National Bank & Axis Bank is below 40%, where these banks are require to put in special efforts to increase the same . The District Coordinator of the PNB & axis Bank are requested to initiate immediate action to improve CD Ratio. 

· Priority sector  advances increased by Rs. 105 Crore over previous Year and increased by 4.69 % Y-to-Y and stood at Rs. 2344 Crore. That is 88.89% against bench mark of 40%.

· Agriculture advance increased  by 155 Crore over previous Year and increased by 9.14% on Y-to-Y basis and stood at Rs.1851 Crore that is 70.19% of total advance. against bench mark of 18.00%.

· SME Sector advances Increased  by Rs. 26 Crore over previous Year and increased by 15.38% on Y-to-Y basis and stood at Rs.195 Crore that is 7.39% of total advance. 

· Weaker Section Advance  increased  by Rs. 388 crore lakh compare to last quarter and stood at 44.37%. Against bench mark of 10%.

· There are 1811 accounts under KCC increased over the previous year and stood at 34913 account at the end of the Sept.2018.

Agenda  No:3 Review of Annual Credit Plan (ACP)
LDM informed that, Second quarter of 2018-19,  banks have made total fresh disbursement of Rs. 101557 lakhs under Priority Sector,  as against  the annual target of Rs.182539 lakhs thereby registering achievement of 55.64% against the SACP target for the year 2018-19 up to Sept- 2018 which is higher then the corresponding quarter of the previous Year i:e 51.29%
LDM requested all District Coordinators to advise their branches to submit theLBR-2/ U2 returns/key indicators,timely to assess their actual performance/achievement under SACP.LDM also appealed to the bankers to direct their branches to attend BLBC meetings without fail, especially private sector banks. LDO also warned them that otherwise strict action has to be initiated against the bankers who regularly avoid attending BLBC/DLCC meetings. District coordinators were advised to inform the decisions taken at DLCC to their branch managers so that information will percolate till base level.

         LDM took up discussion about the progress made in Social Security Scheme. 

A) Pradhan Mantri Jan Dhan Yojana ( PMJDY).

PMJDY accounts opened  cumulative up to 30.09.2018 were  298265 and Adhaar  Card Seeded  A/C were  234611. (78.66%).LDM also informed that there is continuation of the PMJDY Scheme with the changes focus of accounts from “every household” to ‘every adult’ with  modification

DDO sir, while reviewing asked the banks to improve the Position of the Aadhaar Seeding.

B) Progress made in enrolment in other social security schemes:
There were total 151386 accounts enrolled under three social security schemes, out of which under PMJJBY,PMSBY,APY was 44060,97949,9377 respectively.

LDM informed that Total 4691 accounts, Amount Rs.56.57 crore were disbursed under PMMY scheme up to 30.09.2018 ,
DDO Sir, applause the banks for good progress made under PMMY during secound quarter. He asked the banks to highlight the success stories for shishu, kishor and tarun schemes in village camps and hold awareness camps about the scheme in collages, ITI institutes. LDM asked the banks to impart the same and send details to lead bank cell

 Stand Up India Scheme
LDM briefed about the Standup India scheme. Under the scheme, loans between Rs.10 lakhs and Rs.100 lakhs for Green Field Enterprises set up by SC/ST and Women Borrowers are to be provided by the branches of Commercial Banks and RRBs. Each of the branches of Commercial Bank/RRB extend loans under the captioned scheme, to at least 2 accounts per branch during 2018-19.

In this scheme rate of interest is not to exceed MCLR+3%, credit facility should be only for green field project only, credit facility should be compulsory to composite loan inclusive of term loan and working capital and guarantee support for collateral free loans. (NCGTC- National Credit Guarantee Trust Company). Up to 30.09.2018,total loan applications sanctioned are 7 for Rs.110 lakhs.

Since the performance under the scheme is not up to the mark, all stakesholders are requested to take note of the following action points to improve performance during the current finacial year.

· Branches and LDMs have to visit the Standupmitra portal on regular basis. 

· DIC, Banks, NABARD and SIDBI have to organize the seminar / workshop / townhall meeting to impart more awareness of the scheme in the State.

· Display of Banner / Poster showing the salient features of the scheme at Branch / ATM premises. 

· DIC / NABARD / SIDBI may give advertisements through newspaper or local media to make wide publicity of the scheme.

The achievement against the target stood at 92.67% at the quarter ended Sept -2018 as against 82.36% achievement for the corresponding period of the Previous year which is higher then the Previous year.

DATTOPANT THENGADI ARTISAN INTEREST SUBSIDY YOJANA

The achievement against the target stood at 90% at the quarter ended Sept -2018 as against 0% achievement for the corresponding period of the Previous year which is higher then the Previous year. The performance improved from the June-2018 i:e 10% 

NATIONAL URBAN LIVELYHOOD MISSION (NULM-Individual)

The achievement against the target stood at 120% at the quarter ended Sept -2018 as against 105% achievement for the corresponding period of the Previous year which is higher then the Previous year. The performance improved from the June-2018 i:e 20% 

NATIONAL URBAN LIVELYHOOD MISSION (SHGS)

The achievement against the target stood at 53 % at the quarter ended Sept -2018 as against 20% achievement for the Previous Quarter.  The performance improved significantly but desired performance is still from the satisfactory level. Banks need to improve their performance under the scheme.

GUJARAT SCHEDULED CASTES DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION 

The achievement of target in terms of cases sanctioned stood at 1.42% for the Quarter ended Sept-2018 as against 18 % for the corresponding period of previous year ,Which is lower then the previous year. All the Banks are requested to improve their performance during FY 2018-19

BANKABLE SCHEME OF DEVLOPING CASTES WELFARE DEPARTMENT

The achievement against the target stood at 32.70% at the quarter ended Sept -2018 as against 16% achievement for the corresponding priod of the Previous year which is higher then the Previous year. Banks need to improve their performance under the scheme. 

GUJARAT WOMEN ECONOMIC DEVLOPMENT CORPORATION 

The achievement against the target stood at 8.70% at the quarter ended Sept -2018 as against 28% achievement for the corresponding period of the Previous year which is Lower then the Previous year. Banks need to improve their performance under the scheme.

LDM requested all the district coordinators to submit fresh status of RC filed cases as records are not updated by banks.

Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana – Gramin is a renamed and improved version of Indira Awas Yojana rural housing scheme. Under the PMAY – Gramin, the central government aims to develop 4 Crore (Increased from 3 Crore) homes for Rural Poor across the country by the year 2022.LDM discussed about the salient features of the scheme and told that the eligible beneficiary can also avail a loan of up to Rs.70,000 from Financial Institutions.

DDO Sir & Director DRDA asked the banks to dispose off the applications in time bound manner. DDO sir asked to for timely credit of instalments in beneficiary accounts.
