MINUTES OF THE 3RD MEETING OF DLCC HELD ON
06.03.2019 at 4.30 P.M. at Conference Hall,
Collector Office, BHARUCH
FOR THE YEAR 2018 – 2019
The 3rd meeting of DLCC for the quarter ending DECEMBER - 2018 was convened on 06.03.2019 at 4.30 p.m. at Conference Hall, District Collector office, Bharuch.

The meeting was presided over by Shri Ravi Kumar Arora (IAS), The Chairperson and District Collector.  
List of the participants is as per annexure- II.
At the outset, Shri K.S. Solanki, Lead District Manager, Bharuch district, welcomed Shri Ravi Kumar Arora (IAS), The Chairperson & District Collector, Shri Mukesh J. Modi, LDO, RBI, Shri Sanjeev Kumar Agrawal, DDM, NABARD and all other participants from Banks and various Government Agencies. 

Agenda No. 1 :-
Approval of the minutes of the last DLCC meeting

LDM Has informed House that The Minutes of last DLCC meeting for the quarter ended September, 2018 held on 05.12.2018 were circulated to all Members Wide Lead Bank Cell’s Circular No. SGZ: BR: LB:32/118 dated 06.12.2018.
Since no comments / amendments have been received from any of the members, hence treated as read and confirmed by the house. 
Agenda No. 2 :-

Action Taken Report on Action Points of previous meeting.

The Chairperson Shri Ravi Kumar Arora suggested in agenda item no. 5 of PMMY figures should be provided with previous quarter for comparison which was since implemented and in agenda item no. 12 Review of NPAs with previous quarter for comparison was also since implemented.
Agenda No. 3 :-

Review of  Key  Banking   Parameters  in  Bharuch  District  for  the  quarter ended 31st December, 2018 : -

1 : Branch expansion to be reported to Lead Bank Cell upon opening of new branches in the Bharuch District by all the Dist. Co-ordinators.
2 : Deposit growth as at the end of the December, 2018 was Rs. 17,827.27 crores comparing to December, 2017 of Rs. 16,196.89 crores net rise of Rs. 1,630.38 crores and net rise in percentage is 10.06% for the quarter ended December, 2018.

3 : Advances growth as at the end of the December, 2018 was Rs.10,578.20 comparing to December, 2017 of Rs.8,239.59 crores net rise comes to Rs. 2,338.61 crores  and net rise in percentage is 28.38% for the quarter ended December, 2018.

Agenda No. 4 :-

FIP Progress Report : 

Total rural centers ( Tier 5 & 6 ) is 71 but covered by BC in rural areas below population of 5,000/- where bank branches are not available. Bank/branches are advised to appoint active BC in those remote areas so that rural people can get banking facilities at their door step.
Agenda No. 4.1 to 4.4  :-

Progress under PMJDY/Social Security Scheme/PMMY :-
Shri Ravi kumar Arora, the Chairman expressed their satisfaction for the progress made under PMJDY of our Bharuch district and to cater more and more rural people under the above schemes for their progress and prosperity resulting to overall growth.

There is a very good response from all the banker’s of Bharuch district in PMJDY a/c. opening. Total No. of a/cs. Opened is 461248, out of which Aadhar seeded a/cs. Are 374891, total Rupay card issued in PMJDY A/cs. Comes to 392012 and net balance in PMJDY A/cs. Arrives at Rs.141.30 crores.
Shri Ravi kumar Arora, the Chairman also expressed their satisfaction for the progress made under Social Security Scheme in the district conceding to PMSBY 409954, PMJJBY 123093, Atal Pension Yojana 15409 and the total comes to 548456.
The Chairman suggested to appoint B.C. in Jhagadia, Netrang and Jambusar Taluka so that we can cater our banking facility in our remote areas.

Agenda No. 5 :-

Progress under PMMY was also appreciated by the House total amounting to No. of a/cs. 18572 and sanctioned amount is 155.21 crores and Disbursement made in 18333 a/cs. Comes to Rs. 150.29 crores which is quite satisfactory.

Shri Ravi kumar Arora, the chairman also emphasized that Pradhan Mantri Mudra Yojana data to be provided with previous quarter, so that we can compare the quarter to quarter progress of Pradhan Mantri Mudra Yojana in our DLCC Meeting.

Agenda No. 6 :-

THE DETAILS OF THE PROGRESS MADE IN IMPLEMENTATION OF CENTRAL GOVERNMENT SPONSORED SCHEMES : -

6.1 PMEGP (KVIC+KVIB+DIC) : -

In PMEGP (KVIC) scheme no. of applications forwarded to Banks is 57, applications sanctioned by Bank is 5, applications disbursed by Banks is 5, applications rejected by banks is 27 and applications pending with the Banks is 25.

LDM informed the house that pending applications with the bank’s are on higher side and branches to take initiatives to dispose off the pending applications at an early date.
6.2 OTHER CENTRAL GOVERNMENT SPONSORED SCHEMES : NULM : -

Under the NULM Central Government sponsored scheme No. of applications sponsored is 41, no. of application sanctioned is 4, no. of application rejected is 12 and no. of pending applications are 25, LDM express their dis-satisfaction for the progress made under the NULM scheme.
LDM expressed his dis-satisfaction progress made under Central Govt. sponsored scheme under NULM.
7. PROGRESS OF STATE GOVT. SPONSORED SCHEMES : -

LDM expressed his satisfaction under the progress made to State Government sponsored various scheme.

Under the VBS scheme progress is 57.70%, GSCEDC Scheme progress is 5.50% and DTASY scheme progress comes to 81.81% need to be improved, to cater the rural poor. All bank branches are advised to dispose off pending loan application at the earliest to under the State Government Sponsored Schemes.
8. REVIEW OF ANNUAL CREDIT PLAN (ACP) : -

LDM expressed his satisfaction and congratulate to all the Banker’s of Bharuch district for achieving annual allocation target of Rs.3583.15 crores and all bank’s have made tremendous efforts and achieved Rs.3674.59 crores which comes to 102.55% for the third quarter which is quite satisfactory.
The progress made by the Bharuch district was also appreciated by the Chair person Shri Ravi kumar Arora, Dist. Collector, Shri Mukesh J. Modi, LDO, RBI, Shri S.K. Agarwal, DDM, NABARD, wherein overall achievement made against their targeted goal for the quarter ended December, 2018.
9. DOUBLING OF FARMER’S INCOME BY 2022 : -
The guidelines provided by RBI to achieve the goal of Doubling Farmers income by 2022 : --

Strategy to achieve set goal was as under : -

· To   enhance   irrigation   with   large   budgets, with the aim of “ Per drop, more crop “.

· To provide quality seeds and nutrients based on soil health of each field.

· Further strengthening of crop insurance scheme to mitigate risk at affordable cost.

· To encourage finance to ancillary activities like poultry, bee-keeping, fisheries and sheep/goat rearing.

· To finance 12 milch animal (cow/buffalo) to be purchased and to establish or construct new cattle shed.
In 12 milch animal scheme against the target of 120 application, 148 applications were considered favourably by I-Khedut Portal and Nodal Officer at Dudh Dhara Dairy and there is no pending application at Nodal Officer level and surpassing the target with 28 applications.
On the subject DDM, NABARD, Shri Sanjeev Kumar Agrawal also reiterated that all banker’s committed efforts would surely meet with the targeted goal for doubling of farmer’s income by 2022.
10. Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana : -

The Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana scheme was launched on 17th June, 2015 by the Govt. of India with the aim to make mission “ Housing for All by 2022 “ a grand success. 

All member banks to contribute in implementing the scheme and instruct the branches suitably, so that to cop-up the desired target set by Shri Pradham Mantri and to support financial assistance to Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana beneficiary.
11. REVIEW OF PROGRESS MADE IN SUBMISSION OF LBR - 2 & LBR – U2 : -
LBR-2 received upto current quarter comes to 96% and LBR-U2 for the current quarter is 93%. There are none branches who have delayed / not submitted LBRs for 2 or more quarters in our Bharuch District. Shri Mukesh J. Modi, LDO, RBI appreciated  the achievement made in SAMIS and congratulated to all Dist. Co-ordinator’s for their tremendous support to achieve such a huge achievement in SAMIS. Mr. Modi also suggested to submit LBR-2, LBR-U2 on every quarter in time as also ensure accuracy of data submitted to various forum. Banker’s to submit data pick up/ data generated by their I.T. department on every quarter on 7th preceding month.
12. REVIEW OF NPAs : -

The Chairman expressed their deep concerned towards increasing trend of the NPA in our district particularly Agriculture Term Loan where there is huge mounting to 11.82% needs to monitor strictly and further efforts to be made to recover the dues as early as possible.
The Chairman also suggested to provide the data of previous quarter and current quarter so as we can compare the same.

13. LONG PENDING SUBSIDY CLAIMS : -

The LDM expressed his serious concern for huge increase in pending subsidy case. The concerned agency i.e. DRDA and DIC were requested to look in to the matter and release the subsidy as early as possible to sort out the pending subsidy claims in both the schemes i.e. State Government sponsored scheme and Central Government Sponsored scheme.
14. REIVEW OF RECOVERY POSITION IN RECOVERY CERTIFICATE FILED UNDER STATE RECOVERY ACT : -

Shri Ravi kumar Arora, Dist. Collector and the Chairperson of the House expressed their concerned towards the Recovery Certificate position to dispose off the same with the concerned authority. The Chair Person also suggested to all banker’s to come with selected cases submit R.C. data i.e. 50 to 100 no. of account. Detailed list of that concern department may be advise to recovery R.C. File case. i.e. 50 or 100 under selected cases so that it may be monitored easily and thus we can eliminate the same.
The Chairman of the meeting assured the house for early disposal of cases filed under SARFAESI act for disposal if otherwise any bank approaches to the authority with proper plan and strategy on the issue.
15. CONSTRUCTION OF R-SETI BUILDING : -

Shri Ravi Kumar Arora, the Chair person of the house expressed his satisfaction towards the function of the R-Seti, Bharuch and the branches were informed to consider loan case of BSVS trainee so that they can settle through Bank Finance. There were total no. of candidate trained since inception were 8531, wherein no. of trainee settled through bank finance were 2849 and no. of trainee settled through own source were 3116. Total cumulative training programme conducted during the current financial year are 20 and no. of persons trained comes to 571.
16 PROGRESS IN ISSUANCE OF VARIOUS CREDIT CARD SCHEMES : -
LDM, informed the house that -106136 Kisan credit Cards has been issued up to December, 2018. Total target for KCC is 124276. Cumulative 106136 K.C.C. a/cs Outstanding amt.Rs.1488.93 crore. The Chairman suggested to the house that all bank’s have to make collective efforts to issue more and more KCC.
LDM, has informed the house that 100% farmers to be covered under KCC.

Hence all the Banks have to plan to cover all farmers with the help of Agriculture dept. Talati, Gramsevak at village level.

LDM informed the house that 3841 GCC cards has been issued upto December, 2018. Total target for GCC is 8460. Cumulative disbursement during the year comes to 3856 a/cs. Outstanding amount Rs. 5225 crores. Shri Ravi kumar Arora, the Chairman suggested to achieve target allotted on the subject.
LDM informed the house that 1212 ACC cards has been issued upto December, 2018. Total target for ACC is 3500. Cumulative disbursement during the year comes to 1187 a/cs. Outstanding amount Rs.2833 crores which is quite satisfactory.
16 (a) to 16 (d) : The Chairman suggested DRDA to provide 5 a/cs. To all bankers, and added that bank can not deny because of Service Area if otherwise providing KYC documents.

Shri S.K. Agarwal, DDM, NABARD has suggested the house to dispose off the SHG pending applications and Bank Sakhi to provide sitting arrangements in the bank premises as per directives. Shri Agarwal also suggested to continue Village Level Programme for more and more village poor people can be catered services and to bring him under the financial inclusion.
17. Financial Literacy Camps conducted by Rural Branches of the Banks : -
The LDM advised to all the bankers to organize financial literacy camps in rural areas. There were 80 financial literacy camps organized in Bharuch District by FLCC and during the quarter ended December, 2018 and encouraged all the banker’s to educate/aware the rural poor people to be linked with the banking channel.
Shri Ravi kumar Arora, the Chairman also suggested that as per RBI guidelines each branch to organize minimum 1 camp per month on last Friday and provide a digital platform and financial inclusion to rural poor.
18. Negotiable Warehouse Receipts : -

There is no such accounts in our Bharuch District.

19. Joint Liability Group – Formation & Credit : -

LDM informed the house that there are 289 JLG in our Bharuch District, whereas JLG financed during the quarter comes to 113 amounting to Rs. 108.72 lacs and cumulative for the Bharuch district is 289 accounts amounting to Rs. 394.67 lacs and outstanding loans to JLG is 289 a/cs. Amounting to Rs. 393.11 lacs.
Shri Ravi kumar Arora, the Chairman suggested to increase more and more JLG finance to cater more rural people under the Scheme so that we can engage mass people in the Banking channel and educate them under financial literacy also.
Shri Sanjeev Kumar Agrawal, DDM, NABARD also informed the house that only Bank of Baroda, Baroda Gujarat Gramin Bank and State Bank of India are financing to JLG group all other public and private sector banks are not financing the same. He also added that there is NIL NPA in this sector, bankers are advised to finance more and more formation of JLG Group and finance.
20. Details of various meetings of sub-committee held during the quarter : -

The proceedings of the meeting were discussed in details and put before the house to discuss/suggest various meetings/action taken by the authority on various issues in Bharuch District.

The Chairman of the house expressed his satisfaction on the meetings of sub-committees held during the quarter i.e. from September, 2018 to December, 2018 on Sakhi Mandal the meeting was held on 20.11.2018 being Dist. Level programme and a Special DLCC Meeting dated 18.02.2019 on KCC saturation in our Bharuch District.
21. Bankable Scheme : - 
LDM expressed his dis-satisfaction to Bankable scheme of District Social Welfare Officer where pending application 37 to be disposed off at an early date.
22 to 25. Closure and merger of the bank branches : As Shri N.G. Dhone (regular LDO of the district) could not attend the DLCC meeting due to his health problem, Shri Mukesh J. Modi, LDO, RBI attended the meeting and suggested the house that closure and merger of the branches, agenda  to keep pending till next quarter.
26. Progress Report on Area Development Scheme : Shri Sanjeev Kumar Agrawal, DDM, NABARD advised the house to improve finance in Dairy Development, Farm Mechanisation and KCC saturation as per RBI directives.
LDM also added on the subject as we have instructed to all bank’s periodically and to finance more in the Area Development Scheme of NABARD.

27. Date of next DLCC Meeting : 09.05.19 as per annual calendar.
28. Details & findings of study done if any in the district since last meeting and implementable action points if any ( to be reviewed in the next meeting ) :

There was no study done in the district.

29. Summary of important circulars issued by RBI/NABARD/Other authorities relevant to this forum was read out in the house and all the participants were briefed and informed in details about the various Govt. sponsored schemes :-
A. KCC Scheme : Working Capital for Animal Husbandry and Fishries for their Working Capital requirements.
B. Standing Liquidity Facility for primary dealers.

C. Standing Liquidity Facility for primary dealers repo rate reduced by 25 basis points to 6.25% from 6.50% with immediate effect.

D. Statewise fund allocation under Dairy Enterpreneurship Development Schemes (DEDS) during 2018-19.

30. Any other matter with permission of the Chair : -

MSME programme to be organized by all Bank’s accordingly to schedule. The same will be reviewed in DLCC Meeting. MSME Support & Outreach 10 mega camps to be organized in the district detailed as under : -
