The 4th meeting of DLCC for the quarter ending MARCH - 2019 was convened on 04.06.2019 at 4.45 p.m. at Conference Hall, District Collector office, Bharuch.

The meeting was presided over by Shri Ravi Kumar Arora (IAS), The Dist.Collector &   The Chairperson.

At the outset, Shri K.S. Solanki, Lead District Manager, Bharuch district, welcomed Shri Ravi Kumar Arora (IAS), The Dist.Collector,Bharuch &   the Chairperson, Shri Mukesh J Modi, LDO, RBI, Ahmedabad, Shri Anant Vardam, DDM, NABARD and all other participants from Banks and various Government Agencies. 

Agenda No. 1 :-
Approval of the minutes of the last DLCC meeting

LDM Has informed House that The Minutes of last DLCC meeting for the quarter ended December 2018 held on 06.03.2019 were circulated to all Members Wide Lead Bank Cell’s letter No. SGZ: BR: LB:32/124 dated 08th March 2019.
Since no comments / amendments have been received from any of the members, hence treated as read And confirmed by the house.
Agenda No.2:-

ATR on action point of previous Meeting:-

· PMMY data to be provided with previous quarter: - since implemented.
· Review of NPAs data to be provided with previous quarter:  - Since implemented.

Agenda No.3 :-

Review of  Key  Banking   Parameters  in  Bharuch  District  for  the  quarter ended 31st March, 2019 : -

1: Branch expansion to be reported to Lead Bank Cell upon opening of new branches in the Bharuch District
2: Deposit growth as at the end of the March, 2019 was Rs.18569.43 crores comparing to March, 2018 of Rs.18075.12 crores net rise of Rs.494.31 crores and net rise in deposit compare to last Quarter ended December 2018 is Rs.742.16 cr. i.e. 4.16 % rise in current Quarter March 2019.

3 : Advance Growth in March 2019 Quarter is Negative by Rs.1958.31 cr. compared to previous quartered December 2018 Rs.10578.20 cr i.e reduction in advance is 18.51%in the March 2019.However Overall growth/achievement in advance compared to ACP target for  2018-19 is 118.57%.
Agenda No. 4 :-

FIP Progress Report : 

Total rural centers ( Tier 5 & 6 ) is 71 but covered by BC in rural areas below population of 5,000/- where bank branches are not available.
Bank/branches are advised to appoint active BC in those remote area so that rural people can avail banking facilities at their door step.
Action Taken: - Informed through letter dated 15.06.2019 to all dist. Coordinators to appoint sufficient number of BCs in their SSA and ensure compliance of the same.  

Agenda No. 4 :-

Progress under PMJDY/Social Security Scheme/PMMY :-

The Chairman expressed their satisfaction for the progress made under PMJDY of our Bharuch district and to cater more and more rural people under the above schemes for their progress and prosperity resulting to overall growth.

There is a very good response from all the banker’s of Bharuch district in PMJDY a/c. opening. Total No. of a/cs. Opened is 482651, out of which Aadhar seeded a/cs. are 393482, total Rupay card issued in PMJDY A/cs. comes to 407892 and net balance in PMJDY A/cs. arrives at Rs.158.98 crores.

Shri Ravi kumar Arora (IAS) ,The Dist.Collector Bharuch & The Chairman also expressed their satisfaction for the progress made under Social Security Scheme in the district conceding to PMSBY 412536, PMJJBY 129386, Atal Pension Yojana 16920 total No.of A/c comes to 558842.
The Chairman of the meeting and Mr.Mukesh  J.Modi ,LDO from RBI, Ahmedabad suggested to give bank wise details of appointed B.C. in the dist.There is gap of 28 BC in Un covered sub service area of the dist.

Action taken: All dist. coordinator and controlling authorities are advised to submit details of BC appointed and to cover the Gap of 28 BC in allotted SSA area of the Dist.
Agenda No. 5 :-

Progress under PMMY was also appreciated by the House, Total sanctioned Under PMMY is 42400 a/c, and amounting Rs.305.74 cr. Disbursement made in 42199 a/c amounted to Rs.298.37 cr. During the quarter ended March 2019.

Progress over previous quarter December 2018 under PMMY sanction of A/c. 23828 amounted to Rs.150.53 cr & disbursed Rs.148.08 cr.
Performance / progress under PMMY is satisfactory  

Agenda No. 6 :-

THE DETAILS OF THE PROGRESS MADE IN IMPLEMENTATION OF CENTRAL GOVERNMENT SPONSORED SCHEMES : -

6.1 PMEGP (KVIC+KVIB+DIC) : -

In PMEGP (KVIC) scheme no. of applications forwarded to Banks is 57, applications sanctioned by Bank is 5, applications disbursed by Banks is 5, applications rejected by banks is 27 and applications pending with the Banks is 25.

LDM informed the house that pending applications with the banks are on higher side and branches to take initiatives to dispose off the pending applications at an early date.
6.2 OTHER CENTRAL GOVERNMENT SPONSORED SCHEMES : NULM : -

Under the NULM Central Government sponsored scheme No. of applications sponsored is 41, no. of application sanctioned is 15, No. of application rejected is 14 and no. of pending applications are 12, The achievement is 37.50% ,LDM express their dis-satisfaction for the progress made under the NULM scheme.
7. PROGRESS OF STATE GOVT. SPONSORED SCHEMES : -

LDM expressed his satisfaction under the progress made to State Government sponsored various scheme.

Under the VBS scheme progress is 57.68%, GSCEDC Scheme progress is 14.80% and DTASY scheme progress comes to 81.81% need to be improved, to cater the rural poor.

As decided by house application /progress report of JGVY is sponsored 1 application pending so that same can not be reviewed. DCWD scheme procress comes ot 13.76% and GWEDC progress comes to 52.17% need to be improved, to cater the service to rural poor. 

8. REVIEW OF ANNUAL CREDIT PLAN (ACP) : -

LDM expressed his satisfaction and congratulate to all the Banker’s of Bharuch district for achieving annual allocation target of Rs.3583.15 crores and all bank’s have made tremendous efforts and achieved Rs.4248.69 crores which comes to 118.57% for the year ended March 2019,which is quite satisfactory.
The progress made by the Bharuch district was also appreciated by the Dist Collector and  Chair person Shri Ravi Kumar Arora (IAS), Shri Anant Vardam, DDM, NABARD, wherein all the sectors have achieved their targeted goal for the year ended March 2019.
9. DOUBLING OF FARMER’S INCOME BY 2022 : -

The guidelines provided by RBI to achieve the goal of Doubling Farmers income by 2022: --

Strategy to achieve set goal is as under: -

· To   enhance   irrigation   with   large   budgets, with the aim of “Per drop, more crop “.

· To provide quality seeds and nutrients based on soil health of each field.

· Further strengthening of crop insurance scheme to mitigate risk at affordable cost.

· To encourage finance to ancillary activities like Livestock, poultry, bee-keeping, fisheries and sheep/goat rearing.

· To finance 12 milch animal (cow/buffalo) to be purchased and to establish or construct new cattle shed.

In 12 milch animal scheme against the target of 120 application, 148 applications considered favourably by I-Khedut Portal and Nodal Officer at Dudh Dhara Dairy and there is no pending application at Nodal Officer level and surpassing the target with 28 applications.
Action taken: - The Chairman of the meeting Shri Ravi Kumar Arora ,Collector and Dist. Magistrate ,Bharuch .advised representative of Doodh Dhara Dairy (Nodal Agency for 12 milk animal scheme)to provide List of Bank / branch wise ,application considered under the scheme and also inform to provide detailed list of Subsidy released so far to the beneficiary.(advise to Doodh Dhara dairy to provide the information immediately).
          On the subject Shri Anant vardhan,DDM, NABARD, also reiterated that all    

          banker’s committed efforts would surely meet with the targeted goal for  

          doubling of farmer’s income by 2022.
10. Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana : -

The Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana scheme was launched on 17th June, 2015 by the Govt. of India with the aim to make mission “ Housing for All by 2022 “ a grand success. 

Action Taken : - As informed by DRDA director ,Bharuch. The beneficiary are constructing Awas within the limit of benefit given by the Government and do not approach Bank/branches for said thing. Hence loan application not required.
11. REVIEW OF PROGRESS MADE IN SUBMISSION OF LBR-2 : -
LBR-2 received upto current quarter comes to 83% and LBR-U2 for the current quarter is 85%. There are none branches who have delayed / not submitted LBRs for 2 or more quarters in our district.

Action Taken:  Mr.Mukesh  J.Modi –RBI representative and LDM informed all dist. coordinator to inform all branches to submit LBR 2 & U-2 timely ,i.e  within 7 days in the next months from the date of end of the months.
The data submitted to be reported as per data generated from their IT Data center of the bank. 
Also advise to incorporate details of Financial Literacy camp organiz by the branch / bank in LBR -15 & LBR-16 under other information.
12. REVIEW OF NPAs: -

The Chairman expressed their deep concerned to reduce the NPA in our district particularly Agriculture Term Loan where there is huge mounting to 9.50% needs to strict monitoring and further efforts to be made to recover the dues as early as possible.
The Chairman & The Dist. Collector shri. Ravikumar Arora also suggested to provide the data of major two three banks so as we can compare the same.

13. LONG PENDING SUBSIDY CLAIMS : -

Mr. Kishore Solanki the LDM, Bharuch & Mr.Kiran Joshi, Chief Manager, Dist. coordinator of BGGB bharuch expressed their serious concern for huge increase in pending subsidy case. The concerned agency i.e. DRDA and DIC were requested to look in to the matter and resolve the issue as early as possible.

14. REIVEW OF RECOVERY POSITION IN RECOVERY CERTIFICATE FILED UNDER STATE RECOVERY ACT : -

The Chairman of the House expressed their concerned towards the Recovery Certificate position to dispose off the same with the concerned authority so that it may be directed to the Magistrate to eliminate at an early date.

The Chairman of the meeting informed all dist. coordinator to collect details of Recovery certificate filed with revenue authorities and provide list for taking necessary action.

Action Taken: Informed all dist. coordinator to provide list of RC file with revenue authorities so that recovery work can be done by revenue authorities of the dist. 
 The chairman of the meeting also assured the house for disposal of cases filed under SARFAESI act for early disposal if otherwise any bank approaches to the authority.
15. CONSTRUCTION OF RSETI BUILDING : -

The Chairman of the house expressed his satisfaction towards the function of the R-Seti, Bharuch and the branches were informed to grant a loan to BSVS trainee so that they can settle through Bank Finance. There were total no. of candidate trained since inception were 8719, wherein no. of trainee settled through bank finance were 3186 and no. of trainee settled through own source were 3312. Total cumulative training programme conducted during the current financial year are 27 and no. of persons trained comes to 759.
Action Taken: - The LDM expressed his views and informed the all bankers – to consider loan application of trained candidates submitted by RSETI to settle down the trained person/Candidate to settle down.

16 PROGRESS IN ISSUANCE OF VARIOUS CREDIT CARD SCHEMES : -
LDM, informed the house that -115074 Kisan credit Cards has been issued up to March ,2019. Total target for KCC is 124276. Cumulative 115074 K.C.C. a/cs Outstanding amt.Rs.250.37 crore. The Chairman suggested to the house that all bank’s have to make collective efforts to issue more and more KCC.
LDM, has informed the house that 100% farmers to be covered under KCC.

Hence all the Banks have to plan to cover all farmers with the help of Agriculture dept. Talati, Gramsevak at village level.

LDM informed the house that 9702 GCC cards has been issued upto March, 2019. Total target for GCC is 8460. Cumulative disbursement during the year comes to 9702 a/cs. Outstanding amount Rs. 24.76 crores. The Chairman of the meeting& Dist Magistrate Shri Ravikumar Arora (IAS) sir, suggested to achieve target allotted on the subject.
16 (a) to 16 (d) : 
Mr.J.R Parmar ,Director of DRDA and Shri Nilesh Rathod,DLM DRDA Bharuch informed bank branches to clear the pending cases of SHG group and make disbursement of roll over amount in SHG group.  Make change and synchronies scheme code of SHG group in the bank – so that data with NRLM and Bank can be matched.

Action taken: inform all Dist. Coordinator of bank to clear the pending case with them / make necessary change (Scheme code) in system as suggested by authorities.  

All Bank/dist. Coordinators also informed to provide list of NPA SHG group to DRDA and NRLM office to recover bank’s dues.

17. Financial Literacy Camps conducted by Rural Branches of the Banks : -

Mr.Kishore S.Solanki the LDM,Bharuch  expressed his satisfaction for sincere and concerted efforts of all the banks to organize financial literacy camps in rural areas. There were 94 financial literacy camps organized in Bharuch District during the quarter ended March, 2019 and encouraged all the banker’s to educate/aware the rural poor people to be linked with the banking channel.
The Dist. Collector & chairman of Meeting Shri Ravi Kumar Arora  and Mr.Mukesh J.Modi ,LDO RBI, Ahmedabad advised and informed to provide list of Banker ‘s not organizing a single camp in a quarter ended March 2019 (25 Bank branches ).
Action taken : All Dist. Coordinator are advised to inform all their branches to organize FLC camp  as per RBI guidelines and to report in LB-15 & LB-16   under other information. 
18. Negotiable Warehouse Receipts: -

There is no such accounts in our Bharuch District.

19. Joint Liability Group – Formation & Credit : -

Mr.Kishore Solanki the LDM, Bharuch informed the house that there are 469 JLG in our Bharuch District, whereas JLG financed during the quarter comes to 176 amounting to Rs. 216.52 lacs and cumulative for the Bharuch district is 521 accounts amounting to Rs.628.55 lacs and outstanding loans to JLG is 851 a/cs. Amounting to Rs.6251.30 lacs.
Shir Ravi Kumar Arora (IAS) the collector and the Chairman of the meeting suggested to increase more and more JLG finance to cater more rural people under the Scheme so that we can engage mass people in the Banking channel and educate them under financial literacy also.
Shri Anant Vardam, DDM, NABARD also informed the house that only Bank of Baroda and Baroda Gujarat Gramin Bank and State Bank of India are financing to JLG group all other public and private sector banks are not financing the same. He also added that there is NIL NPA in this sector, bankers are advised to finance more and more in JLG Group.

20. Details of various meetings of sub-committee held during the quarter : -

The proceedings of the meeting were discussed in details and put before the house to discuss/suggest various meetings/action taken by the authority on various issues in Bharuch District.

Shir Ravi Kumar Arora (IAS) the collector and the Chairman of the meeting expressed his satisfaction on the meetings of sub-committees held during the quarter i.e. from December 2018 to March 2019. 

To make Double Income of Farmer by end of 2022, All untouched Farmer i.e those farmer who has not taken any Loan /KCC are to be covered and KCC to be issued.

Working capital finance to be given to Cattle Holder/Poultry farmer / engaged in fishing activity etc.
Action Taken: - All dist. Coordinators informed regarding various scheme over mail and informed to cover all farmers/villagers under the scheme, informed by Government of Gujarat 
21. Bankable Scheme : - 
Bankable scheme of District Social Welfare Officer where pending application 37 to be disposed off at an early date.
22. Closure of IDBI, Dahej branch, Mr. Mukesh  J.Modi , LDO, RBI informed the house that there are 18 banks branches of other banks working in Vagra Taluka ,Hence there is no area where banking service not available.

IDBI bank should ensure that customers of the branch are informed well in time before actual closure /shifting of the branch, so as to avoid inconvenience to them.
IDBI bank should ensure and comply that there should not be any inconveniency to the customer of branch on closure of the branch.
Closure & Merging of IDBI may be considered.

Action Taken : As decided in the House Same is considered.

23. Merger of SBI, Avidha branch with Rajpardi branch inspection Report:

Action Taken : As informed by Mr.Mukesh J.Modi LDO ,RBI Ahmedabad that SBI Avidha  branch is running well and having good deposit and advance a/c and sufficient public /customer are availing banking facility 

In view of the same request to Merge Avidha Branch with Rajpardi branch may not be considered.
24. Merger of BOB, Ratanpore Branch (Sol id : 5397) with Jhagadia Branch (Sol id : 0728). Ratanpore is small village having around 300 houses with population of 2100 as per 2011 census. Since last 5 years business is stagnant. Jhagadia branch is only 3 k.m. from Ratanpore i.e. easy approachable for existing customers/villagers. Bank shall appoint BC in the village so as to facilitate business convenience for the customers.

Action taken: Issue to be discussed in next DLCC meeting.
25. Merger of SBI, Dahej Bypass Road, Umraj (Code no. 18936) with Link Road, Bharuch (code no. 16048) branch. Due to high side administrative expenses and stagnant level of business, running a full-fledged branch has become non-viable. Link road branch is very convenient and approachable to all existing customers/villagers. Link road branch is just half k.m. away from Umraj Branch. There are Vijaya Bank, Laxmi Vilas Bank and SVC Bank in the same revenue area of village Umraj so concept of unbanked village is not applicable.

Action taken: Issue to be discussed in next DLCC meeting 

26. Progress Report on Area Development Scheme : -
Progress report on Area Development Scheme of NABARD to be incorporated in all DLCC meeting henceforth.
All the Banker’s are informed to submit their progress under said scheme so that it can be reviewed in the next DLCC meeting.
27. Date of next meeting: July 2019 (last week of July 2019)
28. Details of findings of study done in the district will be reviewed in the next DLCC meeting. : There was no Study done in the district for the quarter ended March 2019.
29. Summary of important circulars issued by RBI/NABARD/Other authorities relevant to this forum was read out in the house and all the participants were briefed and informed in details about the various Govt. sponsored schemes.

30. Any other matter with permission of the Chair : -

As reported by Mr.J.R Parmar the director of DRDA and Mr. Nilesh Rathod,DLM DRDA office Bahruch that some of the bank/Branches charging stamp duty on documents obtained by them. 
Action Taken: - informed all dist. coordinators of bank to verify the procedure adopted by their branches while taking documents in respect of government sponsored scheme and advised their branches to act /comply the government of Gujarat guidelines.
