MINUTES OF DISTRICT LEVEL CONSULTATIVE COMMITTEE / DISTRICT LEVEL REVIEW COMMITTEE MEETING HELD ON 25 JUNE 2019
The District Level Consultative Committee Meeting of Bhavnagar district was held on 25 June 2019 at 17.00 Hrs. at Ayojan Hall, Collector’s Office, Bhavnagar to review the performance in various Banking activities and also the progress in implementation of various Government Sponsored Schemes for the quarter ended March 2019.

Due to a V.C. with the Chief Secretary–GOG , the Collector could not attend the said meeting. The DDO was also on official tour.  The meeting was chaired by Shri H.R.Kelaiya (GAS)-Director –DRDA and  attended by  Shri Jyotindra J Oza,  LDO, RBI, Ahmedabad and Shri Deepak  Khalas , DDM, NABARD, Bhavnagar and other senior Bankers / district coordinators and Government officials from various departments. 

Shri S.V.Trivedi, LDM, welcomed the Chairman of DLCC, other participants and wished the for a fruitful financial year 2019-20 and with the permission of the chair, the meeting proceeded as per the agenda items.

AGENDA NO.1  : CONFIRMATION OF PROCEEDINGS OF PREVIOUS MEETING

LDM has informed that proceedings of the DLCC meeting held on 7 March  2019 were circulated to all the members vide letter no. LDM / SL / 02  dated 01- April 2019.  As no comments / suggestions were received, the house was requested to confirm the proceedings of the previous meeting and the same was confirmed.  

AGENDA NO.2 : ACTION TAKEN REPORT

The status of action taken on the points raised during the previous DLCC meeting was highlighted and further measures as advised by DLCC were noted for improvement.  It was informed by LDM to the House that due to constant persuasion and follow up with branches and government departments, the reconciliation of pending GSS / SHG applications has come to near perfection. Subsidy in VBY –DIC was received up to June-18 and pending subsidy will be credited as soon as received by the DIC.
AGENDA NO.3 : REVIEW OF KEY BANKING PARAMETERS

LDM while explaining the key banking parameters of the district, has highlighted Deposits, Advances, CD Ratio, Priority Sector Advances, NPA position, etc.  The deposits stood at Rs.16987.32 crores, Advances at Rs.9900.00 crores, CD Ratio at 58.28%, PSA at Rs.5757.38 crores as on 31st March 2019.

AGENDA NO.4 : FINANCIAL INCLUSION PLAN – ROADMAP

As per latest policy of RBI  all the uncovered villages are to be covered by 15-08-2019. As advised by DLM-DRDA., Appointment of Bank Mitra and Bank Sakhi to be completed before 31.07.19 In view there of all Banks must send details of  active /inactive BCs/CSP to the LDM latest by 15-08-2019. Regarding  opening of new Branches  at Ruva (Ta.Bhavnagar) and Khadsaliya (Ta – Mahuva ) , the representative from  Jana small finance  Bank informed that they will submit the details  before 29.06.19. Regarding closure /Merger  of SBI-Vaghnagar and SBI-Ambla,  Shri J.J.Oza –LDO-RBI  has requested  to submit the  details in proper format and then after approval in DLCC and SLBC /  RBI ,appropriate decision will be taken. 
AGENDA NO.5 : PROGRESS UNDER PMJDY

The LDM has indicated that as on 31st March 2019, 5,99,512 accounts were opened under PMJDY, out of which 4,89,420  were Aadhar seeded and 4,73,538 were issued Rupay Cards. During the quarterending  March-19, total 16,017 accounts opened and 34,115 Rupay Cards were issued.   

AGENDA NO.6 : GAP IN APPOINTMENT OF BCS

The issue was discussed and Shri Oza, LDO, RBI, felt that there are number of inactive or dormant BC'S exist and by taking a review of such cases, alternate steps to be taken up by the concerned banks All the Banks were once again advised to submit the latest details of BC’s / CSP’s to the lead bank department urgently. On or before 14-08-2019. Pavthi village allotted to Axis Bank talaja  now to be reallotted to BOI Talaja..

AGENDA NO.7 : PROGRESS UNDER SOCIAL SECURITY SCHEMES

LDM has appraised the house about the progress under PMSBY (3,94,680 ), PMJJBY (1,66,598 ) and APY (13,639 ) were enrolled as on 31-03- 2019.   Thus there was an improvement in enrollments by  29,059 in PMSBY , 26,854 in PMJJBY & 4,617 in APY. 
AGENDA NO.8 : PROGRESS UNDER PRIME MINISTER MUDRA YOJANA

The progress under PMMY was presented and it was informed to the House by LDM that as on 31-03-2019 , total disbursement  amounting to Rs.35,825  lakhs in 40,899 accounts were made in PMMY among all the Banks in the districts. . 
AGENDA NO.8(A) : PRIME MINISTER AWAS YOJANA (URBAN & GRAMIN)

LDM while highlighting the features of PMAY (U and G), requested the government officials and bankers to coordinate and extend necessary support to achieve the goal of providing “Housing for all by 2022” as enunciated by Government of India.  The issue of long pending subsidy not received by various beneficiaries was also discussed and Bank’s were instructed to submit the pending subsidy claims to the appropriate nodal agency urgently.
AGENDA NO.9.2 : NULM

.

The representative of NULM has requested the bankers to finance SHGs under NULM also.  It was suggested by the House that BMC  should sponsor more applications and recommend to various Banks instead of SBI only. As of now only SBI-SMECC is the only Bank having disbused more then 80% of the total applications sponsored by BMC. The district coordinator’s were also advised to follow up with the other Nagarpalika’s for early disposal under NULM 
AGENDA NO.9.3 :  STATE GOVERNMENT SPONSORED SCHEMES

VAJPAI BANKABLE YOJANA : 

The representative from DIC has informed the House that against a target of 1500 cases, 2852 applications were sponsored of which 1490 were sanctioned, 940 rejected and 507 are pending with the banks as on 31-03-2019. It was also informed that the subsidy was released up to 31-07-2018 in case of general candidates and up to 28 February 2019 in case of SC/ST candidates.  
As per the RBI guidelines, all banks have to maintain a register of receipt and disposal of applications under GSS.  In view of the same, the DDO has requested RBI / LDM  to verify such register at various branches and take action against defaulting banks.

DCWD and GWEDC : 

The representative from DCWD, has informed the House that out of 191 applications sponsored, 41  were sanctioned and 54 are pending with banks. He also informed that due to low amount of subsidy, the applicants prefer to avail the loans from DIC rather than DCWD.  
AGENDA NO.10 : REVIEW OF ACP

It was informed to the House that the overall achievement under ACP for the quarter ended March, 2019  was 85% and sector-wise achievement  - Total agriculture (60%), MSME (104%), Education (50%), Housing (109%) and others (156%) respectively.  
The LDM informed the house that there would have been 100% achievement had all the Banks reported the data to the LDM’s office.he also advised that  ACP for 2019-20 has already been launched by the Honorable Collector Sir for an amount of 7500 crores.

AGENDA NO.11 : PROGRESS IN SUBMISSION OF LBRS

A list of branches which have not submitted the LBRs was prepared and the same was discussed in the BLBC meetings and the list was submitted to SLBC & RBI for further follow up. The controlling heads of such banks were requested to take up the matter with the concerned branches and ensure timely submission of LBRs. 
AGENDA NO.12 : REVIEW OF NPAS

The overall NPAs reported sector-wise are – Crop loan-6%, ATL-2%, MSME-12%, Other PSA-3%, NPS-8%, Housing-1% and Education-4%.  Under Government Sponsored Schemes, the position was –VBY- 7%, GSCDC-2% and DCWD-17%.  The concerned Departments of the State Government were requested to sponsor quality applications and also to help the banks in recovery. Banks like SGB AND UBI are  not furnishing data regularly, so NPA figures are not showing clear picture. 
AGENDA NO.12.1 : PENDING SUBSIDY CLAIMS IN GSS

No bank has provided data pertaining to pendency of subsidy claims in respect of government sponsored schemes.  

AGENDA NO.13 : REVIEW OF RECOVERY POSITION IN RC FILED

The review of recovery of RCs filed with DC/DDO was presented to the House.  
AGENDA NO.14 : RSETI

The Director, RSETI has appraised the House regarding number of persons trained and settlement ratio and requested the bankers to give preference to applicants trained at RSETI. The  Director, DRDA and Additional Collector has advised for joint inspection for finalising the land in and around Bhavnagar ( Sihor and Talaja Road ) for  the RSETI building.  
The Annual Activity Report for the year 2019-20 was also inaugurated by the chairman along with LDO-RBI, DDM-NABARD , LDM and other dignitaries.. 
AGENDA NO.15 : ISSUANCE OF VARIOUS CREDIT CARDS

The progress in issue of different types of cards was presented to the House.

AGENDA NO.16 : DETAILS OF VILLAGES NOT HAVING CONNECTIVITY

The LDM has acknowledged the efforts of BSNL and informed to the House that there are no connectivity problems reported by the bankers in the BLBC meetings.  

AGENDA NO.17 : SHG RELATED ISSUES –NRLM 
Shri H.R.Kelaiya, Director, DRDA and chairman of the meeting advised about the level of pendency in SHG and requested all the banks to dispose off the pending   SHG’s application before 31-07-2019.  Shri Jignesh Patel –APM –GLPC  informed to the House that even after repeated visits and follow up with  the branches negligible progress is made in credit linkage to SHGs. He also informed the house regarding appointment of Bima Sakhi in various Branches and targets given to them for APY, PMSSBY , and PMJJBY.

The  LDM  informed the House that as SHG portfolio of the banks is having NIL NPA, banks should consider financing more under SHGs. He requested the controlling heads to include SHG financing as an agenda item in the P-Review meetings so that focus can be created among branch managers.The work of ICICI Bank in the field of SHG was applauded by one and all..New group of Mission Mangalm to be formed at Dudhala, Borda, Limda, Varal urgently by the cluster coordinator’s.

AGENDA NO.18 : DETAILS OF OUTDOOR FINANCIAL LITERACY CAMPS

Shri K.R.Pandya SBI FLC Counsellor, Bhavnagar has appraised the House on the activities of FLC.  Shri J.J.Oza-LDO-RBI  informed  that all rural branches have to conduct at least one Financial Literacy Camp once in a month and accordingly conduct of camps in the district appears very low.  Reacting to this, the representative from BDCB has informed the house that the bank is conducting camps on Last Friday of the month but not reported to LDM’s office.  In view of the above, all the banks were requested to conduct the camps and report the same to LDM’s Office.  

The DDM –NABARD also informed that all rural FLC camps are entitle to a reimbursement of RS.2000/- per camp as per the FLP programme of NABARD.

AGENDA NO.19 : NEGOTIABLE WAREHOUSE RECEIPTS

No bank has submitted any information and as such no discussion took place.

AGENDA NO.20 : JOINT LIABILITY GROUPS

The status of financing of JLGs was presented to the House.  It was informed by DDM, NABARD that except BDCB and SGB, no commercial bank branch has financed JLG in the district and requested them to explore the possibility of financing JLGs.

AGENDA N0.21 : MEETINGS OF SUB-COMMITTEES HELD DURING THE QUARTER

It was informed to the House by LDM that the no sub committee meeting could be held due to the MCC ( Model Code of Conduct ) prevailing during the quarter.
AGENDA NO.23 : ANY OTHER MATTER WITH THE PERMISSION OF THE CHAIR.

1 )  Shri J.J.Oza –LDO-RBI informed about the waiver of RTGS charges by RBI, which should be passed on to the customer’s. He also advised that the Housing loans disbursed by RRBs and Small finance bank up to Rs. 35 lacs in metros and 25 lacs in other centers should now be covered under Priority sector lending’s. He also emphasized on all the rural Branches to conduct at least one FLC camp in each month.



 2 )  ADS/Doubling of Farmers’ Income by 2022

 Shri Dipak Khalas – the newly appointed  DDM –NABARD appraised the house of the various initiatives taken by NABARD for doubling of farmer’s income by 2022. He informed the house regarding Solar Krishi Kalyan Yojna , Dairy Entrepreneur development schemes , Milch animal schemes and various other farmer oriented schemes as well as the  subsidy available there in.
