Minutes of DCC Meeting of 

Devbhumi Dwarka District held on 17/06/2019
for the Quarter ended March 2019
The DLRC/DCC meeting of Devbhumi Dwarka district was held on 17/06/2019 at 5:00 PM in Conference Hall, Collector Office, Khambhaliya under the chairmanship of Shri Naranderkumar Meena, Collector, Devbhumi Dwarka. Mention members were present in the meeting to review the performance under ACP 2018-19 as at the quarter ended March 2019.


At the outset, Dr Kamlesh Nandasana, Convenor, DLRC/DCC and LDM heartily welcomed Shri Naranderkumar Meena, Chairman, Shri A P Vaghela, Director, DRDA, Shri S K Rathod, Regional Head, BOB, Jamnagar Region, Smt Sheeladevi, LDO, RBI, Shri Nagendra Sharma, DDM, Nabard, all Controllers, all district co-ordinators and other officials from various banks and Govt. agencies/departments.
Agenda 01 : Confirmation of minutes of previous meeting

The proceedings of the 21st DLRC/DCC meeting for the Quarter ended Dec 2018 held on 14/03/2019 was circulated to all the members vide letter No LDM/DBD/DLCC/DEC/2018 dated 20/03/2019. Since no comments / amendments have been received from any of the members, the house has confirmed the minutes.
Agenda 02 :  Review of Key Banking Parameters in the District

1 a. Branch Expansion: 

After opening of one new Axis Bank branch in Bhanvad, total branches in the district stands to 100 of which 44 are rural branches & 56 are semi urban branches.
1 b. ATM Expansion 

 During this quarter, Axis bank has open one ATM at Bhanvad. Hence, at the end of March 2019 quarter, there are total 62 ATMs reported in Devbhumi Dwarka, out of which 12 ATMs at rural level and 50 ATMs at Semi urban level. 
2. Deposit Growth:

The deposit of whole district is 3841.65, 3998.05 and 4375.53 cr. as on March 18, Dec 18 and March 19 respectively. There is increase in 9.44 % q-o-q as well as increase 13.90 % y-o-y growth. However, the state average of deposit growth y-o-y is 5.26 %. The forum has appraised the growth of deposit of SGB, SBI and BOI. However, Indian and Federal bank have to make extra efforts to increase growth under deposit. 
3. Advances:

The Advances of whole district is 1429.76, 1725.29 and 1660.45 cr. as on March 18, Dec 18 and March 19 respectively, which shows decrease by 4.51 % on q-o-q and increase by 16.13 % on y-o-y growth. However, the state average of advances growth y-o-y is 9.51 %.  The quarterly decrease in advances may be due to credit of crop loan claim in crop loan account by banks. The forum has appraised the growth of advances of Canara and Axis bank. However, JDCB, Dena and Indian bank have to make extra efforts to increase growth under deposit. On account of decrease in deposit growth of Dena Bank, Mr. S K Rathod, AGM, BOB, Jamnagar Region has cleared that the advances of Dena Bank is reduced due to PCA applied by RBI.
4. Performance under Priority Sector:
The Priority Sector Advances of whole district is 1197.42, 1502.18 and 1431.32 cr as on March 18, Dec 18 and March 19, respectively, which shows decrease by 4.72% Q-o-Q growth and 19.53 % increase in y-o-y growth. However, the state average of priority sectro growth y-o-y is 19.31 %.
5. Agricultural Advances:
It was observed that the total Agriculture Advances is 963.45, 1174.45 and 1090.04 cr as on March 18, Dec 18 and March 19, respectively, which shows 7.19 % decrease in q-o-q growth and 13.14 % increase in y-o-y growth. However, the state average of Agriculture sector growth y-o-y is 4.62 %.
6. MSME Advance:
Performance under MSME sector is 13.06 % of total Advances with yearly growth is 63.27 %, whereas, the state average of MSME growth y-o-y is 34.05 %.  There are lot of opportunities in this sector by sanctioning loan to artisans under MUDRA Yojana and Stand Up India Scheme.

7. Weaker Section Advance:
Performance under weaker section is 37.38 % to total Advances, which is higher than benchmark target given by RBI (10%). The yearly growth in weaker section shows 9.51 % which is still higher than state average growth i. e. 9.25 %. The LDM congratulate all bankers to achieve the target of weaker section Advances.
8. KCC :
The total No of KCC is 69067, 67954 and 67330 as on March 18, Dec 18 and March 19 respectively, which shows -0.92 % q-o-q and 2.51 % in Y-o-Y growth. The State average for KCC number is -0.77%. The LDM has requested all bankers not to remain single farmer uncovered from KCC and also covered under PMFBY.
9. CD Ratio : 


The CD ratio of current quarter is 37.95, which shows reduction from Dec 18 i. e. 43.15. The reduction in CD ratio may be due to credit of crop loan claim in crop loan accounts by banks.

Agenda 3 : Review of ATR

1. A. 4 Unbanked Rural Centres (URCs) below population 5000 (tier VI)

a. Appointment of BC at village Jepur (SBI, Raval) and Gojines (SBI Lamba) by SBI is pending. Chairman and Collector Shri has deep concerned about absent of SBI representative during this discussion and advised to report the progress in this matter.
(Action taken : SBI)

B. Unbanked Rural Centres (URCs) above population 5000 (tier V)

a. Shri Kirit Raninga, District coordinator, Canara Bank has informed the house that the BC has identified by third party appointed by bank and appointment is in process.
(Action taken : Canara)

b. Appointment of BC at village Harshadpur (SBI, ADB) is pending. Chairman and Collector Shri has deep concerned about absent of SBI representative during this discussion and advised to inform SBI for reporting of the progress in this matter within 15 days.
(Action taken : SBI)
2. Set up of  New ATMs at public places in Devbhumi Dwarka District
a. In Dec 2018 DCC meeting, District Coordinator, BOI, has informed that matter for set up of new ATM at Bus station, Khambhaliya has been taken with their higher authority. Due to absent in march 2019 DCC meeting, further discussion/ progress was not reviewed. Chairman, DCC has advised to inform BOI dist coordinator to submit the progress in the same.

 (Action taken : BOI)

b. In Dec 2018 DCC meeting, representative, SBI, has informed that matter for set up of new ATM at APMC, Bhanvad has been taken with their higher authority. Due to absent in march 2019 DCC meeting during discussion, further discussion/ progress was not reviewed. Chairman, DCC has advised to inform SBI dist coordinator to submit the progress in the same.
(Action taken : SBI)

c. District Coordinator, ICICI Bank, has informed that the survey for set up of ATM has been done. The higher Authority has already given approval. However, the matter is pending at Dy Executive Engineer, Road and Building subdivision for allotment of ATM set-up place at Jilla Seva Sadan, Khambhaliya. The Chairman, DLCC and Collector, Devbhumi Dwarka has informed ICICI Bank District Coordinator to meet them personally for any approval from Govt Authority.
 (Action taken : ICICI Bank)
d. District Coordinator, Axis bank, has informed that the request for set-up of ATM at Civil Hospital, Khambhaliya has been raised to concern department of Axis Bank at Ahmedabad. The Chairman, DLCC and Collector, Devbhumi Dwarka has informed Axis Bank representative to follow up the matter at the earliest.

(Action taken : Axis Bank)

e. District Coordinator, HDFC inform lead bank through email that he has taken up the request with their ATM team for set up of ATM near Bus station Area in Dwarka town. But set up of ATM in this location is not feasible based on expected number of ATM hits per day and availability of suitable location in Bus station area. 
f. Shri S K Rathod, Regional Head, BOB, Jamnagar Region has informed that set up of new ATM at Railway station okha and APMC Bhatia is not viable. 

3. Closing of Currency Chest in Dwarka, Okha Mandal Block.

LBO, RBI has informed that SBI CC Dwarka has been merged with SBI CC Port Okha on account of rationalization of CC as per letter dated February 08, 2019. 

In case, any banks face issues related to cash remittances, they may contact to their link banks or RBI in the matter for early resolution. 

Further, our Issue Department has been advised for marking a copy of letter to LDMs on opening, closing & merging Currency Chests in future.

4. Opening of Student Account by Banks

Meeting of LDM and DSWO held on opening of students account in the bank. It was decided to send list (school-wise no. of student who has no bank account) to bank branches as per their service area/ward and also inform school to meet branches for opening of student account in camp mode, through BC or at branch ifself. Above list was already sent to bank, explained by LDM. The Chairman DLCC advised LDM and DSWO to follow up at District Coordinator level and arrange meeting for the progress during the month of July 2019. 

(Action taken : LDM and DSWO)
Agenda 4 : Review of FIP 

There are 2 unbanked rural centres in the district having below 5000 population (tier VI) as stated below,
a. Jepur allotted to State Bank of India, Raval
b. Gojines allotted to State Bank of India, Lamba

(Action taken : SBI)

There are 2 unbanked rural centres in the district having above 5000 population (tier V) as stated below,

a. Khathi Devaliya allotted to Canara Bank.
(Action taken : Canara Bank)

b. Harshadpur allotted to State Bank of India, ADB Branch
(Action taken : SBI)
During discussion, SBI representative was not present, however, Chairman advised SBI representative to provide service to villagers as per RBI guidelines and submit progress report, when SBI representative attend the meeting late after this discussion.

District coordinator, Canara Bank has informed the house that the BC has identified by third party appointed by bank and appointment is in process.
5.1 Progress under PMJDY:

The total No of PMJDY accounts as on March 201 are 124018 having 5 % quarterly and 23 % yearly growth. The Aadhar seeding is 77 % and Rupay card issue is 80 % as on March 2019.

The LDM informed that many complaints received regarding opening of PMJDY and students scholarship accounts. Shri Santosh, DLM has also informed that SBI,  Ranjitpara branch, Bhanvad was not responding for opening of SHGs account.  Shri Chavda, Social Welfare Officer has also informed that Vijaya Bank was not responding to open PMJDY account. The Chairman deeply concerned in this matter and advised all members no to deny any application from the public based on heavy workload, however, all have to satisfy borrower for their work. 
(Action taken : SBI, Vijaya Bank, All Banks)

5.2 Aadhaar Seeding & authentication in CASA accounts:

Out of total CASA, 75% CASA accounts are Aadhar seeded and 48% Aadhar authenticated and 68 % are mobile seeded which is remarkable.
5.3 Review of progress in enrolment of social security schemes (SSS) :

It was reported that total 31920, 8340 and 1888 persons are covered under PMSBY, PBJJBY and APY scheme, respectively. On account of yearly negative growth on PMSBY and PMJJBY, there may be wrong submission of data as informed by the Chairman, DLCC. He also advised all bankers to submit actual DATA from onwards.

(Action taken : All Banks)  
5.5 Progress under PMMY:


The LDM discussed MUDRA loan wherein total 2059 lakhs MUDRA loan has been disbursed and the NPA was 6 % of Disbursed amount. The Chairman, DLCC requested all bankers to be liberal in PMMY Scheme as the same is flagship programme of Govt. of India.
5.5 Progress under Stand up India Scheme


Out of total 12 applications received only one application pending at HDFC bank. DDM, NABARD requested all bankers to at-least log in Stand up India site every 15 days by each branch to monitor the application received for their branch.

Agenda 6 (6.1 & 6.2): Review of progress made in implementation of Central Govt. sponsored Schemes 
 The GM, DIC has reviewed PMEGP scheme, wherein 100 % application pending at bank level. The Chairman has deep concern and advised all bankers to dispose of pending application within 15 days. Not a single application is sponsored by Govt agency to banks in NULM scheme of Central Govt. In case of PMFBY, all claims settled for the year 2017-18 by New India Insurance Company Ltd., however, cotton crop claim pending for the year 2018-19 by Reliance General Ins Co Ltd. LDM requested Reliance Insurance person to settled cotton crop loan claim as continuous inquiry coming from public. 

LDM requested that due to heavy renewal work of crop loan during crop loan season, there may chances of escape of covering of some farmers from coverage under PMFBY by banks. Hence, Chairman, DLCC was requested to relieve personal liability of coverage of crop loan under PMFBY. The Chairman advised to take up this matter to SLBC, Gujarat. 
(Action taken : Reliance Ins Com Ltd., Lead Bank)

Agenda 7 : Review of progress made in implementation of State Govt. sponsored Schemes
GM, DIC has discussed progress in VBS, DTSAY. Incase of VBS and DTASY, the achievement is 74.44 and 35.71 %, respectively, however, Chairman, DLCC has deep concerned about rejection percentage of application from VBS. LDO, RBI has requested to scrutinise the application before sponsor to the banks as the application sponsored by Govt. Agency should only be rejected in extreme exigencies.

Shri Chavda, DSWO has explained about 70 % achievement in DCWD scheme and informed that there are 28 loan cases pending with banks. The target will be achieved after sanction of these 28 cases. He urged upon bankers to take up this loan application and dispose of the same at the earliest.

During discussion of progress under GSCDC, the Chairman informed all Govt. agencies to monitor all sponsored cases every month at bank branch level to dispose of the application at the earliest and also advise to bank to dispose of all application within stipulated time period. District Coordinator, Canara Bank informed the forum that in most of the Govt sponsored cases, the asset is not generated hence rejection percentage of Govt sponsored application is high. Shri S K Rathod, Regional Head, Bank of Baroda, Jamnagar has also added that some rejection may be due to technically unfeasible. 
 (Action taken : All Govt Agency, All banks)

Agenda 8 : Review of progress under ACP
Analysing the achievement under ACP up to March 2019, the achievement of total Agriculture is 110 %, Crop loan is 146 % and Total Priority Sector is 111 %. Achievement of most of sectors are above state average, the house has appreciated the progress in Agriculture and PS. However, education and housing loan achievement is still far behind the target. During review, it was observed that target of Agriculture term loan was not achieved, the chairman learned about non achievement of Agriculture term loan target and eager to know the other avenues for achievement of TL target. DDM, NABARD has explained two area specific scheme of NABARD for achievement of term loan in the district.

Agenda 9 : Doubling of Farmer’s income by 2022 :

For doubling of Farmer’s income by 2022, all banks were already instructed to emphasize on Agriculture Ancilliary activity like dairy, fisheries, vermiculture, bee keeping etc.

DDM NABARD expressed concerned over poor term loan financing in agriculture sector at the period ended March 2019. He advised & emphasized that there is a greater need to improve term loan portfolio of all banks towards agriculture, particularly for agri term loans. He also informed the house about continuation of Dairy Entrepreneurship Development Scheme (DEDS) for 2019-20 and urged banks to finance dairy activities and submit the claims through NABARD Ensure portal for subsidy. He also informed the house about extension of cutoff date (30 September 2019) for sanction of subsidy by NABARD under AMI sub scheme of ISAM.  He spoke about need and aim of doubling of farmers’ income by 2022. He informed the house about the need for area based schemes prepared by NABARD on dairy animals financing and drip irrigation in Cotton. He advised all banks to submit MIS related to ADS to lead bank at every quarter. He mentioned that these schemes will boost capital formation in the district and help in increase the productivity of farm and thus increase in income of farmers. He emphasized on financing for both activities. He also stressed upon 100% saturation of KCC coverage of left out farmers during ensuing cropping season. He informed the house about newly introduced KCC working capital facility also for Animal Husbandry, Fisheries and allied activities like Sheep Goat Piggery & Poultry. He advised DCCB coordinator to convene DLTC for determining scale of finance for all these activities at early date.  He discussed about PLP & also urged banks & line departments to support NB by providing information/data for preparing PLP for the year 2020-2021.
Agenda 10 : Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana :

During discussion on PMAY (U) 211 highest no of cases approved in Khambhaliya and not a single cases approved in Salaya.

The Chairman deep concerned about non approval of single account in Salaya and advised to sick proposals in Salaya. 
(Action taken : All member banks)
Agenda 11 : Progress in installation of Aadhaar Enrollment Kit in Bank branches

As per DATA submitted by banks, out of total 10 aadhar centre allotted, 9 aadhar centres has already been working, however, 1 aadhar centre is still not open. As per information given by District coordinators, ICICI, the opening of aadhar centre at ICICI Dwarka, is in process.
(Action taken : ICICI bank)

Agenda 12 : Review of progress under submission of LBRs 
Performance in submission of LBR was very poor except PNB, SGB, DENA, CANARA AND INDIAN bank.  All other banks are not submitting their LBR return in time. LDM requested all bankers to submit LBRs in time for timely reporting of progress of the bank as well as branches. 
(Action taken : Member Banks) 
Agenda 13 : Review of NPA 
While analysing the status of NPA figures under Priority sector submitted by banks, it was observed that level of NPA is very low. So, LDM has requested bankers to extend advances to needy people without hesitation in order to increase their advance portfolio.

On review of higher NPA in Govt sponsored scheme, the Chairman, DLCC urged Govt Agencies to help bankers for recovery in Govt sponsored cases as the same is identified, sponsored and recommended by Agency. 
 (Action taken : Govt. Agency, Member Banks )

Agenda 14 :  Review of Long pending Subsidy claims 
On review of subsidy claims, total 26 subsidy cases pending under VBS scheme of DIC. GM, DIC replied that subsidy portion under VBS has not been released from Gujarat Govt.. LDM requested bankers to follow up respective Govt Agency.

 (Action taken : DIC, Member Banks )

Agenda 15:  Review of recovery position in Recovery Certificate filed under State Recovery Act
On account of recovery certificate filed under State Recovery Act, Chairman assured that all the recovery certificate filed under State Recovery Act will be taken on priority basis for issue recovery certificate. LDM requested all bank to follow up their recovery cases filed.
(Action taken : Collector office, DDO office and Member Bank)

Agenda 16 :  Review of  status of RSETI 
Shri Rohit Rathod, RSETI representative explained details in training conducted and settlement ratio of RSETI, Jamnagar. The Chairman inquired about two training programme conducted, Shri Rohit Rathod replied that one training programme on Bank Mitra/Sakhi and other on TATA- Pink Auto.
Agenda 17 :  Review of  status of various credit card schemes 
During review, the Chairman, DLCC and Collector, Devbhumi Dwarka concerned about progress of GCC, ACC, WCC and SCC card. He urged upon bankers to wide spread publicity of these credit cards and also issue card to maximum beneficiaries. He also stated that if bankers issue card, the beneficiaries can use its limit as and when required by them. It was also discussed that state average of this card must be pointed out to compare the progress of our District.  
(Action taken : All member Banks)

Agenda 18 :  Review of  status of SHGs
During review of SHGs, DLM Shri Santosh explained issues coming out from bankside as under 

· Some of the bank branches i. e. SBI Ranjitpara, BOB Dwarka, SGB Mithapur are opening SHGs account but not open individual member account

· ICICI deny to financer SHGs

· HDFC is not reporting SHGs DATA

· Federal bank deny to open students account.

On account of such complain from DLM, the Chairman deep concerned and advised to open SHGs, student and even PMJDY account by all banks and also advised bankers to recommend SHGs group to DLM for credit linkage so bank can satisfy at their end.
LDM requested DLM to appoint bank sakhi as early as possible as this matter for appointment of bank sakhi was discussed since long. 

(Action taken : All member Banks, DRDA)

Agenda 19 :  Review of  FLC

Looking to the data submitted by banks, total 75 FLCs has been conducted by 44 rural branches with 57 % achievements. Lead Bank/FLCs has done 48 financial literacy camps with 229 % achievement during this quarter. The overall achievement of the district is 80 % during this quarter. Smt Sheela Devi, LDO, RBI has requested all bankers to conduct minimum 1 FLCs per village by every rural branches of the bank. 
(Action taken : All member Banks)
Agenda 20 : Negotiable Warehouse Receipts (NWRs) to farmers by Warehousing Development Regulatory Authority(WDRA)

As per reported, there was NIL progress in NWRs.

Agenda 21: Joint Liability Group – Formation & Credit


It was reported that total 39 JLGs reported in the district. DDM, NABARD, Shri Nagendra Sharma explained in details of JLGs and informed house that there is an MOU of NABARD with SGB for formation of JLGs.

24.1) NABARD related activity:

24.2) RBI Related : 

1. Non-acceptance of Rs10 coins by public
The Reserve Bank of India puts into circulation coins minted by Government of India. These coins have distinctive features. Coins in new denomination to meet the transaction needs of public and coins in new designs to reflect various themes – economic social and cultural – are introduced from time to time. As coins remain in circulation for longer periods, it is quite possible that coins of different designs and even shapes are circulating at the same time. All such coins are legal tender and equally good for transactions. 

It has been reported that some less-informed or uninformed persons who suspect the genuineness of such coins are creating doubts in the minds of ordinary people including traders, shopkeepers etc., impeding the circulation of these coins in certain pockets of the State causing avoidable confusion. Reserve Bank advises members of the public not to give credence to such ill-informed notions, ignore them and continue to accept these coins as legal tender in all their transactions without hesitation. 

In order to create awareness among masses at large and especially among traders and shopkeepers to accept coins of various denominations in their transactions freely, we request District Collector Sir to kindly issue an advisory to public through local newspapers in this regard. This would go a long way in removing the misgivings among the public and ensure conduct of grievance free transactions in the state.
