Minutes of DLCC/DLRC meeting of Gir Somnath District held on 17.12.2018 at 4.30 PM at Collector office, Conference Hall, Inaj for the quarter end September-2018

The DLCC/DLRC meeting was held at Collector office, Conference Hall, Inaj  on 17.12. 2018 at 4.30 P.M to review the performance and progress under various key parameters for the quarter ended September 2018,as per ACP 2018-2019.The meeting was presided over by Shri, Ajay Prakash, DM & Collector, Gir Somnath. Shri Sanjay Modi, Director DRDA. Shri Barot sir (LDO),RBI, Ahmedabad, Shri N. J. Joshi CM Credit RBO-5 SBI Veraval,  and other Senior Bank Officials/Branch Managers and Government Department’s  Officers/Representatives.

DLCC meeting started by Chief Manager SBI Lead bank Shri Ashok kumar Vyas with well come address and thereafter discussed various points agenda wise one by one. 
District Collector Shri Ajay Prakash informed  the house about two important issues regarding MSME Support & outreach programme and  Bank charge cancellation from Agriculture Land  bt Bnak Branch itself.

MSME Support & outreach 100 days Campaign programme
· District Collector informed that there is very poor performance by the Banks in this campaign till date and it is not acceptable, it needs to be improved and he asks all the DCOs to make sufficient efforts to make this campaign successful. He also found  that target distribution and planning is required to achieve the goal.

· Lead Bank Manager Shri A.S. Vyas informed the house that MSME camp is organize at every Tuesday and Friday to provide information and guidance to the customers about the scheme. He also instructed all the DCOs that along with this programme other Government Schemes i.e PMMY, PMJDY, PMSBY & PMJJBY are to be promoted and daily reporting for the same must be done to the Lead Bank.  In this connection LDM Sir informed the house that reporting is not done by most of the Banks except SBI, BOB & BOI. (Action taken by all Banks)

· LDM Sir informed the house that total 8 MSME camps were organized till date and support is required from every Banks to achieve the target of the District. He informed about eligibility criteria for MSME customers. 

· District Collecor, Shri Ajay Prakash informed  the house that not a single case was registered  from 59 minutes MSME loan initiate by our Hon. Prime Minister  from our District till date which is very serious issue. 
· LDM Shri A. S. Vyas informed the house about the achievement by Kodinar Taluka Co. Op. Banking Union, who disbursed about 106 PMMY cases during the campaign till date. In PMMY campaign SBI holds the 2nd position, SGB on 3RD and BOB is on 4th position. He advised all other Banks to make efforts for the said campaign to achieve the target. (Action taken by all Banks)

· District Collector sir advised Lead Bank Manager to fix the targets Bank wise for PMMY and 59 minutes MSME loans. He also instructed the DCOs of all the Banks to report the same on every Friday  by 5.00pm. to Lead Bank. He also advised LDM to arrange a special meeting on 15th January 2018 to review the performance by the each and every Bank. (Action taken by all Banks)
Shri S.K.Modi, Director DRDA informed that SBI Ankolwadi and SBI Madhupur Jambur Branch Managers are refusing to open the SHG accounts and they also delaying in granting cash credit to Self Help Groups. In this matter Collector Sir instructed the Chief Manager State Bank of india to look into this matter and take suitable steps against these Branch Managers and fix this issue. (Action taken by State Bank of India)
Further Shri Modi Sir instructed all the DCOs that SHG loan applications should be approved or rejected within the timeframe and do not keep pending the loan cases at Bank/Branch level.  (Action taken by all Banks)
District Collector Sir instructed the representative from District Industrial Centre to send the letter regarding pending cases to him and to LDM. He also instructed DIC to arrange camps every Wednesday taluka wise in the district and  send the camp details to Lead Bank Manager. He further instructed DIC for reporting of Bajpayee Bankable Scheme and other Government schemes to Lead Bank on every Friday. (Action taken by DIC)
District Collector Sir instructed to DIC and Food safety Department to organize two meetings for MSME and regular camps to be organized by food safety department and details for the same with photograph to be reported to LDM. (Action taken by DIC& Food Safety Department)
District Collector Sir advised Lead Bank Manager to review the pending cases at State Bank of India for SHG and DIC.
Manager RBI informed the house about pendency KVIC targets at district level. He further advised SBI R-Seti  to arrange task force for PMMY skill development programme to increase the PMMY loan cases in the District. He also informed all Banks to arrange at least one rural camp and the details of the camp should be given to DLM, TLM LDM & DRDA  (Action taken by SBI R-seti and all Banks). 
District Collector Sir informed the house about new initiative started by Government that Bank Charge cancellation from Agriculture land is now done by Bank itself so he advised all DCOs to inform all their Branches in the District and start the charge cancellation process from Govt. Portal and reporting of such cases to be done on every Friday by DCO to the LDM. (Action taken by all Banks)
Shri S.K.Modi, Director DRDA informed the house that in rural PMMY only 7 cases are sanctioned  out of 130 cases sponsored and cases are pending with Banks for more than 6 Months. In this connection Collector Sir advised DIC and DRDA to arrange a meeting for pending cases reconciliation every month with DLM. He further advised DCOs to inform their Branches to disposed off these cases within the limited time frame. (Action taken by DRDA, DIC and all Banks).
