     Proceedings  of the DCC  Meeting



of Jamnagar District held on 01/06/2019

The DCC meeting of Jamnagar District was held on 01/06/2019 to discuss the policy matter for the year 2018-19. The Meeting was chaired by Shri Ravishankar  District Collector, Ms Prashasti  Pareek,  District .Development Officer and attended by  ,Shri K. M .Jani  Director DRDA, Shri Sawant  Balkrishna  Desai AGM  Bank of India, Shri Shashibhushan  Singh AGM Central Bank of India, Shri S.S..Bhandari  Chief Manager, BOB,   Shri S.K. Gupta  Manager, FIDD, RBI Ahmedabad,  Shri Nagendra Sharma DDM, Nabard , Shri R.N.Tadvi, Director RSETI , and other officials from various banks and Govt. agencies/ departments.

At the outset, Shri U.P.Shukla, Convener DCC and  Chief Manager, Lead Bank, extended warm welcome to all the participants.

Agenda 01  ::
Confirmation of minutes of previous meeting

Shri U.P.Shukla informed that the proceedings of previous meeting held on 16/03/2019 were circulated vide letter No. LBS/LBO/286 dated 22/03/2019 and it may be treated as read and confirmed as no suggestions/amendments were received.

Agenda 02:      Review of key banking parameters:

The deposit was decreased QOQ  by  655.52 and YOY  increased by 1440.17  Lakh. and  Advances  decrease by 476.99  Lakh QOQ and YOY  increase by  4002.95. The CD ratio of district stood at 83.22 %. LDM has pointed out that CD Ratio and Advances figures recorded –(negative) growth  due to Yes  Bank’s and Axis Bank’s   advance negative growth due to finance to Corporate. Deposits figures recorded + growth . Chairman also express the concern for the –negative growth in  the Advances segment. Other parameters of Agriculture Advances which decrease by -55.63 QOQ and  in YOY  increase  by 406.96  Lakh at the end of current quarter.  Decrease in Agri. Advances was mainly due to repayment of KCC by farmers and credit of Crop Insurance amount into accounts. It will increase in next quarter as Kharif crop finance season will start.  Priority sector advances also increased by 17.93 Lakh QOQ and 676.01 Lakh YOY . LDM has requested member Bank’s  to   increase their  advances  portfolio. Thus the  Advances will come out from  negative growth.
Agenda 03:
The review of road map under FIP:

All the banks were instructed to follow the FIP guidelines as it was noticed that BCs/BFs of some of banks are inactive. Chairman pointed out that Bank’s to increase BCs and Govt. Department will also help to indentify the BCs from their present VCs. From RBI Shri  Gupta also urged Banker’s to appoint BCs were there is a gap to fill the gap of Banking facilities into rural areas. He also requested member Bank’s to complete the procedure for appointment of BCs.    LDM  urged member Bank’s to to appoint BC’s in un banked villages.  Rural Centers  where services not available and name of villages were also advised to   banks earlier through 

communication. The same is also to be provided to Government Authorities also. (Action by banks )

Agenda 3.1:& 3.2 Progress under PMJDY Aadhar Seeding. 
The progress under various schemes PMJDY, PMJJBY, PMSBY, APY, PMMY was   reviewed.  AADHAR seeding and authentication were discussed in the meeting and chairman expressed the concern to complete the  remaining cases of aadhar  seeding  earliest. District Co .Op Bank to increase Aadhar seeding as percentage of JDCB is very low.Shri S.K. Gupta from RBI suggested for nomination of District Nodel Officer for monitoring of Aadher Seeding into Bank’s accounts. Chairman and District Collector pointed out that as per Govt. instructions, there were approx. 80,000/- farmers families were amount by way of DBT will be transferred under Kisan Samman Nidhi. Bank’s to complete the task urgently to avoid complications under DBT. 
(Action by JDCB and All banks )

Agenda 3.3:Progress in enrolment in Social Security Schemes:

The progress under Social Security Schemes were discussed. LDM urged member Bank’s to increase the registration under APY as total registration in District is law as compare to PMSBY and PMJJBY.
Agenda 3.4:Progress in opening of Banking outlets in URCs.:

At present 6 URCs not having banking facilities. Shri Gupta from RBI urged member Bank’s to cover the pending URCs with Banking facilities by way of covering villages with BC facilities. He urged member Banks to complete the task before completion of next quarter.(Action member Bank’s)
Agenda 3.5:Progress in Appointment of BCs:

GAP in Appointment of BCs were discussed.Shri Shukla urged member Bank’s to complete the procedure of appointment of Bc’s earliest. Shri Gupta from RBI also requested member Bank;s to fill the gap of appointment of BCs to render Banking facilities into Rural areas.
Agenda 3.6:Review of Progress made by RSETI in training and self employment.
Director  from RSETI  explained the training conducted and settlement ratio was also discussed..LDM informed house  that 10  programs comprising 286 beneficiaries were conducted during the quarter. Total achievement towards No. of training  batches and No. of persons trained were more than 100%.   Overall Settlement ratio stood at 50.97%. Chairman express the concern for the settlement ratio. The same  should be increased.

Agenda 3.7: Details of outdoor Financial Literacy Camps conducted by Rural Branches of the Bank’s:

Shri Shukla LDM read out the details of the FLC Camps conducted by Bank’s. He also informed house that every Rural Branch of  Bank  has to conduct minimum 2 FLC camp  during the month. All member Bank’s to report FLC being conducted by them to Lead Bank. ShriS.K.Gupta  from RBI also  shown concern for  less conducting FLC camps. He also pointed out that  every rural Branch has to conduct at least minimum 2  FLC camp. Member Bank’s to inform Lead Bank in advance the time table of FLC camp being conducted by. Thus the official from RBI will attend the  FLC Camps..  

(Action: All the Banks)

Agenda 3.8: Review of Financial Literacy Counselors.
Shri Shukla read out the total Nos of FLC camp conducted during the quarter by FLC and Total Nos of FLC camp conducted up to the quarter. 
Agenda 04: Review of performance under ACP 2018-19

As stated by LDM, the overall achievement up to March  2019 Quarter under ACP 2018-19 was Rs.2550.31 Cr. against the target of Rs.2981.95  Cr which stood at 85.52 %. Some of the banks have zero or negligible performance for the period and year  under review i.e. Andhr,,BOM, CANARA,IDBI,,INDIAN, IOB,PNB, ,SYNDICATE UCO,INDUS IND,LVB,,AXIS,TMB,CITY UNION . All the banks were instructed to achieve the targets allotted to them in coming next year.

While reviewing the NPA, there was highest NPA in MSME Sector and Govt. sponsored schemes.

Agenda 06:Review of recovery position in Recovery Certificate filled under State Recovery Acts.

As stated by LDM Bank’s to reconcile the present position under Govt. Recovery Act. Cases filled and cases pending with the Govt. Authorities. It was also informed the house that in March 2019 quarter in every BLBC meeting the point was raised and in some  Block TDO also attended meeting and shows concern for the reconciliation of the RC details. LDM urged  Bank’s to reconcile the present position with Govt. Authorities. . 

Disposal of Cases filled under SARFAESI Act.:
NPA under various schemes were reviewed. LDM  informed house that at present no any long pending case for SARFAESI pending with  Dist. Collector Authorities .Chairman and District Collector pointed out with concern that  every Bank’s authorized official has to remain present at the Dist. Collector’s court for smooth and hassle free completion of  cases filled under SARFAESI. Cases of NBGs also discussed and Chairman instructed NBGs to confirm the address of NPA borrowers as in many cases notices are  not being  served due to incomplete address . Chairman also pointed out in house that Intt. Calculation and panel Intt. Applications in Non Banking Finance Cos are very high . NPA Accounts credit deposited by borrowers should be informed and accordingly accounted for. (Action All Bank’s)

Coding details Bank wise were communicated to member Bank’s.Bank Sakhee scheme was also discussed and Shri Janisir DRDA Director urged Bank’s to co operate in appointment of Bank Sakhee at the various Bank’s Branches.

Agenda :09:Pradhan Mantri  Mudra  Yojna:

Performance under the scheme was  discussed Total 10747 Accounts disbursement were made with an amount of 13228.53 lakh. Member Bank’s were  achievement are very law or negligible  informed for better performance in coming year.(Action Indian Bank,Corporation,United BOI,UCO,Andhra,Allahabad)
Agenda 10: Review of Progress made in Submission of LBRs.

 Shri Shukla Chief Manager, Lead Bank informed the House that as at the end of the quarter under review, the submission of LBR-2, U-2  & LBR 3 was  64% ,81% & 30% respectively. Submission of  LBRs are poor by many member Bank’s. various efforts banks i.e. BOM ,CANARA,CBI,IOB,PNB,Syndicate,SBI,INDIAN,P&SB,United BOI, HDFC,Axis ICICI,IDBI,KOTAK Bank  have not submitted LBRs. Shri Gupta from RBI also noted with concern the non submission of LBRs. He informed house that non submission of LBRs viewed by RBI seriously and every Bank’s to submit LBR timely without fail. There should not be a follow up requires by Lead Bank Department for submission of  LBRs regularly

Agenda 11: Absenteeism in BLBC.

Shri Shukla LDM informed house that now onward the absenteeism in block level BLBCs meeting will be discussed and repeated absent Bank;s in BLBC meetings will be questioned. Member Bank’s to inform their Branches in the Blocks to attend regularly BLBC meetings. 

Agenda 12  : Doubling of Farmers’ Income by year 2022:

Shri U.P.Shukla CM, LB, read out the position of finance made by Bank’s in Dairy Horticulture ,Poultry and Fisheries. Chairman has also informed house that in the area of Agri. Term Loans finance should be increased and potential should be taped with. Ancillary activities finance  in farm sector should be increase.
Agenda 13  : Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojna:

Performance under the scheme was  discussed .

Under JLG total 13791 Nos of JLG formed and cumulative 572597 Accounts with an amount of 450.66 lakh was financed  by Equitas Small Finance Bank, HDFC and Fincare Small Finance Bank.
Agenda 18:: Details of various meetings of sub-committees held during the quarter.

Shri Shukla read the details of the same as there is no any data to inform.

Agenda 19: Permission for shifting of Syndicate Bank Moti Khavdi Branch premises to Village Meghpar around 1 k.m. away from present location:

Shri Shukla informed house the application made by Syndicate Bank for shifting present Branch situated at Moti Khavdi  Branch. The same agenda was discussed in Jamnagar Block BLBC meeting of December quarter.. There was no any objection raised by any member Bank

Circular instructions by RBI vide circular dated 10/05/2019 discussed. The same was also circulated to all member Bank’s.

NABARD related activities in the District.

DDM Nabard expressed concerned over poor Term Loan financing under Agriculture sector at the period ended March 2019. He advised & emphasized that there is a greater need to improve Term Loan portfolio of all Banks towards Agriculture, particularly for Agri Term Loans. He also informed the house about continuation of Dairy Entrepreneurship Development Scheme (DEDS) for 2019-2020 and urged Banks to finance Dairy activities and submit the claims through NABARD ensure portal for subsidy. He also informed the house about extension of cut off date (30th September 2019) for sanction of subsidy by NABARD under AMI sub scheme of ISAM. He spoke about need for area based schemes prepared by NABARD on Dairy animals financing and drip irrigation in Cotton. He advised all Banks to submit MIS related to ADS to Lead Bank at every quarter. He mentioned that these schemes will boost capital formation in the district and help in increase the productivity of farm and thus increase in income of farmers. He emphasized on financing for both activities. He also stressed upon 100% saturation of KCC coverage of left out farmers during ensuing cropping season. He informed the house about newly introduced KCC working capital facility also for Animal Husbandry, Fisheries and Allied activities like Sheep Goat Piggery & Poultry. He advised DCCB  coordinator to convene DLTC for determining scale of finance for all these activities at early date. He discussed about PLP & also urged Banks & line departments to support NB by providing information/data for preparing PLP for the year 2020-2021.
