     Proceedings  of the DCC  Meeting



of Jamnagar District held on 10/12/2018

The DCC meeting of Jamnagar District was held on 10/12/2018 to discuss the policy matter for the year 2018-19. The Meeting was chaired by Shri Ravishankar, Dist Collector and attended by  ,Ms Prashasti Pareek,DDO, Shri S.B.Singh, AGM Central Bank of India,Shri Sawant Balkrishna Desai AGM Bank of India,,Shri Kedar Chaudhri Chief Manager, SBI RBO-3 SBI Jamnagar,  Shri S.K. Gupta  Manager, FIDD, RBI Ahmedabad, Shri Hitesh Bilmoria, DDM, Nabard ,S.P.Khanna Chief Manager. Bank of Baroda, Shri R.N.Tadvi, Director RSETI ,and other officials from various banks and Govt. agencies/ departments.

At the outset, Shri U.P.Shukla, Convener DCC and  Chief Manager, Lead Bank, extended warm welcome to all the participants.

Agenda 01  ::
Confirmation of minutes of previous meeting

Shri U.P.Shukla informed that the proceedings of previous meeting held on 15/09/2018 were circulated vide letter No. LBS/LBO/184 dated 19/09/2018 and it may be treated as read and confirmed as no suggestions/amendments were received.

Agenda 02:      Review of key banking parameters:

The deposit was increased QOQ  by 67.85 and YOY by 511.53  Lakh.and  Advances  increase by 4766.47 Lakh QOQ and YOY by  2232.66.. The CD ratio of district stood at 92.47 %. LDM has pointed out that CD Ratioand Advances figues recorded + growth  due to Yes  Bank’s  advance growth due to finance to Corporate. Other parameters of Agriculture Advances which increase by 184.86 QOQ and  in YOY by 116.59  Lakh at the end of current quarter.   Priority sector advances also increased by 244.99 Lakh QOQ and 391.55 Lakh YOY quarter as compared to last quarter. LDM has requested member Bank’s where increase in Priority Sector Advance is very nominal or has minor increase..
Agenda 03:
The review of road map under FIP:

All the banks were instructed to follow the FIP guidelines as it was noticed that BCs/BMS of some of banks were inactive. Chairman pointed out that Bank’s to increase BCs and Govt. Department will also help to indentify the BCs from their present VCs.DDO also pointed out that their VCs services can be hired as BC  by Bank’s where as requires. Shri S.K.Gupta has pointed out that member Bank’s to submit latest BC’s list to  LDM and they have to appoint BC’s in un banked villages. Mmeber Bank’s to check for earlier pointed out  12 unbanked Rural Centres  where services not available and name of villages were also advised to   banks earlier through 
communication. The same is also to be provided to Government Authorities  also. (Action by banks )

Agenda 04:Progress under PMJDY Aadhar Seeding and GAP in Appointment of BCs.

The progress under various schemes PMJDY, PMJJBY, PMSBY, APY, PMMY was reviewed. In APY performance of some Bank’s are very poor, The chairman instructed banks to encourage labor community for opening of APY AccountsLDM also informed house about the campain  will starts w..f. 24/12/2018 to 31/12/2018 for enrolment of APY.The Town hall meeting will be conducted during this period at Jamnagar and time, date and vanue will be circulated to member Bank’s.  AADHAR seeding in remaining cases work should be completed earliest.

(Action by banks )

Agenda 05:Progress made under Central Govt. Sponsored Schemes implementation.

PMEGP and NULM: Progress under Central Govt. Schemes were reviewed. Pendency of loan application under scheme were discussed. Subsidy if pending should be informed to NULM Deptt.
Agenda 06:State Government Sponsored Schemes:
DIC:

Overall performance under Vajpayee Bankable Scheme was 6.381%. For  PMEGP  it is 17.78%.Therepresentative from  DIC  informed house that still  many applications were  pending of DIC Vajpai Bankable and Dattopant Thengdi Scheme. All Bank’s were advised to process all pending applications at branches immediately and reconcile with Deptt. Banks were advised to disposed of 228 pending application at the earliest. The District Collector shows concern for pending DIC Loans Applications under VBS and Dattopant Thengdi Scheme.. He has instructed house that  these pendance also reflects in the Chief Minister’s Dash Board and this effect the performance of Jamnagar District. The person from Collector Office also display the CM Dash Board and parameters there of. Banker’s to complete the sanction procedure of loan applications in eligible cases urgently. Many applications are pending with Bank’s. LDM has pointed out that at the instructions of District Collector last month major Bank’s having pending applications had a meeting with General Manager of DIC and it has been decided to follow up every month before 5th as in CM’s Dash board data entry should be carried out before 5th of Every month  and the pendency should be reconciled before 3rd of every month.Pending Subsidy cases were also discussed and member Bank’s requested to lodge pending subsidy cases where are  not lodged by Bank’s to  DIC

GSCEDC:

Under the scheme, against the target of  152 applications, the agency had sponsored 117 applications and the Banks had sanctioned 4 applications. The achievement was  only 2.63%.

DCWD (GBCDC):

 Against the target of 158 applications under the scheme, the agency had sponsored 18 applications. 12 applications had been sanctioned by the Banks which stood as 7.59% achievement.

 SHGs Linkages:

 While   reviewing the position of SHG cases.It was stated that  the target for the year 2018-2019 is1279against the same 345 Applications were sponsopred. 335 applications were sanctioned which stood as 97.10% achievement.  Banks were requested to finance more to SHGs. Representative from DRDA also informed house that application sponsored from GLPC should be given due weight age and target also to be achieved by all concern Bank’s.

Agenda 07: Review of performance under ACP 2018-19
As stated by LDM, the overall achievement up to June 2018 Quarter under ACP 2018-19 was Rs.1159.39 Cr. against the target of Rs.2981.95  Cr which stood at 59.73 %. Some of the banks have zero or negligible performance for the period under review i.e. Andhra,,BOM,CANARA,IDBI,OBC,INDIAN,SYNDICATE AXIS. All the banks were instructed to achieve the targets allotted to them. 

.

While reviewing the NPA, there was highest NPA in Govt. sponsored schemes. Therefore, all the agencies were requested to sponsor the cases on quality basis and endeavor the support for the recovery.

(Action: All the Banks)

Agenda 08  : Doubling of Farmers’ Income by year 2022:

Shri U.P.Shukla CM, LB, read out the position of  finance made by Bank’s in Dairy Horticulture ,Poultry and Fisheries. Chairman has also informed house that in the area of Agri. Term Loans finance should be increased and  potential should be taped with. DDO has  informed the house that in 12 miltch animals scheme as against Targt of 150 Units in Jamnagar District only 32 units has sanctioned..She urged Bank’s to finance more under the scheme for increase the farmers income.
Agenda :09:Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojna:

Progress under the scheme reviewed. Chairman  express concern for financing under the scheme into rural areas. No any Bank financing under the scheme in rural areas.The strategy for to finance under PMAY in Rural Areas should be chalked out.. He desired from Bank’s to finance more under PMAY scheme to needy people.

 Agenda 10:Progress in installation of Aadhar Enrollment Kit in Bank Branches.

 Progress under AAdhar Enrolment and activation of kit reviewed. Chairman instructed Bank’s where till the kit is not activated to activate and enroll more Aadhar enrolment as well corrections.

 Agenda 11: Review of Progress made in Submission of LBRs.

 Shri Shukla Chief Manager, Lead Bank informed the House that as at the end of the quarter under review, the submission of LBR-2, U-2  & LBR 3 was  31% ,14% & 17% respectively. 100% submission of  LBRs could not be made in spite of continuous follow up made by Lead Bank. the instructions. In spite of various efforts banks i.e. BOM ,CANARA,CBI,Corporation,PNB,Syndicate,SBI,INDIAN,P&SB,United BOI, HDFC,Axis ICICI,IDBI,KOTAK Bank  have not submitted LBRs since April-2018 to Sept. 2018. Shri Gupta from RBI also noted with concern the non submission of LBRs. He informed house that non submission of LBRs viewed by RBI seriously and every Bank’s to submit LBR timely without fail.DDO has also pointed out that this routine type of submission by Bank’s should  be done regularly. There should not be a follow up requires by Lead Bank Department for submission of t LBRs regularly.

(Action: All the Banks)

Agenda 12: Review of NPA:

NPA under various schemes were reviewed. Chairman informed house that at present no any long pending case for SARFAESI pending with  Dist. Collector Authorities .Chairman also informed member Bank’s to ensure the Address of Loanee and confirm address should be reported while filling of cases. In many cases notices/summons issued by District Collector Office returned bank due to incorrect address.The check list  wise documents should be kept  and verified with file while filling of action under  SARFAESI .
Agenda 13:& 14:Pending Subsidy claims and Review of recovery position in Recovery Certificate filed under State Recovery Act.:

Process under pending subsidy claims and Recovery certificates filling were discussed. Shri Shukla LDM informed house that the filling of State Recovery cases should be made with competent authority. In many cases RC being filled with District Collector Authority instead of DDO. It is clarified that the cases for Rural Areas should be filled with DDO.
 (Action: All the Banks)

 Agenda 15:Training at  RSETI

Director  from RSETI  explained the training conducted and settlement ratio was also discussed..LDM informed house  that 10 programs comprising 256 beneficiaries were conducted during the quarter.  Further, it was informed  that total 10 programmes covering 308 beneficiaries were conducted during current year.  Setlement ratio stood at 51.65%. Chariman express the concern for the settlement ratio. The same  should be increased. 

(Action: RSETI)

Agenda 16:Progress in issuance of various Credit Card Schemes.

Shri Shukla ready out the progress made under various credit card schemes. Chairman informed house that KCC No. of accounts should be increased and Agriculture finance should be given more attention. 

(Action: All the Banks)
Agenda 17: SHG related issues- grading of SHGs and SHG-Bank linkage.
Shri Kennedy Gabriel  DLM discussed the SHG related issues and he informed house that achievement  under the SHGs is low at present, the same should be increase to achieve the budgetedTargets of SHGs.

Agenda 18:Details of outdoor Financial Literacy Camps conducted by rural Brances of Banks:

Shri Shukla LDM read out the details of the FLC Camps conducted by Bank’s. He also  informed house that FLC appointed at Lead Bank will ne available on call from member Bank’s ShriS.K.Gupta  from RBI shows concern for conducting FLC camps. He also instructed  the house that FLC camp by Rural Branches to be conducted invariably and the same should be 2 or more per rural Branch.In Jamnagar District morethan 100 Branches are in rural area and FLC Camps figures not satisfactory. Each Rural Branch has to conduct at least minimum 1 (One) camp.   

(Action: All the Banks)

Agenda 19: Negotiable Warehouse Receipts to farmers by WDRA.

No bank has financed under these schemes.

Agenda 20: Joint Liability Group- Formation and Credit:

Earlier in Dhrol Block of SBI the finance under JLG were performed. At present the concern Company tie up with SBI not completed. LDM requested SBI authorities to complete the tie up formalities with JLG finance company to increase finance under JLG.
 (Action: SBI Bank)

Agenda 21: Details of various meetings of sub-committees held during the quarter.

Shri Shukla read the details of the same as there is no any data to inform.

Agenda 22:A suggestion to form a Public Forum for Pensioners: Railway Pensioners Association letter to RBI and RBI reply No. BD(AH)No.16 005.001/2018-19 Dated 19/11/2018.

Shri Shukla ready out the difficulties faces by pensioners with Bank’s and urged house to resolve the issue of pensioners and controllers to inform Branches accordingly. The pensioners are facing problems viz.

i)In many cases family pension not being automatically started even though it it clearly mentioned in PPO.

ii)On attending the age of 80 by pensioner 20% additional pension should be increase. The Branch to communicate in the matter.

iii)In case of non receipt of pension, the disbursing authority should be communicated by Bank Branch.

iv)In many cases arrears are not being paid. It takes delay in disbursement. 

Shri Shukla informed member Bank’s to take care of the issues raised by pensioner association and this type of representation should not came in future from pensioners. 
Agenda 23:Relief measures by Bank’s in Area affected by natural calamaties. Declaration of draught( Moderate) in 2 Talukas of Jamnagar District Dhrol and Jodiay.

Discussion regarding the RBI instructions on Relief measures were made.Shri Gupta informed house that latest instructions dated 17/10/2018 issued by RBI in the caption subject and Bank’s to act accordingly. 

Agenda 23A:

Re-Allocation of Service Area falls under Dena Bank Branches in Jamnagar Rural Area and in Jamnagar City Area was placed to house.

The service area of Dena Bank reallocated to Bank’s as Dena Bank is under clause of PCA by RBI and Bank is not permitted for new finances. In the circumstances loans under Govt. Sponsored Schemes were effected.New area of allocation being made and it is attached as Annexture with this minutes. 
Agenda 24: Activity Related to NABARD:

The Target set by NABARD to Bank’s were handed over to member Bank’s.DDM NABARD made power point presentation on potential linked credit plan prepared for 2019-20. He spoke about the physical potential available in various sub sector and also infrastructure/support services required in the district for credit absorption. He presented subsector wise credit potential and informed that Rs3924.31 crore has been assessed for priority sector advances for 2019-20 , out of which Rs. 1932.99 crore (49.25%) under agriculture, Rs. 1011.14crore (25.76%) for agri. term loans, Rs. 758.47 crore (19.32%) towards MSME &Rs. 221.69  crore (5.67%) towards other priority sector areas viz. education, housing,renewable energy & rural infrastructure etc.He requested all banks to prepare banking plan for the ensuing year keeping credit potential mentioned in PLP. He also spoke about need and aim of doubling of farmers’ income by 2022. He informedthe house about the need for area based schemes prepared by NABARD on dairy animals financing and drip irrigation inCotton. He advised all banks to submit MIS related to ADS to lead bank at every quarter. He mentioned that these schemes will boost capital formation in the district and help in increase the productivity of farm and thus increase in income of farmers. 

He had also informed about newly declared centrally sponsored Agri. Marketing Infrastructure scheme for rural godown in detail. He had also mentioned progress of stand up India scheme and advised all banks to give thrust to the scheme and increase financing under stand up India scheme as per target envisaged. The PLP 2019-20 prepared by NABARD was formally launched during the meeting at the hands of Sushri. Prashsti Pareek (DDO, Jamnagar). 
 Agenda 25:Any Other matter with permission of the chair.

There was no other matter to be discussed, the meeting was concluded with vote of thanks by Shri U.P.Shukla LDM Jamnagar
