It was observed that the overall achievement during the quarter sept 2018 was to the tuned 45%, which is not satisfactory and all the bankers were advised to achieve maximum possible target for the current year.  The Agril. credit portfolio for the period was 52 % per cent of the target of 234851 lakh. The performance under Education and Housing loan as well as other priority sector advances are not up to the mark for which the Banks were requested by our in charge Collector to gear up the machinery for coming quarters.

DDM NABARD at this juncture informed the House that a post event disbursement has to be conducted in the district under Stand-up India .
AGENDA -09 Roll of Banks in doubling farmers income by 2022:

LDM opening the discussion on the topic, we requested all the Bankers to bestow their attention in the matter and finance the farmers according to their requirement especially for investment credit. He requested District Agriculture Officer to throw more light on the issue. DAO Shri S S Patel briefed about various measures taken up by the department for doubling of farmer income by 2022. 
i) Area Development Scheme - DDM, NABARD deliberated on need for enhancing agriculture term loan financing and progress under ADS identified for the district. Only DCCBs and RRB have reported the progress under ADS and thus it was requested to all banks to report the sanction and disbursement details of financing under ADS. 
ii) Agriculture Marketing Infrastructure (AMI) – DDM briefed the house about the revised AMI guidelines which will be applicable from 22-10-2018 to 31-03-2020. Subsidy for various activities for storage and non-storage were discussed and banks were advised to create awareness among stakeholders and finance under AMI scheme which will also increase their agri term loan portfolio. It was also requested to district bank coordinators to forward the AMI guidelines to their concerned branches. 
iii)  Launching of PLP 2019-20 – The PLP 2019-20 prepared by NABARD for the district was launched by the Hon’ble Collector in the meeting. DDM informed the house that the PLP 2019-20 has been prepared in Hindi. Salient features of the PLP was presented by the DDM and emphasized that for the ACP planning for 2019-20, the branches should focus on financing potential activities in their area towards agri term loan so that it is 35% of total agri loan.

It was informed to house by LDM that all type of government scholarship and subsidies are being credited in beneficiary’s accounts directly by respective departments. The enhancement in carpet area will be effective from the date the CLSS for MIG had become effective i.e. 01.01.2017. A copy of the said notification is available in SLBC sight.

Declaration of drought in 51 Talukas (Sub-districts) of 11 districts of Gujarat by Govt. of Gujarat
The Revenue Dept., Govt. of Gujarat vide its notification SCY-102018-791-S.1 dated 30th October 2018 has declared 51 Talukas (Sub-districts) of 11 districts of Gujarat (viz. Ahmedabad, Banaskantha, Bhavnagar, Devbhoomi Dwarka, Jamnagar, Kutch, Mehsana, Morbi, Patan, Rajkot & Surendranagar) as moderate to severely drought affected areas owing to condition arising from low amount of precipitation, depleting ground and surface water, poor crop conditions etc. 

SLBC has been advised to collate and submit details of short term Crop loan sanctioned by various Banks in these 51 Talukas of 11 districts in the period from 01.04.2018 to 30.09.2018. Detail has been circulated to all member banks and all district coordinators to furnish information if required by SLBC .

In view of lending restrictions imposed on Dena Bank (under PCA), feasibility for redistribution of service areas solely serviced by Dena Bank to other bank branches has been examined by FIDD, Ahmedabad RO. Since service area approach imposes restrictions on lending under Government Sponsored schemes by non-service area branches, it has been observed that credit needs in the areas solely serviced by Dena Bank branches is being hampered. Accordingly, a list of villages solely serviced by Dena Bank branches and alternate bank branches to which service areas can be allotted to other Bank Branches.

In view of above, It  was advised that a meeting of district level NRLM committee (comprising of members- District Collector/ Chief Executive Officer - Chairman, DDM of NABARD, LDO of RBI, District level Coordinators of the implementing banks, Concerned Heads of district level line  departments, General Manager, DIC , District KVIB Officer, Project Director, DRDA ,2-3 NGO representatives, Lead Bank Officer- Convenor)  may be convened urgently before the ensuing DCC meetings for respective districts. District wise list of villages and alternate bank branches to which service areas can be allocated is enclosed for consideration of Dist. NRLM committee.
 LDMs was advised to include the decision of the committee in the agenda for the ensuing DCC meetings to be held during December, 2018. Once reallocated SSA is approved, the same may be minutised and circulated to all concerned by LDM, with CC to bank branch allotted additional service area.

Accordingly House empowered LDM   to Reallocate branches to other bank in BLBC meeting and to circulate to all banks in district. 
Hon’ble Collector informed the house that now the release of online created charge on land has been enabled and banks were advised to use the same. Resolution in this regard was also circulated during the meeting.
