The 4th    DLRC & DLCC meeting for the quarter ended MARCH-2019 was convened on 30-05-2019 at 5:00  P. M. at the conference hall of District collector Office,  Rajpipla (Narmada), 
The meeting was presided over by DRDA Assistant director MR. Arvindbhai P Prajapati Sir  chairman of DLRC & DLCC Meeting.

At  the outset, Mr. N A KHUMAN, Lead district Manager welcomed Mr. A P Prajapati SIR  Assistant director  DRDA Narmada, Mr. S K GUPTA, LDO-AGM, Reserve Bank of India and Mr. Amant Vardam DDM NABARD and  all Branch Managers,  Officers  and  Officers from  Govt. Dept.

The proceeding of the meeting started and agenda-wise points were discussed.
AGENDA ITEM NO. 01
Approval of the minutes of the last meeting held on 07-03-2019.
The LDM put the minutes before the house for approval. Since no member offered any suggestion/ modification, the same were unanimously approved.

The minutes of last DLCC dated 13-03-2019 mailed to all concerns as per letter NO.LDM/Narmada/M3/2018-19, Dated 13-03-2019   was treated as read and approved by the house.

AGENDA ITEM NO.02
Mr. S K GUPTA AGM LDO from RBI has discussed in the meeting that the action will be taken against the irregular and absent office by coordinating to their Regional heads and corporate office by asking written explanation by the absent officers.

AGENDA ITEM NO.03
FIP Progress Report:-
LDM told that deployment of Business correspondents in 32 uncovered/ inadequately covered villages, activation of inactive BCs, in sub service areas (SSA) and deployment of additional touch points (BCs)in the villages may be taken to provide uninterrupted banking access in the villages. He also advised to start postal bank at our 32 unbanked area in NARMADA district and fill up the gap.
Total rural centers ( Tier - 6 ) is 32 but covered by BC in rural areas below population of 5000 where bank branches are not available Bank/branches are advised to appoint active BC in those remote areas so that rural peoples can avail banking facilities at their door step.

AGENDA ITEM NO.04
Review of key Banking parameters:-

LDM sir Mr. N A KHUMAN inform that deposit growth as at the end of the March 2019 was RS. 1845.56 crores comparing to December 2018 of RS. 1715.71 crores net rise of RS. 129.85 crores and net rise in percentage is 7.57% for the quarter ended March 2019.

LDM sir Mr. N A KHUMAN inform that advances growth as at the end of the March, 2019 was RS. 1007.58 crores comparing to December 2018 was RS. 919.68 crores net rise of RS. 87.90 crores and net rise in percentage is 9.58% for the quarter ended March 2019
Mr. A P Prajapati sir DRDA Assistant Narmada District said that there are huge possibilities to enhance advances in the ASPIRATIONAL DISTRCIT and directed bankers to put their sincere efforts for the development of the District with flow of agriculture credits in all the identified activities for this district. Still poor people are deprived from Govt. schemes as well as bank loan facility. 
CD Ratio of the DCB DEDIAPADA, INDUSIND Bank, Dena Bank, have not shown satisfactory trend and appealed them to enhance the flow of credit as per SACP.  Majority of Banks in our district have not achieved their target as per SACP. 

AGENDA ITEM NO.05

Progress under PMJDY/Social Security Scheme/PMMY:-

LDM Sir expressed their satisfaction for the progress made under PMJDY of our NARMADA district and to cater more and more rural people under the above schemes for their progress and prosperity resulting to overall growth.

There is a very good response from all the banker’s of NARMADA district in PMJDY a/c. opening. Total No. of a/cs. Opened is 237591, out of which Aadhaar seeded a/cs. Are 189932, total Rupay card issued in PMJDY A/cs. Comes to 208378 and net balance in PMJDY A/cs. Arrives at RS.52.99 crores.

The Chairman also expressed their not satisfaction for the progress made under Social Security Scheme in the district conceding to PMSBY 138368, PMJJBY 27784, Atal Pension Yojana 12803 total comes to 178955.
The chairman  suggested to appoint B.C. in DEDIAPADA AND SAGBARA taluka so that we can cater our banking facility in our remote areas.

AGENDA ITEM NO.06

The details of the progress made in implementation of Central Government Sponsored Schemes.
In PMEGP (KVIC) scheme no. of applications forwarded to Banks is 44, applications sanctioned by Bank is 6, applications disbursed by Banks is 6 and applications disbursed by Banks is 6, applications rejected by banks is 4 and applications pending with the Banks is 34.
LDM informed the house that pending applications with the bank’s are on higher side and branches to take initiatives to dispose off the pending applications at an early date on or before 30-06-2019.

Other central Government Sponsored Schemes NULM

Under the NULM central Government sponsored scheme No. of applications sponsored is 36, no. of application sanctioned is 19, no. of application rejected is 10 and no. of pending applications are 7, LDM express their dis-satisfaction for the progress made under the NULM scheme.
AGENDA ITEM NO.07

Progress of state govt. sponsored schemes:-

LDM expressed his satisfaction under the progress made to state Government sponsored various scheme and congratulation to all banker as well as DIC NARMADA.

Under the VBS scheme progress is 149.71%, DTASY scheme progress comes to 25% need to be improved, to cater the rural poor.

AGENDA ITEM NO.08

LDM expressed his not satisfaction of NARMADA district for achieving annual allocation target of RS.659.62 crores and all bank’s have made poor efforts and achieved only RS.454.79 crores which comes to 68.95% for the Finanacial Year 2018-19 which is quite poor.
The progress made by the NARMADA district was also not appreciated by the Chair person Mr. A P PRAJAPATI SIR  from DRDA Narmada ,   Mr. S K Gupta, LDO-AGM, Reserve Bank of India and Mr. ANANT VARDAM, DDM NABARD, wherein Agriculture Term Loan sectors have not achieved their targeted goal for the quarter ended March, 2019.
AGENDA ITEM NO.09

DOUBLING FARMER’s INCOME BY 2022:-
DDM ANANT SIR also told that No of KCC as well as Agriculture Term loan, SHGs credit linkage loan, JLGs group loan have increased substantially during current quarter. He advised that all eligible farmers should be covered by KCCs and campaign to achieve saturation under the KCCs. He also pointed out that incentive regarding disbursement of new SHGs/JLGs group. LDM sir forward herewith guidelines and circulars issued by RBI and common application and gist of the scheme for your information with guidance in DLCC meeting.
AGENDA ITEMS NO: 10

REVIEW OF NPAs:-

Mr. S K GUPTA, LDO-AGM, Reserve Bank of India expressed their deep concerned to reduce the NPA in our district particularly Agriculture Term Loan where there is huge mounting to 15.62% needs to strict monitoring and further efforts to be made to recover the dues as early as possible. 
AGENDA ITEMS NO: 11
Review of recovery under State Recovery Act (Gujarat Public Money Recovery Acts Gujarat Agriculture Credit (Provision & Facilities) Act 1979,   Collector and DDO office to dispose of the pending 744 cases. Mr. S K GUPTA Sir, also request to all bankers to make recovery strictly in each block to set the example amongst the   loan defaulters. Mr. S K GUPTA sir wants Bank’s branch wise NPA borrower list. He also suggested to LDM sir please put this matter in next quarter.

AGENDA ITEMS NO: 12
LONG PENDING SUBSIDY CLAIMS
The LDM expressed his serious concern for pending subsidy cases of BARODA GUJARAT GRAMIN BANK, GARUDESHWAR. IN this connection Mr. More Sir GM, DIC  NARMADA have solved the problem at a time in the meeting. Mrs. M M JOSHI (SWO) told to bank’s manager please send pending subsidy claim to her office immediately for the F. Y. -2018-19.
AGENDA ITEMS NO: 13
Aligning roadmap for unbanked villages having population more than 5000 with revised guidelines on branch authorization policy.

No villages are having in NARMADA DISTRICT with population of 5000 & above. 

LDM told that deployment of Business correspondents in uncovered/ inadequately covered villages, activation of inactive BCs, in sub service areas (SSA) and deployment of additional touch points (BCs)in the villages may be taken to provide uninterrupted banking access in the villages. He also advised to appoint bank Sakhi model (SHG Woman) BC at our 32 unbanked area in DEDIAPADA and SAGBARA block and fill up the gap.
AGENDA ITEMS NO: 14
Progress in issuance of KISHAN CREDIT CARD SCHEMES.

LDM, informed the house that -2413 kishan credit cards has been issued up to MARCH, 2019. Total target for KCC is 46122. Cumulative 34429 K.C.C. a/cs outstanding amt. RS. 327.08 crores. The chairman suggested to the hose that all Bank’s have to make collective efforts to issue more and more KCC.
Me. S K GUPTA Sir has informed the house that 100% farmers to be covered under KCC. Hence all the Banks have to plan to cover (TARGET-100 KCC. a/cs to each Bank’s branches) all farmers with the help of Agriculture Dept. Talati, Gram sevak at village level for special mission mode.
AGENDA ITEMS NO: 15

Financial Literacy Camps conducted by Rural Branches of the Banks:-

The LDM & GUPTA Sir have expressed his dissatisfaction for only 1 camp during the March 2019 quarter ended. Gupta Sir, AGM RBI told it is very serious matter because your NARMADA district is declared as Aspirational district by NITI AYOG.
MR. Gupta sir also told that, it has been decide to observe the first week of June 3-7, 2019 as Financial Literacy Week (FLW) with focus on ‘Farmers”.
The following two messages viz- Agriculture Financing for your crops & Responsible borrowing with be highlighted as part of the FLW.

He also requested to all Bank’s rural branches manager to conduct financial literacy camp during the 3 June to 7 June-2019 without fail.

AGENDA ITEMS NO: 16 
Negotiable Warehouse Receipts:-
There is no such accounts in our NARMADA district.

AGENDA ITEMS NO: 17

Joint Liability Group – Formation & Credit:-

 LDM informed the house that there are 1145 JLG in our Narmada district. 
Shri Anant Sir, DDM, NABARD suggested to increase more and more JLG finance to cater more rural people under the scheme so that we can engage mass peoples in the Banking channel and educate them under financial literacy also. He also informed the house that only Bank of Baroda, Baroda Gujarat Gramin Bank and State Bank of India are financing to JLG group all other public and private sector banks are not financing the same. He also added that there is NIL NPA in this sector, bankers are advised to finance more and more in JLG Group. 
AGENDA ITEM NO. 18
MISSION MANGLAM CASES:- Mr. NIKHILBHAI expressed their unhappiness over credit linkage of SHGs of our District as it is very  poor compare to other districts. He also surprised that number of sponsored application is lower.  He also informed the house that prime Minister special campaign in ASPIRATONAL DISTRICT, the first agenda is to empower the women and without financial support it is not possible and bank have to play key roll. Above mentioned bank branches specially and others in general have to sanction maximum women SHGs cases. 
He also told that, 569 SHGs loan application pending in our NARMADA district.
AGENDA ITEM NO. 19
IMPORTANT MATER  :- Mr. S K GUPTA, LDO-AGM, Reserve Bank of India told to all bank’s manager for AADHAR ENABLED PAYMENT SYSTEM join Aadhaar card with DBT account. He also told to appoint nodal officer in district level. Before seeding Aadhaar card please take consultant letter from the account holder in vernacular language. RBI Circular to be send within few days. 
Thereafter, as there was no matter and the meeting were ended with vote of thanks by LDM Mr. N A KHUMAN sir.
