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Minutes of District Level Consultative Committee (DLCC/DLRC) Meeting held on 17.07.2018 at Sabhakhand, Collector office, Godhra to review the progress under Annual Credit Plan 2018-19 for the quarter ended June- 2018.
The DLCC/DLRC meeting of Panchmahals District was convened on 17th September 2018 at 05.00 p.m. at meeting Hall, Collector Office, Godhra under the Chairmanship of Respected Shri Udit Agrawal (IAS), Collector & District Magistrate, Panchmahal District to review the performance of the quarter ended June -2018.
The list of participants is enclosed as Annexure 1 and list of non-participants as Annexure 2. The Chairman took serious note about the absence of Kotak Mahindra Bank.
At the outset Mr. Kiran Chauhan, Lead District Manager, Panchmahals extended warm welcome to Respected Shri Udit Agrawal (IAS), Collector & District Magistrate, PMS, Godhra, Shri A.J.Shah (IAS) DDO, PMS, Shri M.L.Nalvaya (GAS) RAC, PMS, Shri Nirbhoy Deo Sharma, RBI, Ahmedabad, R.P. Chaudhari , Director,  DRDA, PMS, Shri R.R.Ada, Director, BSVS, Godhra, all senior level Bankers and Govt. Officials from various agencies.

Approval of minutes of last DLCC meeting held on 26.06.2018
The minutes of last DLCC meeting held on 26.06.2018 has been sent to members vide letter no. BZ:GR:LBD:35/42 dated 21.07.2018. As no suggestions/ comments were received to Lead Bank, the house confirmed the minutes.

LDM Mr. Kiran Chauhan informed to the house about the new DLCC agenda, which was made effective from March 2018 quarter for the review of progress under various categories.

Review of banking development: 

During the June-18 Quarter 1 new branch opened in the district were opened accounting to the total number of branches to -143- in Panchmahal District.
During June-18 quarter and during the year 2018-19, only 1 new ATMs were established accounting to the total number of ATMs to -133- in Panchmahal District. 

Agenda Review Deposit, Advances & Credit Deposit Ratio:
While reviewing Deposits, LDM informed that a decrease of Rs 29.11 cr. was observed during the June quarter. On YOY, basis comparison there is an increase of Rs 462.32 cr. In advances, there was an increase of Rs. 172.14 cr. (Q-o-Q). On Y-o-Y basis Comparison, it showed increase of Rs 784.25 cr.  CD ratio of the district stood at 49.58 % for June-18 quarter. The house noted that the CD ratio of 08 Bank was below 40% out of this, 1 Banks was below 20%.
Priority Sector Advances:
LDM Informed that figures of total outstanding in priority sector increased from 1536.15 cr to 1877.22 cr (Y-o-Y). The performance under agriculture increased from 732.45 cr to 887.23 cr. whereas weaker sector from 694.30 cr to 1023.99 cr (Y-o-Y). 
FIP Progress: 

LDM informed the house that providing of banking services in the unbanked villages having population more than 5000 with banking facility with brick and mortal branches. Total 30 rural centres are unbanked and LDM requested banks to cover all 30 unbanked rural area with bricks and mortal branches.
LDM also informed about the gap in BC appointment in SSA that is prevailing in SBI, house received assurance for BC appointment from the bank.

The Chairman interrogated to SBI bank regarding the pending branch opening in uncovered SSA.

Progress under PMJDY:

LDM informed about the PMJDY accounts opened & progress under Aadhaar card seeding by the banks during the quarter.
The Chairman advised to all bank to create more and more awareness about PMJDY, PMSBY, PMJJBY, APY etc and give special focus on Aadhar seeding in all saving bank A/c with.
LDM has advised to Private Banks to open PMJDY, PMSBY, PMJJBY, APY Accounts.

Social Security Scheme:
PMSBY= 87815, PMJJBY=33461, APY= 9404.
The Chairman has exhausted the Banks to improve performance under these social Security schemes and advise to settle the case on priority basis. 

PMMY:

LDM inform the house that till the end of the June-2018 Quarter total 811 accounts were disbursed amounted Rs. 8.17 crores. 

The Chairman advice to all banks to canvass good quality loan under PMMY. 
PMEGP: 
LDM informed house that total 10 applications forwarded to banks by agencies out of which 7 applications sanctioned and disbursed. 

National Urban livelihood Mission (NULM)
LDM informed that against target of 30 applications 12 application were sanctioned (40.00 % achievement).

State Government Sponsored schemes:
LDM appraised the house that against the target of 1000 cases under Vajpayee Bankable Scheme 1499 application sponsored by DIC out of which 179 application sanctioned. 
LDM informed that progress under other government schemes are not satisfactory as in GWEDC scheme achievement was only 4.71%, and GSCEDC scheme achievement was 8.27%.
The Chairman has expressed concerned for poor performance and instruct all Government agencies to sponsored good quality loan cases to bank and all banks to sanction good quality loan under government sponsored scheme.
Annual Credit Plan (ACP)
LDM informed that the achievement up to corresponding quarter June 2017 in the last financial year was 19.89% and it has increased 29.37% for the Quarter June 2018. LDM also requested all the banks to submit the LBR timely in order to complete the actual performance under Service Area Credit Plan in the current financial year.

LDM informed to all banks for submit LBR timely, due to late submission of LBR work affected and progress not shown.
Progress in installation of Aadhaar Enrolment kit in bank branches;

LDM informed that total 14 kit installed in various branches.  

Review of NPA:
LDM informed that total NPA for June 2018 quarter is 5.36%.Bankers have cause concern about the Huge NPA in the branches specially in government sponsored scheme and Agriculture. Banks needs support from Government offices.
Respected shri A.J.Shah (IAS) DDO, PMS has instructed to all government loan-sponsoring department to sponsor good quality loan application after proper inspection only and also ensure to first select top 10 cases of NPA for recovery under state recovery acts. 
SARFAESAI:
LDM informed that total 24 cases pending for passing order more than 60 days.
Pending subsidy claim:

Hon’ble Chairman has taken up the issue and instruct to DIC to take needful action for release the pending subsidy immediately.  

KCC (Kisan credit card):

LDM informed that total 84440 KCC account with limit 494.18 crore as on        June -2018 and inform to all banks to complete the Aadhar seeding in all KCC accounts.

The Chairman advice the house to issue credit card to all eligible farmers and create awareness regarding use of credit card.    

SHG:

LDM informed that all banks opened 64 new saving accounts and sanctioned 99 loan applications with Rs. 148 lacs during quarter June-2018. Out of sanctioned loan, 99 loans were disbursed with Rs. 144.10 lacs.

The Chairman has advised to all bankers to increase account opening and linkage of eligible SHG. The Chairman also instruct LDM and Director DRDA to take up the NPA matter immediately.

Financial Literacy Camps:
LDM informed that during the quarter 123 was conducted by branches and advise branches to conduct at least one FLC camp per month.  

DDM, NABARD 

1. Bankers were requested to cover maximum farmers under crop loan and such farmers may also be covered under PMFBY.  Bankers to take care while issue of KCCs, to ensure that it reaches to the proper person/ account holder. 

2. There is a need to increase Agri term loans in the district. Dairy is one of the suitable activity for the same. NABARD has prepared two Area Development Schemes for AH – Dairy and Goatary. Bankers may sanction more loans for suitable farmers under these schemes, as well as under 12 Animal Scheme of State Govt., so that sanction and disbursements under these portfolio increases in the district.  

3. DDM, NABARD made appeal to all bankers to scout for good proposal/s under Stand – up India scheme. 

4. Bankers may encourage formation of more SHGs and JLGs and effect  more credit linkage of SHG members. Bankers may utilize existing SHG and JLG members as potential customers.  Bankers were also told that NABARD has formed Farmers Producers’ Organisation and completed Wadi project in the district. The farmer members of these groups may be utilized well for effective credit linkage.   

5. The details of availability of soft loan under Rural Infrastructure Development Fund (RIDF) and NIDA of NABARD, was told to all present in the meeting.
Mr. Nirbhoy Deo Sharma, RBI, Ahmedabad, 
· SBI, CBI, BGGB, UBI and Dena Bank were advised to step up their efforts to better the CD Ratio.

· CD Ratio of above banks were far from satisfactory. Except Dena Bank, which is under PCS framework, other banks were advised to step up efforts.

· LDM was advised to include a more detailed comparative data (Q-o-Q and Y-o-Y) of the sectors mentioned as under:

· SHG bank linkage for credit flow to unorganized sector.

· Total no. of Rural branches vis-à-vis total FL camps conducted.

· Progress of training programmes by R-SETI.

· Progress under PMJDY- Aadhar seeding/ enrolment so as to achieve 100 % target. (The District had achieved target of only 74 % out of the total no. of Accounts opened).

· The banks which had underperformed were advised to step up their efforts. 
· DLM was advised to identify the training needs of SHGs and bring them closer to R-SETI for vocational training. He was also advised to conduct workshops for branch officials and field level functionaries regarding the new DAY- NULM, DAY-NRLM. 

· LDM was advised to co-ordinate closely with DDM, NABARD & Director, R-SETI and persuade them to visit FL camps in unbanked areas to impress upon the villagers the importance of Skill Development and Capacity Building.

· SBI was advised to appoint BCs in the 13 uncovered SSAs urgently.

· LDM was advised to identify the Banking Outlets as per SLBC report for Quarter ending June 2018 and allot to the banks as per SSA for opening of Banking Outlets. 

· The District Coordinators were advised to 

· come prepared with all data for the meeting and attend diligently. 
· disseminate the decisions of DCC/ DLRC meetings to their bank branches in order to make the forum more effective. 

· ensure timely submission of correct data from the their bank branches to ensure fruitful discussion in the forum.

· LDM was advised to put in a mechanism/ practice where the banks against which action PARA has been raised in the DCC Meeting would invariably submit ATR for acceptance. The ATR should also be part of Agenda of the meeting.

Banks were setting off the PMAY (Aawas yojana) subsidy received from Government meant for credit to the beneficiary account with the outstanding dues not paid by that beneficiary/ borrower. DDO advised the banks not to set off outstanding dues with that of the credited to the beneficiary accounts. The undersigned informed the DDO about the IBA Circular no. SB/RBI/DBT/ 2017-18/ 3027 dated June 21, 2017 on DBT and Banker’s Right to Set Off. RBI had convened a meeting with banks and IBA on the above subject to evolve industry wide framework. The banks were not agreeable to forgo the right to set off as general rule but agreed to forgo this right in specific instances where the relief one time measure based on Govt. notifications and is linked to natural calamities.

Chairman, Hon’ble Shri Udit Agrawal (IAS) Collector and District Magistrate, advice the house to increase the Aadhaar seeding and achieve 100% Aadhaar seeding in all saving accounts by September quarter DLCC meeting. 
Under Other items: 

LDM informed to the house about the 12 cattle milch animal interest subvention scheme date extended 30.09.2018 and 4% interest subvention scheme for KCC loan.  
The meeting was concluded with vote of thanks.
