Collector and Chairman of DLCC Patan, Shri  D K Parikh  D D O Patan  presided over the meeting. The meeting was also attended by, Smt Sheela Devi  LDO RBI, Shri Motilal Meena D R M, Bank Of Baroda, Banaskantha Zone,  ,Shri Rakesh Kumar Verma, DDM NABARD, Shri M. J Patel, LDM & Convener, District Coordinators of Banks and Senior Government Officials.  The list of participants is enclosed as Annexure-I.  At the outset, Shri M J Patel, Lead District Manager welcomed all the participants to the meeting.  After due permission of the Chair, the agenda items were taken up for discussion but as advised by honorable collector and  model code of conduct was in force only banking related points of outstanding and achievement as per agenda was discussed and was approved by house .

Agenda - 2 : Banking Development in Key Areas as on quarter ended march 2019

(A) Branch Expansion
            LDM informed the House that the branch network in the district stood at 158 branches at the end of March 2019. Hon’ble
Collector also requested bankers to examine the feasibility of opening of new bank branch at Der village which was visited by him recently. Der village was identified as Unbanked Rural Centre under FIP and till now no bank branch is opened.
(B)  Deposits

            The aggregate deposits of the banks in the district increased   by Rs.189.63 crore during the    

           Quarter March 2019 and stood at Rs.5359.03 crore at the quarter ended march 2019.
(C) Credit Expansion:
The total advances of the district stood Rs.3805.00 crore at the end of March 2019 with overall increase of Rs. 135.13 crore over the previous quarter ended Dec 2018. Collector noted on dismal performance on education loan disbursement and suggested to improve upon the same and to examine the issues for low finance.
(D) CD Ratio:                                                 

The C.D. Ratio in the district stood at 71.00 percent at the end of March 2019 which is above     the national average of 60%. The District coordinators / controllers of Banks have been                 advised to take note of the same and put in more efforts to increase the CD Ratio. Bank wise review was also taken by the Chairman and LDO RBI and the Banks which are having CD ratio below 60% were advised to take corrective measures to increase the CD ratio in coming FY.

The District Coordinators were informed by DM that opening of account under PMJDY should be hassle free and to take monthly review of the program being implemented by their branches so that more and more beneficiaries are covered under these schemes

(i) Road Map for providing regular Banking services in Villages / Unbanked Centers, Sub Service area Plan

While discussing providing regular banking service in unbanked centers our DM shri Anand Patel again requested DRM BOB to open branch in Santalpur Village which has only one bank with very large geographical area. DRM informed that after full fledge to merger of Bank of Baroda with Dena Bank and Vijya Bank we will give top most priority in opening branch at village Santalpur.
Further LDO Smt Sheeladevi informed the house about various circular and guide lines issued by RBI. She advised all members to advise all banks representative to advise their respective bank to accept coins by branches. Also requested to government authority to issue advisory in public that Ten Rs coins are in circulation and must be accepted by all local shop keepers and public. She further discussed about RBI circular dated 10/06/2019 regarding Basic saving bank deposit accounts (BSBDA). She informed that as per RBI circular In the interest of better customer service, it has been decided to make certain changes in the facilities associated with the account. Banks are now advised to offer the following basic minimum facilities in the BSBD Account, free of charge, without any requirement of minimum balance.

i. The deposit of cash at bank branch as well as ATMs/CDMs

ii. Receipt/ credit of money through any electronic channel or by means of deposit /collection of cheques drawn by Central/State Government agencies and departments

iii. No limit on number and value of deposits that can be made in a month

iv. Minimum of four withdrawals in a month, including ATM withdrawals

v. ATM Card or ATM-cum-Debit Card
The BSBD Account shall be considered a normal banking service available to all.
Further she informed the house about change of RTGS and NEFT charges processing charges and time varying charges levied on banks by Reserve Bank of India (RBI) for outward transactions undertaken using the RTGS system, as also the processing charges levied by RBI for transactions processed in NEFT system will be waived by the Reserve Bank. She also informed the house about Aadhar that banker must take consent before linkage to account .DBT will go to account where Aadhar has been updated at last.
(ii) Role of Business Correspondents (BCs)

LDO briefed role of BC and advised all the banks to see that all BCs are active and vacancies of BCS are filled on priority. LDM gave detail of BCs in district which was as below.

LDM gave brief information about FLC camp organized by various banks. DDM NABARD briefed about reimbursement given for FLC camps and SHG camps. 
LDO Sheela Davi requested LDM to collect information of FLC conducted for DIGITAL Program of all the Bank  on third Friday. Further she advised FLC to give special trust on KCC saturation in FLC programs. In turn LDM advised all the district coordinators to report bank wise and branch wise and how many camps are conducted in rural Branches from next time. Further LDO advised all District coordinators to give wide publications about spongy scheme and Electronics payments.
AGENDA – 4 Review of performance of banks under District Credit Plan (DCP) 2018-19.

It was observed that the overall achievement during the quarter march 2019 was to the tuned 72%, which is not satisfactory and all the bankers were advised to achieve maximum possible target for the current year.  The Agril. credit portfolio for the period was 80 % per cent of the target of 234851 lakh. The performance under Education and Housing loan as well as other priority sector advances are not up to the mark for which the Banks were requested by DDO to gear up the machinery for coming quarters. 

During ACP achievement review, DDM pointed out issues on KCC disbursement during 2018-19 and outstanding at 31-03-2019 in the district. The pvt. Bank esp. Axis Bank and   HDFC Bank, per a/c KCC amount is on higher side and at the same time there is unexplained difference in disb. and o/s in a/c as well as in amount. The concerned banks were advised to submit the clarification on the same. It was also observed that in case of KCC data of SBI in the district, the disbursement for 2018-19 was made to 16588 a/cs but o/s as on March’19, the account no. was shown as 4948.  
DDO also mentioned about the low marks to district in respect of credit achievement parameters and requested bankers to achieve target of the ACP.

Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana (Urban)–Credit Linked Subsidy Scheme
LDM informed the house that Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana (Urban)–Credit Linked Subsidy Scheme is effective from 17/06/2015 to 31/03/2022. On the basis of feedback received from two Central Nodal Agency (CNA) and other stakeholders, Ministry of Housing and Urban Affairs, Govt. of India vide notification dated 12th June, 2018 has enhanced carpet area in MIG I category from “up to 120 square meter” to “up to 160 square meter” and in MIG II category from “up to 150 square meter” to “up to 200 square meter”. The enhancement in carpet area will be effective from the date the CLSS for MIG had become effective i.e. 01.01.2017. A copy of the said notification is available in SLBC sight.

The house was informed about the Pre-PLP meeting held with the stakeholders on 27-06-2019. Some aspects of the same were discussed during the meeting. It was requested to banks and line departments to provide inputs and relevant data for the PLP preparation for the year 2020-21.

Request for opening of branch at village Kalyana , Siddhpur Block.

LDM informed that SLBC and RBI has received request letter from Kalyana gram Panchayat through Gujarat Government for opening Branch in Kalyana Village. In this regards, LDO, RBI Smt Sheeladevi and LDM Shri M J Patel visited village on 14th June 2019 and discussed with the applicants. On detailed inquiry, it was observed that population of Village is less than 4800 against applicant indicating it around 6000. Further, as per applicant submission, the nationalized bank is 10 km away while it was found that Corporation Bank with ATM  has its branch in village Kunvara which is less than 4.5 km from the Kalyana village. It has also been claimed that people have to go 10 KM for cash transaction which is also not complete true as BC from Dena Bank (now BOB) is giving full flagged service in Panchayat office itself. On discussion with people it was reported that some of the families have been migrated to Surat , Ahmedabad , Siddhpur etc . 
DRM from BOB informed that looking to village size and above report carried out by LDM and LDO opening branch in the village is not viable.It was requested to all Branch representatives to make their own survey and may open branch in the village.

LDM informed that Gujarat Government has issue notification wide letter no LRC /102015/61/HR dated 04/02/2015 that charge creation and cancelation are now to be done by same bank branch. All relevant paper to be submitted to Edhara within seven days otherwise entry may be rejected. All district coordinators were advised to inform to their respective branches.
