15.0 Summary of important circulars issued by RBI/NABARD/Other Authorities relevant to this forum
The Department of Financial Services,MOF, Delhi vide its letter dated 7th Sep.18 has informed about continuation of PMJDY scheme beyond 28.8.18 with the change in focus of opening of account from every household to every adult with following modifications 
A. Existing OD Limit to PMJDY A/c holders Rs.5000 has been raised to Rs.10000
B. Age limit of A/c holder has been revised to 18-65
C. There will not be any conditions attached for OD up to Rs.2000/-
D. Accident Insurance cover for New Rupay Card holder Rs.2 Lakhs to 
New PMJDY A/c opened after 28.8.18.
