1.0 The comparatively, year to year growth, in total Deposit and total Advances stood at 2.83% & 43%   respectively. The CD Ratio is stood 143%, against notional level 60% which is quite satisfactory.   
2.0 The Growth in the priority sector advances stood at 44% of the target for the quarter Mar.19.
3.0 At the end of 4th quarter, the total Priority sector, Agriculture sector, weaker section which were 44%, 4.47% & 2.83 respectively as against the National Bench Mark of 40%, 18% & 10%. He appealed to the bankers to accelerate credit growth so that the target for Agriculture and weaker sections are not only achieved but surpassed to the national Level bench mark of 18% and 10% resp.
4.0 Financing/ disbursement to priority sector at the end of 4th quarter is achieved Rs.20094/- crores as against the targets of Rs 12505/- crores i.e.160% of plan for the year 2018-19 which is well appreciable.
5.0 Total 40,993 Kisan Credit Cards (KCC) with the limit of Rs.1,48,336 lacs issued  during the F.Y.2018-19 by all member banks , the outstanding  amount of KCC is  Rs.177049 lacs  at the end of Mar.19.
6.0 Further, Mr.Vinod Kothari, has also congratulated the Bankers far opening total a/cs   14,10,531   in PMJDY with best effort for addhar seeding at  83%.Banker’s has done enrolling 280416 A/Cs under PMJJBY, 514930 A/Cs under PMJSBY, Finance given to 1,16,008 a/cs in Pradhan Mantri Mudra Yojna PMMY and 38481 a/cs in APY beneficiaries (APY) since inception as on 31.03.2019.
He expressed concern in respect of mounting up of NPAs which was 6.54% of the total advances in Gujarat State (38602 Cr.) & As regard RC files cases, he requested District Administration to extend full support to the bank branches in recovering long outstanding dues which would definitely go a long way in encouraging them for further lending to deserving & needy people. He also advised the bank’s branches to dispose of the pending cases for getting possession of the borrower’s assets. 
Honourable Collector Dr. Dhaval Patel has appreciated all Bankers to not only achieve but surpass the Annual Target by 160% achieving Rs.20,094/- crores against the ACP target Rs.12,505/- Crore. He narrated efforts put on by the banks in achieving the various targets under ACPs. While reviewing performance under the various government schemes, he appealed the bankers to strive hard to accommodate and support the maximum beneficiaries particularly under PMFBY,PMJDY, PMJJY, PMJSBY, APY and Mudra Schemes.
