1.0 The comparatively, year to year growth, in total Deposit and total Advances stood at 3.27% & 29% and for  quarter to quarter reported at 2.51% & 4.31% for deposit and advances respectively. The CD Ratio is stood 128%, against notional level 60% is quite satisfactory.

6.0 Further, Shri Vinod Jain,DRM,BOB,Surat also congratulated the Bankers  far opening  total a/cs   1336440   in PMJDY with best effort for addhar seeding at  82%..Banker’s has done enrolling 318373 A/Cs under PMJJBY, 548632 A/Cs under PMJSBY, Finance given no 131051 a/cs in Pradhan Mantri Mudra Yojna PMMY and 38481 a/cs in APY beneficiaries (APY) since inception as on 06.11.2018.
He expressed  concern in respect of mounting up of NPAs which was 6.84% of the total advances in Gujarat State 37341.77 Crs & As regard RC files cases , requested District Administration to extend full support to the bank branches in recovering long outstanding dues which would definitely go a long way in encouraging them for further lending to deserving & needy people. He also advised the bank’s branches to dispose of the pending cases for getting possession of the borrower’s assets.
