In terms of Reserve Bank of India guidelines, the District Level Consultative Committee/District Level Review Committee Meeting for Valsad District was convened on 29.05.2019 at 4.00 p.m. at Conference Hall, New Collector Office, Valsad. The meeting was presided over by the Hon’ble Collector and District Magistrate Shri C R Kharsan. The list of the participants is attached herewith.
At the outset, the LDM, Shri Sachin Sharma extended hearty welcome to all the participants and requested Chief Manager, Bank of Baroda, Tithal Road Branch Shri S B Patel to give key note address to the house.
           Shri S B Patel welcomed the participants and appraised the house about the performance of the District in various parameters. 
            He informed the house that the performance of the banks under the Valsad District for the quarter ended March 2019 was excellent, as against the annual target of disbursement under the Priority Sector Advances  of Rs. 1728 crores Banks in the District has disbursed Rs.2655 Cr thereby achieved 154 % of the annual target under the ACP 2018-19. He appreciated all members for showing excellent performance during the previous financial year and expect that team will work with the same zeal in current financial year also.
Further, he informed that under the Govt. sponsored programmes banks could achieved 86% of target in compare to previous year where we had surpassed the target. Banks achieved 110 % targets under DIC, and 180% under Applications sponsored through DUDA. He request all members to give more focus on all Govt. sponsored scheme and expressed confidence  that team will perform previous year we will perform 100 % on every parameters.
Again he informed the house on the performance under major parameters such as:

Performance under Major Parameters

1. Total Deposits of the District has increased from March 2018 level of Rs.14484 Cr to Rs. 16014 Cr. at the end of the December 2018 quarter, registering   growth of 10.56 %. However, YoY growth is 8.75 %. 

2. Total advances of the District has increased from March 2018 level of Rs. 8269 Cr to Rs. 10103 Cr. registering growth of 18.15 %.
3. C.D. Ratio of the District has improved from 57% in March 2018 to 63 % at the end of the December 18.
4. Agricultural Advances has also increased from March 2018 level of Rs. 737 Cr to Rs.797 Cr.at the end of the December 18 Quarter, registering increase of 7.52 %. Share of Agriculture advance is 8.83 % of the total advances against the mandatory bench mark level of 18 %. So more focus is required in the area. 

5. Total advances outstanding as of 31st December was Rs. 10103 Cr. out of which Priority Sector advance is Rs. 5758 Cr. which constitute to 57 % of the total advances as against the mandatory minimum bench mark level of 40 %.

6. Total Weaker Section Advances is 1020 Cr. Percentage of Weaker Section advance to total advance and priority sector advances is 10 % and 18% against the mandatory bench mark level of 10 % and 25 % respectively. 

He congratulated all members for the excellent performance till the last quarter and requested members to work in the current quarter with same pace.  
    Thereafter, the LDM presented the agenda-wise review and deliberations. The decisions arrived at are incorporated here under:-


The Lead District Manager informed the house that The minutes of the last meeting held on 28.02.2019 were mailed to all the members vide the letter No. BUL/LB/38/50 dated 02.03.2019. The minutes were placed before the house for approval. Since no comments/amendments have been received from any of the members, the house approved the minutes unanimously. 


The LDM informed the house on the various issues which are as under:

	LDM invited attention of house on GR No. LRC/102015/60/H.2 dated 20th February, 2015 issued by Revenue Department, Govt. of Gujarat empowering Banks to initiate Bank Mortgage/Charge mutation in RoR. Now position of entry made through the branches have from 1180 on 22/01/2019 to 1461 as of 08/05/2019 of which major contribution was from Bank Of Baroda i.e. 404 and BGGB which was 330.  The  Hon’ble Collector and District Magistrate Valsad Shri Kamlesh Border expressed his concern about the slow progress under the mutation entry and insisted that all banks should create entry of all pending eligible accounts and if any discrepancy/laxity is found it will be the responsibility of the concerned bank branch.

	Opening of Branch at Sutharpada Village
	The LDM informed that the matter was discussed with the DGM SBI Shri Mahakule with Chairman of the forum  Hon’ble collector sir where Shri Mahakule had committed for opening of the branch and even Collector sir himself written letter to him to intervene in the matter but yet no reply is received. However representative from SBI Chief Manager, Shri Vijay Solanki had informed in previous meeting that they have planned to open a branch at Sutharpada in coming Financial year. The Collector sir had advised to expedite the matter so that formalities can be completed in the coming quarter. 
The representative from SBI Chief Manager, Mr Ankesh Gupta informed that they are yet to send feasibility proposal to their LHO. He will update the forum regarding the action taken.

Further, LDM informed that Dena bank under the agreement signed with   DSAG is going to install ATM in the area ATM is ready and premises have been made available from tribal department. LDM suggested Tribal department to have a joint visit of premises so that immediate action may be taken.
Again, LDM informed that in the last meeting it was discussed with the Regional Manager BGGB to get better premises for the Sutharpada branch. The Regional Manager BGGB Shri Shipani informed that they have identified new premises and hope it will be shifted in the coming quarter.

	Enhancement of portfolio under the Kisan Credit Card Scheme.
	LDM informed that outstanding under the Kisan Credit Card scheme has increased from December 2018 level of 318 Cr to 326 Cr in March 19 (growth of 2.32 %).He made the house aware about launch of campaign from Dept. of Agriculture, cooperation & Farmers welfare (DCA&FW), Govt. of India to saturate farmers under Kisan Credit Card(KCC ) scheme.

	District Coordinators absent in last DLCC meeting
	Representative from DCB, Andhra Bank, Bank Of Maharashtra ICICI, Central Bank Of India, IOB, RBL and UBI were absent in the last DLCC meeting. However representatives from DCB & ICICI, were continuously absent in the last three DLCC meetings. Representative from DCB was absent and from ICICI did not came to answer. However in attendance sheet Monisha Mukharjee has marked presence. In the last DLCC meeting   Hon’ble Collector sir had advised to ask explanation of district coordinators of these banks and inform their controlling heads. Accordingly Lead Bank had asked explanation for absence vide letter dated 03.05.2019 but no reply came from the respective District Coordinators or their controlling heads. Representative from RBI Ahmedabad LDO, AGM Shri J S Kalra said that they will take up the issue with the controlling heads of the concerned banks.



The Lead District Manager stated that banking data of all Banks functioning in the District was presented in the agenda notes.

LDM informed the house that:-

Growth under the deposit side was 8.75 %. However in advances side growth of 18.15 % was registered.
7. Further, he informed that C.D. Ratio of the District has improved from 57% in March 2018 to 65 % at the end of the March 19.
While reviewing the Priority Sector Advances, LDM informed the house that achievement under the Priority Sector advances is quite satisfactory as it constitute 59.32% of the total advances against the mandatory requirement of 40%.  However, he showed his concern over poor performance under the Agriculture Advances as it constitute only 7.90% of the total Advances as against the mandatory bench mark level of 18%. 
[ ACTION TO BE TAKEN BY All Banks]


While discussing the progress under the Financial Inclusion Programme, LDM informed the house on various issues including complaints, Aadhhar Seeding, Opening of accounts with Zero balance which are summarized as under:

4a.    Keeping in view the ongoing implementation of PMJDY, All Banks have been advised to ensure banking facilities in all villages with population less than 2000 villages. In this regard LDM informed that out of 467 villages there are 257 such villages with population less than 2000 and all these villages have been covered by BCs.

4b.     Conversion of BC points into banking outlet: LDM informed that There are 11 Villages which are indicated as URC Tier V having population more than 5000 and covered by BCs they are namely Anklas, Bilpudi, Kakwadi Danti, Kalgam, Malvan Manda, Mandva, Mohangam,Tukwada (BOB) Sildha (Dena Paria) and Aslona ,Mandva  BGGB.These all villages are to be converted from BC point to Banking Outlet (BOs) by 31st March 18.
He requested district coordinators to ensure that Banking outlets are operational in these villages and send a line of confirmation for the same by 10th June 19. 

4C.   Gap in appointment of the BCs

LDM informed that all SSAs were covered by BC in Valsad District except two ie Moti Tambadi and Rata which comes under the service area of BGGB Vapi and Ambach respectively. Regional Head, BGGB, Mr Shipani said that they are unable to find BCs. LDM requested DLM , GLPC Mr Nirav Shah to find any member of SHG for BC  even Bank Sakhi of these branches can be identified as BC. The LDO Mr J S Kalra requested Regional Manager BGGB to ensure that by 15th June 19 BCs are appointed at these villages.

[ACTION TO BE TAKEN BY BGGB & GLPC]


5.1 Progress under PMJDY:   

The LDM appraised the house about the progress under the PMJDY scheme. He said that under Aadhaar seeding in PMJDY Accounts Bulsar stands 2nd in the Gujarat which is 87.26 %. However still 48679 accounts are with Zero balance which constitute 9.26% of total PMJDY Accounts. Branches are requested to follow up with such customers by organizing FLCs in Schools and villages and ensure activation of such accounts. 

5.2 Progress under enrolment of Social Security Schemes 

LDM informed the house that in PMSBY total 169359 and in PMJJBY 67167 applications have been enrolled. He also informed that so far 12884 forms have been enrolled under the APY scheme. LDM showed concern over the poor progress under the social security schemes like PMSBY and PMJJBY as the existing policies are not being renewed and in turn new policies are not being canvassed by the Banks. He requested member banks to give special focus in the area through FLC camps/special camps.

[ACTION TO BE TAKEN BY GOVT. DEPT. AND BANKERS]
5.3 Progress under PMMY:  

 The LDM informed the house that as compared to the target of Rs 100 Cr, this year disbursement is encouraging i.e. Rs.279 Cr. in current financial year. Hon’ble Collector appreciated all members for their efforts under the scheme and advised members to double out the effort during the next quarter also. 
Standup India:

Under the standup India DDM, NABARD Smt. Barot appraised the house about the Bank wise progress in the district and requested Bankers to ensure that per branch one loan application to SC/ST and Women each is sanctioned in FY 2018-19.

6 PMEGP (KVIC+KVIB+DIC)

LDM informed the house that under the PMEGP scheme banks have achieved 53.13 % of the target in the applications sponsored by DIC i.e. against the target of 32 applications bank sanctioned17 applications. However, representative from KVIC and KVIB did not provided the performance report.

     Again he requested all District coordinators to submit the status of NPA under the Govt. sponsored scheme so that it can be reviewed appropriately. 
  

 The LDM informed the house that during the BLBC meetings it was observed that 876 of accounts are pending for subsidy which are sanctioned 6 months before. He conveyed that subsidy is pending in some of the DIC sponsored accounts since 2015. He requested General Manager DIC to arrange to send all pending claims for more than six months. 
The General Manager DIC informed that they have advised block level coordinator to collect information from all banks regarding the pending applications. Further, he informed that it was observed that many branches even did not sent claim for more than 2 years and suddenly they are sending claims in bulk but according to norms subsidy should be given to the beneficiaries/Banks on first come and first serve basis. Hence, for reducing old pendency LDM  requested DIC to release of subsidy on priority to those accounts which have been sanctioned before 31st December 2018 and thereafter on the basis of claim date. All members of the forum were agreed for the same.

She also educated the members about the incentives for the formation and linkages of the JLGs given by NABARD. It was also informed that NABARD is also conducting Sensitization/Awareness workshop for Bankers for popularizing SHG and JLG mode of financing.

          Review of Various meetings of sub committee held during the Quarter
The LDM informed the house that performance under Sakhi Mandal Yojana was discussed in each BLBC meetings and performance was good in compare to the previous year however since the target have been increased substantially so more focus is required in the area. Further, he requested DLM, GLPC Mr Nirav Shah to arrange SHG sub committee meeting urgently so that specific matters can be discussed. 

Details of findings of study done if any in the District since last meeting and implementable action points if any: 
Area Development Schemes – NABARD:
DDM, NABARD informed that Area Development Scheme has also been prepared by NABARD under dairy scheme and Mango cultivation and mango nursery bankers can also finance under these schemes which will also lead to increase in Term Loan under agriculture and also increase the income of farmers
 

Summary of latest important circulars by RBI, NABARD and other Govt. authorities was informed to the house which are as under:

LDM informed that Ministry of Agriculture, Govt. of India has launched campaign for 100% saturation of farmers through KCC which was advised through mail with schedule of camp. He again requested all banks to organize camps in the respective service area for canvassing KCC applications and report the progress on weekly basis in the format provided. 
Further, LDM, informed that finance under the Kisan Credit Card scheme as on 31.3.2019 was ₹32578.00 lakh and number of KCC were 22720.  Collector and DDO informed the house that they are just coming from the VC now and the VC was for discussing KCC saturation only and for this campaign has to be done from 1.6.2019 to 15.6.2019. DDO informed that if Govt. Deptt. can distribute grant under PM-Kissan scheme within 20 days of announcement then why banks cannot cover all the farmers in their service area in next 20 days.  Hence Collector and DDO requested LDM to give dates of Gram sabha to all bankers and also the list of farmers will also be given by Agriculture Deptt. and services of Gram sevaks can also be utilized by bankers for issuing KCC or getting the farmers details and coordination work can be done by such gram sevaks.

DDM, NABARD also informed the house that as declared in budget and as per RBI circular dated 4.2.2019, farmers carrying out dairy activity, poultry and fishermen are also to be covered under KCC for requirement under their respective activities by bankers.  She also informed that there are more than 400 Milk cooperative societies under Vasudhara dairy and there are other private dairies also hence bankers can cover those members under KCC. There are many fishermen societies also in Valsad – members of these societies can also be covered under KCC. Moreover it was also informed that Ministry of  Finance, GOI has issued a circular for saturation of KCC hence bankers should try to cover all eligible farmers in their service area. DDM, NABARD also informed that on 17.5.2019, DLTC meeting was convened to finalise SOF for AH activities and Fisheries and a copy of the same is given today to all participants.
LDO, AGM, RBI Ahmedabad Mr. Kalra informed the forum about the latest circulars of RBI, he made the house aware about the clarification on subvention for Sugarcane and other long term crops. He informed that Sugarcane crop is also eligible for subvention and incentive for prompt repayment provided it is repaid within 12 months of disbursement.

                                  Doubling of Farmers’ income by 2022
LDM mentioned that as announced by Finance Minister, Doubling of Farmers' Income by 2022 - the same is to be reviewed regularly during BLBC, DLCC and at various such meetings by all stakeholders. The points to be focused by various stakeholders are soil health test, better irrigation facility, availability of improved seeds, providing awareness about integrated pest management, nutrient management, better marketing facilities, encouraging organic farming, taking allied activities like dairy, poultry and beekeeping etc. Banker has to simplify the documentation procedure and ensure speedy sanction and disbursement of crop loan and agriculture term loans. RBI has also issued circular No. FIDD. CO.LBS. BC.No.16 /02.01.001/2016-17 dated 29 September 2016 in this regard.

District Collector also told that if banks give finance to farmers for various agricultural loans it will help them in doubling their income by 2022 as desired by Prime Minister.

The next DLRC/DLCC Meetings for the review of June 19 Quarter has tentatively (As per Calendar) been fixed on 13.08.2019(Tuesday).

25. Preparation of Potential Linked Plan 2020-21
DDM, NABARD, Valsad congratulated all bankers for achieving 154% achievement under ACP. However, the achievement under agriculture is below 18% which needs to be improved. She informed that with KCC for dairy, poultry farmers and fisheries the agriculture finance will improve in next year. 
 She also informed that NABARD is preparing potential linked credit plan for every district likewise the PLP for FY 2020-21 is under preparation and this year’s PLP’s theme is “High Tech Agriculture”. She informed that PLP for 2018-19 was ₹178116.24 lakh against with ACP was ₹172288.00 lakh and achievement is ₹265478.00 lakh i.e. 154%. Hence the PLP for 2020-21 will be higher by 20 to 25% of ₹265478.00 lakh. She also informed that majority of farmers in Valsad are small and marginal farmers hence high tech agriculture may be limited here however bankers should encourage farmers for taking up drip irrigation, vegetable cultivation with plastic mulching etc. wherever possible thereby increasing yield and increasing income of the farmers.

She also informed the house that NABARD has sanctioned Livelihood Enterprise Development Programme to BISLD (BAIF), Kaprada and under this programme 150 SHG women are being given training under dairy activity (animal husbandry). The training has already started from 27 May 2019 and in 5 batches the training will be conducted. She requested bankers viz., SBI, BGGB in that area to attend the training programmes and guide the members. After training these SHG members will also be given handholding for setting up dairy units through bank loan. They will also be given exposure training and fodder development will also be taught. 

She also informed the house that during 2018-19, 2 FPOs have also been formed with the help of NGO - BISLD(BAIF) – one for farmers producing vermicompost  and one for farmers and SHG members who are having mango nursery and are preparing mango grafting.

She informed the house that the she is under transfer order to Pune RO and NABARD is thankful to district authorities, line departments viz. Agriculture Deptt., AH Deptt, Horticulture Deptt., DIC, DRDA, Statistics Deptt., LDM office and other bankers for supporting NABARD in preparation of PLP- by submission of data in time, conducting workshops, seminars, Mudra camps etc. She also expressed best wishes for progress of Valsad district and best wishes for all the Govt. officials and bankers for their future endeavor.

District Collector, Shri Kharsan also appreciated the work of NABARD and reciprocated best wishes on behalf of the house.
