In terms of Reserve Bank of India guidelines, the District Level Consultative Committee/District Level Review Committee Meeting for Valsad District was convened on 17.12.2018 at 4.00 p.m. at Conference Hall, New Collector Office, Valsad. The meeting was presided over by the Hon’ble Collector and District Magistrate Shri C R Kharsan. The list of the participants is attached.
At the outset, the LDM, Shri Sachin Sharma extended hearty welcome to all the participants and requested  Regional Manager Bank of Baroda, Valsad Shri Kalpesh Shah to give key note address to the house.
           Shri Kalpesh Shah welcomed the participants and appraised the house about the performance of the District in various parameters. 
            He informed the house that the performance of the banks under the Valsad District for the quarter ended September 2018 is quite satisfactory, as against the annual target of disbursement under the Priority Sector Advances of Rs. 1729 Cr Banks in the District have disbursed Rs.964 Cr thereby achieved 56 % of the annual target under the ACP 2018-19.
  Further, he informed that under the Govt. sponsored schemes although we achieved 100% target  was achieved in the previous year but during the 2nd  quarter achievement is not upto mark other than in Vajpayee bankable scheme. 
Again he acquainted the house on the performance under major parameters such as:

Performance under Major Parameters

1. Total Deposits of the District has increased from March 2018 level of Rs.14484 Cr to Rs. 15738 Cr. at the end of the September 2018 quarter, registering   growth of 8.65 %. However, YoY growth is 10.89 %. 

2. Total advances of the District has increased from March 2018 level of Rs. 8269 Cr to Rs. 8922 Cr. registering  growth of 7.89 %.
3. C.D. Ratio of the District has degraded from 57% in March 2018 to 58 % at the end of the September 18.
4. Agricultural Advances has also increased from June 2018 level of Rs. 686 Cr to Rs.787 Cr.at the end of the September 18 Quarter, registering increase of 14.72 %. Share of Agriculture advance is 8.83 % of the total advances against the mandatory bench mark level of 18 %. So more focus is required in the area. 
5. Total advances outstanding as of 30th September is Rs. 8922 Cr. out of which Priority Sector advance is Rs. 5409 Cr. which constitute to 61 % of the total advances as against the mandatory minimum bench mark level of 40 %.

6. Total Weaker Section Advances is 1020 Cr. Percentage of Weaker Section advance to total advance and priority sector advances is 11 % and 19% against the mandatory bench mark level of 10 % and 25 % respectively. 
He concluded his speech with appeal to all members to work collectively for the achievement of sector wise target under priority sector lending as decided in the ACP 2018-19. He also requested members to focus on Aadhaar seeding and authentication as well.
He also requested members to participate actively in ongoing MSME Support camp.

    Thereafter, the LDM presented the agenda-wise review and deliberations. The decisions arrived at are incorporated here under:-


The Lead District Manager informed the house that The minutes of the last meeting held on 09.08.2018 were mailed to all the members vide the letter No. BUL/LB/38/25 dated 06.09.2018. The minutes were placed before the house for approval. Since no comments/amendments have been received from any of the members, the house approved the minutes unanimously. 


The LDM informed the house on the various issues which are as under:

	Online Mutation entry in RoR by Bank Branches 
	LDM invited attention of house on GR No. LRC/102015/60/H.2 dated 20th February, 2015 issued by Revenue Department, Govt. of Gujarat empowering Banks to initiate Bank Mortgage/Charge mutation in RoR. Now position of entry made through the branches have from 804 on 31st July 18 to 1033 on 26/11/18 which major contribution is from Bank Of Baroda i.e. 257 and BGGB which is 224.  The Hon’ble Collector Valsad Shri C. R. Kharsan expressed his concern about the slow progress under the mutation entry and insisted that all banks should create entry of all pending eligible accounts and if any discrepancy/laxity is found it will be viewed seriously. Further, he advised that in all fresh Agriculture loan Accounts fresh mutation entry should be their i.e on old entry new sanction cannot be made and will not be applicable in the court of law.

	Opening of Branch at Sutharpada Village
	The LDM informed that the matter was discussed with the DGM SBI Shri Mahakule with Chairman of the forum  Hon’ble collector sir where Shri Mahakule had committed for opening of the branch and even Collector sir himself written letter to him to intervene in the matter but yet no reply is received. However representative from SBI Chief Manager, Shri Ankesh Gupta informed that he will discuss the issue with their higher authority and will update within a week. Hon’ble Collector informed that Govt. is going to invest heavily in the area for the upliftment of tribals and opening branch in the area will be viable for the banks also. He also ensured SBI to give all support for opening of the Branch in the area.
Further, LDM informed that Dena bank under the agreement signed with   DSAG is going to install ATM in the area ATM is ready but waiting for availability of premises from tribal department.
Again, LDM informed that in the last meeting it was discussed with the Regional Manager BGGB to get better premises for the Sutharpada branch as the existing premises is very small and inconvenient for serving large no of customers. The Regional Manager BGGB said that he was unaware of the issue as he recently took over the charge of the Region and ensured that will take up the issue with the respective departments and will update.

	Enhancement of portfolio under the Kisan Credit Card Scheme.
	Outstanding under the Kisan Credit Card scheme has decreased from June 2018 level of 260 Cr to 250 Cr in Sep 18 (- Ve growth of 3.84 %) which is not appreciable and focus is required in the area. The Gujarat Govt. has scheme for KCC loan to Farmers up to 3.00 Lacs at 0% of ROI for prompt paying Farmers.  Banks should convey the scheme to Farmers during the FLCC so that more number of Farmers may be given KCC loans.

	District Coordinators absent in last DLCC meeting
	Representatives from DCB & ICICI, were absent in the last DLCC meeting. The LDM informed that these banks were absent in previous DLCC meetings also.   Hon’ble Collector sir said to ask explanation and inform their higher authority. Representative from RBI Ahmedabad Shri U. Y. Karmarkar insisted that leave for absence is required from lead bank if any urgency is there otherwise presence of each member is must and if neglected it will be taken seriously.



The Lead District Manager stated that banking data of all Banks functioning in the District was presented in the agenda notes.

LDM informed the house that:-

Growth under the deposit side is satisfactory i.e. growth of 8.65 % during the quarter and in advances side growth of 7.89 % is registered.
Further, he informed that CD ratio has improved from  53.95 % in June Quarter end to 58% as on 30th September18. The LDM requested all banks to focus on growth of advances to improve the CD Ratio to 60 % by March end 2019.
While reviewing the Priority Sector Advances, LDM informed the house that achievement under the Priority Sector advances is quite satisfactory as it constitute 61% of the total advances against the mandatory requirement of 40%.  However, he showed his concern over poor performance under the Agriculture Advances as it constitute only 8.83% of the total Advances as against the mandatory bench mark level of 18%. 
[ ACTION TO BE TAKEN BY All Banks]


While discussing the progress under the Financial Inclusion Programme, LDM informed the house on various issues including complaints, Aadhhar Seeding, Opening of accounts with Zero balance which are summarized as under:

4a.    Keeping in view the ongoing implementation of PMJDY, All Banks have been advised to ensure banking facilities in all villages with population less than 2000 villages. In this regard LDM informed that out of 467 villages there are 257 such villages with population less than 2000 and all these villages have been covered by BCs.

4b.     As per the guidelines of the RBI, all villages having population more than 5000 should have a brick and Mortar branch, bank wise details of such villages are given in the Annexure. Every concerned Bank should submit their Road map for the same. LDO, RBI, Shri U Y Karmarkar took bank wise review in the matter. Bank of Baroda is having 10 such villages under their service area, LDM informed that out of 29 Such Villages so far 12 branches have been opened by various scheduled commercial Banks and as of now only 17 such unbanked villages are left where banking facilities are being provided by the Business correspondents.This Quarter one new Branch opened at village Sukhesh by Ujjivan Small Finance Bank. Mr Karmarkar said that as per the recent guideline service through the BC will also be considered for the coverage and soon guidelines will be provided by the RBI. 
 4c. Closing of School Students Accounts without the consent of the student/Guardian
LDM informed the house that Social Welfare department has complained against some of the Bank Branches for closing the students account without the consent of the Student/Guardians resulting into bounce back of the Scholarship amount. All member banks are advised to ensure that no such circumstances reoccur. If such accounts has been closed, please reopen such accounts in coordination with the School management. He also requested bankers to hold FLC in the Schools for Aadhaar seeding and funding of Zero balance accounts. Further, he informed that it has been observed that in some of the bank account of PMAY beneficiaries amount of subsidy was not credited as it was more than Rs.50000/- and accounts were in PMJDY scheme. So all member banks were requested to make necessary modification in such accounts so that such situation do not reoccur.    

4d. Merging of Bank Of Baroda Umarsadi Branch with the Pardi Branch

The LDM informed that above branch was opened on 26/09/2014 and since then growth of the branch is not satisfactory and various issues are there based on which bank has decided to close the branch , issues are as under:
01. The branch is situated in Machhiwad, Umarsadi at a distance from 4 to 5 km. from Pardi     Railway Station (East side).  Umarsadi village consist of three part/panchayat   namely Viz. Umasadi Machhiwad,  Umarsadi Desaiwad and Umarsadi Kotlav.  The branch is situated at Machhiwad  and   Desaiwad is situated -3- kms from Machhiwad.  Moreover, Kotlav is in the Western part accessible only through Railway crossing and is situated 1 to 1.5 km. from N.H. no.8  Vapi, where our Pardi Branch is situated.  There are two different roads from Pardi station (East) in different direction  one leading to Desaiwad and another to Machhiwad.  Population of Umarsadi machhiwad  is only 6000.
02  State Bank of India, Umrsadi branch has been located infront of Pardi Railway Crossing, so most of the residents of Umarsadi Desai falia prefer dealing with SBI located at prime, location, whereas residents of Kotlav also prefers Banks in Pardi due to Railway crossing remaining closed frequently.  So, to that extent the customer turnout to our branch is very low which reflects following business   figures.

             From the above figures, it can be seen that business growth in the branch is very sluggish and almost stagnant and there are remote chances/prospect for branch getting growth/good business.
03.  There are frequent connectivity issues. BSNL has regretted for providing their lease-line connectivity as there is no landline connection in the village. Moreover private service provider AIRTEL and VODAFONE have carried out their survey and have expressed their inability to provide the  internet service. The branch at present is utilizing V sat of TATA, which is also not working properly and there are frequent disturbances of connectivity which causes inconvenient to customers/staff to maintain the level of customer service
04.Total advance of the branch as on today is Rs. 5.60 crore  (28.09.2018) of which Rs.1.95 crore is only in one account M/s S R F Industries (under BTL). The conduct of account is not satisfactory and the account is regularly coming in PNPA and it may slip to NPA category which may adversely affect the profitability of branch.
So it was requested by LDM  to the forum for giving the approval of merging the Bank Of Baroda Umarsadi Branch with the Pardi Branch.
The LDO Mr. Karmarkar said that he will visit the branch and after discussing with the appropriate authority decision will be take in the next DLCC meeting.
 [ACTION TO BE TAKEN BY All Banks]

5.1 Progress under PMJDY:   

The LDM appraised the house about the progress under the PMJDY scheme. He said that under Aadhaar seeding in PMJDY Accounts Bulsar stands 2nd in the Gujarat which is 86.69 %. However still 48005 accounts are with Zero balance which constitute 9.97% of total PMJDY Accounts. Branches are requested to follow up with such customers by organizing FLCs in Schools and villages and ensure activation of such accounts. 

[ACTION TO BE TAKEN BY ALL BANKS]
5.2 Gap in appointment of the BCs

LDM informed that all SSAs were covered by BC in Valsad District except one of SBI ( Mani) one of BOB (Malingi) and one of BGGB( Malghar). However now all these three villages are also covered.

[ACTION TO BE TAKEN BY ALL BANKS ]

5.3 Progress in enrolment in Social Security Schemes 

LDM informed the house that in PMSBY total 146713 and in PMJJBY 57896 applications have been enrolled. He also informed that so far 11427 forms have been enrolled under the APY scheme. LDM showed concern over the poor progress under the social security schemes like PMSBY and PMJJBY as the existing policies are not being renewed and in turn new policies are not being canvassed by the Banks. He requested member banks to give special focus in the area through FLC camps/special camps.

[ACTION TO BE TAKEN BY GOVT. DEPT. AND BANKERS ]

5.4 Progress under PMMY:  

 LDM informed the house that as compared to the previous year disbursement of Rs 74.40 Cr, this year’s disbursement is encouraging i.e. Rs.106 Cr. in current financial year. Hon’ble Collector appreciated all members for their efforts under the scheme and advised members to double out the effort during the ongoing 100 days drive for the MSME support and Outreach program and disburse maximum under the PMMY scheme. 
Standup India:

Under the standup India DDM, NABARD Smt. Barot appraised the house about the Bank wise progress in the district and requested Bankers to ensure that per branch one loan application to SC/ST and Women each is sanctioned in FY 2018-19. 

[ACTION TO BE TAKEN BY ALL BANKERS]

6.1 PMEGP (KVIC+KVIB+DIC)

LDM informed the house that progress under the main Govt. sponsored schemes like PMEGP, VBS, DTASY was satisfactory as district achieved 100% of the target in these schemes. However it is not as par upto half year of current FY. He requested members to dispose off all pending applications for more than 15days within a week.

Again he requested all member Banks to submit the data in the prescribed format within the stipulated time i.e. within 10 days of the quarter end so that meaningful discussion can take place and exact performance of the district is reflected.

 The LDM informed the house that although lead bank has not received any list of pending subsidy accounts but during BLBC meetings some of the Banks conveyed that subsidy is pending in some of the DIC sponsored accounts since 2015. He requested representative from DIC to arrange to send all pending claims for more than six months.

LDM requested all banks to review their RC filed cases portfolio and send the correct data so that it can be reconciled with the Govt. agencies. He also requested that please check that if any account has been closed or settled in Lok adalats then report it accordingly.

 Disposal of cases filled under SARFAESI Act.

The LDM informed Hon’ble Collector that although no bank has reported pending case for more than 60 days for disposal under the SARFAESI Act. However, order passed by the Honb’le District Magistrate is conditional like if borrower is not paying for more than 4 month then only bank can take possession of the asset. He informed that since Bank has already required time under the act passing such order block our fund for more time. The Regional Manager,Bank Of Baroda Shri D N Gandhi and LDO, RBI Shri U Y Karmarkar requested Hon’ble Collector to help Banks in  expediting  the process of recovery as banks are already struggling for recovery. Hon’ble Collector assured that he will take care on case to case basis.  He informed the house regarding the pending applications under the SARFAESI Act.

LDM informed the house that performance under Sakhi Mandal Yojana was discussed in each BLBC meetings and performance is satisfactory.  Sub Committee Meeting of SHG held under the Chairmanship of Director DRDA and many corrective steps have been taken. All banks were requested to sanction all eligible groups.
DDM NABARD also informed the house that Valsad district has been given target of 155 Village Level Programmes to be conducted for SHGs. Last year BOB had conducted 72 VLPs and had received ₹1.44 lakh grant for conducting VLPs. All banks who are having SHG accounts were requested for conducting VLPs and guide SHGs for maintaining books of accounts, regular savings and regular payment of loans. In such VLPs bank linkage and credit linkage should also be done. DDM NABARD also informed that NABARD is conducting one workshop for SHG Leaders/Members for their capacity building on 20 December 2018 at BAIF Conference Room at Kaprada and also planning to conduct Sensitisation programme for promotion of SHG/JLGs for bankers shortly and bankers were requested to participate in the workshop..

The LDM informed the house that most of the villages in Kaparada taluka and few in Dharampur taluka do not have connectivity which is a great hindrance in providing basic banking facilities at door step of the villagers.  LDM informed the house that only 4 JLGs were formed and credit linked to the tune of Rs.4 Lakh. He appraised the house about the hassle free guidelines for the JLG financing and how financing to JLG may help in augmenting Agriculture Advances portfolio and upliftment of livelihoods of small marginal and landless farmers. Further, LDM informed that majority of the farmers under the district are marginal farmers who may not have clear title of the land in their name. So under the scheme maximum farmers can be covered.
DDM, NABARD informed the house that only BOB and BGGB are financing under the JLGs scheme, so other banks should also finance under the scheme. She also educated the members about the incentives for the formation and linkages of the JLGs given by NABARD. It was also informed that NABARD is also conducting Sensitization/Awareness workshop for Bankers for popularizing SHG and JLG mode of financing.

Area Development Schemes – NABARD :

DDM, NABARD also informed the house that NABARD has prepared Area Development Scheme (ADS) on Dairy Sector and a scheme on Mango Cultivation and establishment of Mango Nursery. As on 30 September 2018, the achievement under Dairy Scheme is around ₹15 crore and under Mango cultivation achievement is around ₹1 cr. DDM, NABARD, requested bankers to give quarterly data in these two schemes regularly so that same can be reviewed in BLBC and DLCC meetings.

                                  Doubling of Farmers’ income by 2022
The LDM appraised the house that Reserve Bank of India, Central Office, and Mumbai vide their letter no. FIDD.CO.LBS.BC.No. 16/02.01.001/2016-17 dated December 26, 2016 has informed that the Government of India in the Union Budget 2016-17 had announced its resolve to double the income of farmers by 2022. Where Lead Banks were advised to ensure the following:

· Work closely with NABARD in preparation of Potential Linked Plans and Annual Credit Plans keeping the above strategy in consideration.

· Include “Doubling of Farmers’ Income by 2022” as a regular agenda under Lead Bank Scheme in various forums such as DCC and DLRC.

· Lead Banks to ensure close coordination with Government departments be leveraged to further the objectives of doubling farmers’ income by 2022.

The DDM NABARD suggested the strategy to achieve this goal, inter-alia, include,

· Focus on irrigation viz., drip irrigation, with the aim of “per drop, more crop”.

· Provision of quality seeds and nutrients based on soil health of each field.

· Investments in warehousing and cold chains to prevent post-harvest crop losses.

· Promotion of value addition through food processing.

· Creation of a national farm market, removing distortions and develop infrastructure such as e-platform across 585 stations.

· Strengthening of crop insurance scheme to mitigate risk at affordable cost.

· Promotion of ancillary activities like poultry, bee-keeping and fisheries.

23. Launching of PLP 2019-20 .
Release of PLP 2019-20: DDM, NABARD presented the PLP for 2019-20. It was informed that the PLP projection for 2018-19 was ₹ 178116.24.00 lakh against which ACP was ₹172884.00. As on September 2018 achievement is ₹96420.00 lakh i.e. 55.77% achievement. It is expected that the achievement by March 2019 will be 100%. The PLP projection for 2019-20 is estimated at ₹197190.26 lakh, of which, Crop loan has a share of 11% at ₹22022.00 lakh. Term loan under agriculture is assessed at ₹30447.82 lakh accounting for about 15% of total Priority Sector loan. Under MSME, ₹97075.00 lakh has been assessed as potential forming 49% and balance 24% at ₹47645.44 lakh has been estimated for other sectors like Exports, Education, Housing, etc. It was also informed that the PLP is prepared as per the guidelines of RBI’s Priority Sector Guidelines and requested bankers to finance under these sectors. The PLP 2019-20 was released by District Collector, Shri C.R. Kharsan.

24. Reallocation of Sub Service Area:

The LDM informed that in view of lending restrictions imposed on Dena Bank (under PCA), feasibility for redistribution of service areas solely serviced by Dena Bank to other bank branches has been examined by FIDD, Ahmedabad RO. Since service area approach imposes restrictions on lending under Government Sponsored schemes by non-service area branches, it has been observed that credit needs in the areas solely serviced by Dena Bank branches is being hampered. Accordingly,  a list of villages solely serviced by Dena Bank branches and alternate bank branches to which service areas can be allotted has been worked out and which is as under:
